1t was & good remurs of a European traveller in

this country, years mgo, thut we Americans had o
multitude of good laws, but failed Lo execute them.
and heeee suffered from miziadmimistration of public
afinirs, Ie was quite vight—that the people are
IWayE alert to any evil whicd manifests lue_zt. and
msist apon abating 1t by the adopton of some exoel-
Jent remedisl jaw. Eut these luws are hut seldon
enforced; the men elected or appolnted to euforce
them afien find It to their own interest to
be bind to lufrachiong, and while e law remalns
on the statute book tke evll apainst which it was in-
tended to guard continues, gnd even increases, and
the people, tinding their edorts auavalling, ave very
apt to relax.

These remarks are gpecia’ly applicable to the eon.
ditlon of the public stregts of our city. The courts
buve again and agaln dechled that, while the fee in
the land over wilch & streat is lald ot remuius in the
ownerof the land frontiog on it, the use, e casemont
s vested Lo the pubite for publie purposes and can-
not be diverted to private nses. T8 has beeu rocog-
msed and reiterated as sound law whenever some
private individual or corporation, for private ends,
intringed on the ruzht of the public to the full and
anobstructed use of all land dedicated for public
streets or roads, This eisement, with the act of
dedication, becoimes a vested rignt in the publie, and
no act of the onginal owner, or bis representatives,
can In any wav invalidate or encroach upon it

The municipal authorities of the city of New
York, representing in law the people of the city In
thelr corporate capacity, have fully recogaized the
force and validity of this condition of the law. They
have, a8 anthorized by their charier, passed ordl-
mances from time to time ln order to nsgre to the
people the full enjoyment of the streets free [rom
all nindrapce and obstruction, Turmng to the
volume of “Ordinances of the Mayor, Aldermen and
Commonalty of the City of New York, rev.sed in

1860, and pubiislicd in 1568 by the authority of the
Common Courell, with all the amendments thereto-
fore sdopled or made necessary by the action of
the Legisinture, 1t i3 tound that the first section of
article vne of chapter four, on page ninety, defines
the duties of the Street Department. One of them
18 stated to be *the removing eacumbrances from
sircews, roads, places, wharves, plers and sips"
Bection twenlﬂ-nne of article two of the same ¢hap-
