HUMAN AND COMPARATIVE ANATOMY AN3 PHYSIOLOGY.
hectare by Or. V. t*. Lriaerrlrr,

I.ast evening the first of a series of lectures was
clivcred by Or. F. G. I.oinercter In the Athenaeum,
irooklvn, the subject being "The Gorilla.Compartonof its Organs with those of Man." After a few
relimlnary observations the lecturer commenced
>y saying that prior to 1H42 the gorilla was scarcely
ieard of. Since that period, however, several lnilortantdiscoveries bad been mane and the animal
vas at the present day comparatively well knowti.
'he lecturer then proceeded to describe the formaionof the gorilla, detailing minutely its organtzaion.By means of skeletnos the lecturer was enabled
0 present a lucid Idea of Its construction. He
bowed how the muscles moved and gave generally
1 clear definition of its powers. In demonstrating
lie simarity which existed between the formation
jf the human rrainc and that of the gorilla, he exilalncdthat both possessed almost the same kind
>f muscles, except that the animal hail a larger
lumber in some portions of tie.- body, which were,
)f course, of a much stronger description. There
were the same uuuioer of ntuscies in the arm, but
here was not the same organization In the hand, as
he hand of the gorilla was unable to touch anybody
11 a delicate manner, while it dirt not possess the
acuity of bending the thumb to the same extent as
he human hand. Having drawn a lengthened
omparlson between the organic formation of the
[ortlla and the human frame, he alluded to tho
ortntdablc strength of the former, citing an
ciance where it broke the barrel of a
tun with ease and described the fear with
vhich the natives regarded the beast. But
lie greatest illirereuce which existed between these
leasts and man was the nervous system. The brain
if the gorilla was very small. He illustrated how
lis nervous si stem was organized in the lower class
if animals, mediating iisli, rats, cats, butterflies and
uotikeya. The elephant had the largest brain of all
.lie animals. In the course of his lecture l)r. Lctnerflerfully explained the subject by means of the
ikuils of the animals which he mentioned. In the
luiuau species the brain and the annua! part grow
ogerher in some cases up to lorty years, but In
tnimals the constitution of tuolr nervous system decreedtuc growth of their brain. Mao's intelligence
wis gradually being developed.
