THE PERUVIAN MONITORS.
Voyage mf the Meultore.IIow the Trans*

We have been lying here at author since 1 wrote
you last, and us yet luvo heard nothing from our
couaoils, the Atahualpa and Marrunou. On Uie 11th
one wrecking schooner was sent to tlreat Inagua
island, where we suppose our consorts to be at present,and another to Nassau, N. P., to get provisions
and coal and to take Lieutenant Thorn, hearer of
despatches to the Peruvian Minister, that far on his
way north. Wo have had no returns from either of
these schooners yet, though we expect the
one irom ivassau nouriy. rue nrig capturea
bv the Spanish cruiser, iliat'I meutioneil in my lost
letter, was irom New Y org, and had on board 3,ooo
muskets or rifles, with other arms and ammunition
for Cuba. She was captured here in Ragged island
harbor uud had au English Custom House otllcer of
this place on board at the time of capture. Iler
name Is the Mary Lowell. The people here are very
Indignant, and say that the ltrltish government will
make the Spaniards pay well for It. There are about
twenty Cuban refugees uere. The poor fe lows are
scattered around on nearly every Island of the Bahamas.
There are about 300 Inhabitants on the Ragged

Islands, and their principal business, independent of
wrcckiug, Is making salt. Nme-tcuths are negroes
and luulaitoes. They have schools, uud nearly all of
them can read uud write, though they speak English
in true nigger style. The islands are coral rock, ana

produce very little.a few sweet potatoes but no

variety of vegetables uud no fruit. Fresh beer of
poor tjuulity is brought olf to us at flfteen cents
per pound.

Jt is now blowing hard from tho east-southeast,
mid we shall nrnlialilr have roiitrh weather until
alter the equinox. TUe schooner Soplua, of forty
tons, formerly a MavamiaU pilot boat, came la last
uigln to avoid the storm. She is probably a blockaderuuncr, bound to Cuba, but notUlug can bs
found out about lior, as the crew wisely keep tUolr
business to themselves. I have no doubt the loss of
the transport iteyes and the visit of this monitor to
Nuraujo, Cuba, will c'ause some little talk in New
York; but at the tluio the Koyes went down the
Manca Capac was nearly out ol coal, so there was no
other way for us but to go to the nearest port lor
fuel. We were not aware at the tune that Naranjo
was in the hands or the liberals. Had the .Spaniards
been there we cannot tell what our reception might
have beeu. The loss of the iteyes was a most loolisn,stupid aud disastrous un'atr. The captain ol the
Uevcs (bunches) is a commander in the Peruvian
navy. He is a native of Peru, with more Indian
than Spanish blood in him, and, 1 think, the most
cowardly, incapable man that ever attempted
to take charge of a vessel. On the nth
instant, tho senior olilcer (Captain Oarrclia)
of the monitor Manca capac, made signals to ths
lteyoi to take him in tow. Captain Sanches made
several most awkward attempts to pass the Hue aud
finally was ordered to desist by Captain Carrella.
The next day at two P. M. the siguai was again
made to take the monitor In tow. Captain Du Hois
(ileet pilot) thou went to Captain bunches and respectfullyoffered lus services, a .surlug the captain
that lie could with perfect salety steer tho lteyea
near enough to the monitor to ousily puss the Hue.
baucUcs's answer was, "No, sir; 1 snow my business
aud am captain of this ship." Captain Hu Hots then
said, "Well, sir; the Pcruviaii Minister told ine in
Pensacola you would in emergency be advised by
nie. Now 1 feel it my duty to tell you iliut if you
stop the beadway of this steamer when to windward
ol tiic monitor you will (U near her) urift on to her,
while if you keep to leeward you cuunot easily got
loul, as tins vessel will drift a great deal faster tliuu
the monitor."
