A Chi-
naman or two as Consuls to ths Ceolral
Flowery Kingdom would make the thing com-
plete inrogard o races—white, yellow, red
and blick. Blill we eannol positively say that
all this will give ua peace in rogard to the
spoils, or in the matter of relrenchment, econ-
omy or relorm. The wsorcheads threaten n
muliny in the camp, aud some of the lucky
onvs on & reconsideration have been thrown
out. Upon the whole, in the proportion which
the candidatos bear to the offices will be the
diauppointmoents and wrath in the party lines,

On the 20th of A pril Rossini's Pefite Messe
Solennelic—as the illusirious composer chose to
nnme his latest maslerpiece, which he muat
have felt confident everybo dy else would call
