LOPEZ RECRUITING IN THE MOUNTAINS,

Peace Negotiations Between Spain
and Chile.

The steamships SBouth America, Captain Tinkle-
paugh, from Rio de Janeiro March 24, and the Arizo-
na, Captain Jeif Maury, seven and a hall days from
Aspiuwall, arrived at this port yesterday, The Ari-
Zonu brings $532,086 in treasure.

The latest news by these arrivals will be found In
detail in the following correspondence.

THE PARAGUAYAN WAR.

Ionctivity of the Allics=Lopexz Actively Res
eruiting=Prespeet of the War Endhug=—The
Chivge of Commnnders—Strength of the
Allied Forces.

Brexos Avres, March 14, 1869,

Two months have elupsed sioce the declaive battles
at and near Villeta, resulting In an ucter defeat of
President Lopez and the escape of a handful of his
army as fogitives, Less than 100 men went with
him. A few cavalrymen could have arrested them,
and 8o might have ended the whole affalr
No pursuit has yet been made. After long
montis of Inactivity General Caxias, chief
of the allied forces, was removed by his impe-
rial master and o substitute was sent to relieve him,
While the new general was on his way all General
Caxias' successes occurred, and after a series of
brilliant battles, each one a victory, and when his
stubborn opponent in a four years' war was a fugl-
tive only o few miles distant, an order recalls Gene-
ral Caxias and replaces him with an uotried man.
General Guillermo de Souzae having, like his prede-
ceskor, everything to learn bas been occupled in
learning it, Meanwhnile Lopez is accumulating s
force In Pirabebd, where be now has over 7,000 men
and 1orty guns.

Lopez's piace of retreat is mbout thirty leagues
from Asuncion, and nearly up to that city do his
troops venture to aweep away supplies, Lo recon-
noltre or to bring away families to swell the crowds
at Pirabebé, Thestory is confirmed of an outrage by
these troopers that was hardly credible at first. It
wus thal ey fell In with sixty ramiiles, who were
digpused to seek protection with the allles and give
up ihelr sllegiance to Lopez, and they were mur
dered on e spot.

An expedition to attack Loﬁex haa been talked of
for over two months, cut it has not been ready 1o
elart. Guldes offer to show the way, horses are
bought, mulcs are shod, and all the time Lopea's
forces are accumulating; but the expeditlon, for
reasons known at hesdgnarters, does not eet out.
The puniber of men reportad by the allies as ready
for operations I8 now 26,000, abont three times the
force o1 the discomdited but recrwiting Paraguayans,
FProbably the disparily hos Leen as great frequently
n tie course of e war, and, as it 13, no one knows
Lhe result.

The latezt reports of the condition of the allled
foroes at Asuneion are very discouragaing. Caxias,
whose recont successes made him 8 great favorite,
lias gone home (removed), and his stall, a very long
list of good oMcers, has gone with him., Admiral
lguacio hus reccaly disd, tne new commander-in-
cntel I3 1ow with consumption, General Osorio is
sull sudering from bis wounds received In Decem-
ber, and the Rio Grande cawalry 18 afoot. In the
st of thle, the orders have come to the allled
4rmy to prepare for & movement. Active prepara-
Utons are made for an expedition. Purcliases of
horses and olber preparations are made for & move-
ment, suppoged to be towards the retreat of Lo

‘The proyress towards & provisional government
in Paraguay 18 very slow. The Ayans them-
selves do not seem to desire a provisional govern-
ment, and if one 18 organized 1t ‘will have to depend
greatly on the efforts made ontside.  Without a gov-
eroment ou the gpot e purpose of the triple alll-
anee caunot be carried out, and It 18 feared by the
allles themselves it will be simply the occupation of
the cohquersd territory ny the eonquerors pushing
e lnes of thetr governments over it

1t I8 now abous three months since any word haa
been heard from General McMahon, United States
Minister to Paraguay. It seems incredible but
that despatches have been sent, but they have
not ecine to hand. The United States gunboat
Kansas was sent to that region to be near [ilm and
to serve Uniled States Interests as might be con-
venlent, but she goi aground, and after nﬂ‘nal
many weeks of delay she oot off the bank and has
coe down.

THE WEST COAST.
Interosting from Pera=Montero’s Consplracy=—
Political Troublea=Iarrible Robbery=—Pence
with Spain=Yellow Fever in the South.
Lisa, March 28, 1889,

The name of Commander Lizardo Montero ts co n
#ldered In Pern as inseparably connected with the
Idea of sedition and revolution, An gccount has al-
ready been given to the readers of the HERALD of
the recent conspiracy headed by this oMcer, and of
the ignominions fallure of the plan, owing to the
hastiness of the plotters and the total want of reason
on their side. Commander Montero was pursued to
Chorrillos. but, aided by some [riends, made his
escape, and for several weeks his whereabouts was
unknown. A day or two since two Pern-
vian mep-of-war, the Union and Huascar, were
suddenly wsent to sea, and the quklnuncs
of Cailao were sorely exercised as to their
destination. The secret has leaked out. A littie
schooner salling from Callao to the Chincha, islands
wus suspecied of hawing the redoubted Montero on
board, and the war vessels wero despatched to over-

haul the seditious craft, and bag, if poasible, the
dreaded comspirator. The ships were absent three
or four days and returned to Callao withous having
met with the object of thelrsearch. Twelve hours

afterwards the schooner appeared in the bay, ana

was instantly selzed by the captain of tne port and

piaced for security under the guns of the frigate

Apurimae, while the captain and crew were brought

on shore and examined by the specles of admiralty
established in Callao. The result of the exam-
inatlon was so damaging to the captaln of
the schooner that he was ordered to be
closely confined, apd several paval ofcers sus-
pected of being implicated were also placed under
arrest. This uttle incident, volmportant in itsell, is
merely cited to give an idea of the Intense anxlety
always experienced by those In power in Peru, and
the want of confidence Invarlably felt in those gov-
erned. Montero Is somewhere at liberty, but from

the reports that come In from all portions of the
country concorming his whereabouts it weuld be as
easy to establish his position as to mark out the
exact resting place of the Wandering Jew. The dis-

THE NEW STEAMSIIP DACIAN.

Aunother Addition to the Anchor Line=Her
Dl ul Muachl A !
Appolntments and Officers.

The pew steamship Dacian, the latest addition to
the large ocean fieet of the Anchor NMune, hence to
Glasgow, arrived at thus port yesterday, and I8 now
discharzing a valuable cargo at the company’s pler,
No. 20 North river., This vessel, although not so
large as others of the llne, is astanch, handsome
craft, of excellent dealgn and elegant appolntments,
As a npaval model she unquestionably reflects
great credit upon her bullders and finishers. The
Daclan is of {ron, bark rigged, and built, in both
hull and machinery, by the Finnleston Steam Works
Company, Glasgow, last year, belng lannched about
the middie of December, 1888, Her length on deck
Is 252 feet 6 inches, and over all 264 feet 3 inches.
She has a breadth of beam of 31 feet, a depth of
hold of 21 feet 4 inches, a load draught of 18 feet3
inches, and ls abont 1,100 tons groas, Britlsh mea-
surement. She has two full decks, each being re-
#pectively 7 feet 4 Inches between them. Upon
each of these are iron plate stringers of very large
#ize and thickness, which tond malerially to
sirengthen them. The huil of this steamship 1a
of wrought lron plates, ene and one-cighth
Inchesa on her Dbottom, which decreases but
one-fourth of an Inch along her gide plates.
Her doors are of single and double angle
Irom  of more than ordinary thickness for o
vessel of her size, and her plates are mostly double
riveted. She is fitted with six w?wr\-un‘ht compart-
ments, which are of 1ron, one-half to five-elghths of
an inch to thickness. Water tanks are placed n"lthc
hold of the vessel, of more than unsoal size, thers
being two with a capacity of 3,000 galions each, and
the apparatus for the condensation of this water is
capabie of supplying thiriy-1ve gallons per hour,
The steering gear of the vessel s of the old safe chnre-
acter, Ana possesses all the ditings necessnry 1o give
It great strenuth, Hoanging In appropriate piaces,

The maghdnery of the Dacian, in deslgn and con.
struction, 18 worthy of pratse, It 1 not ranciful, but
massive, and Is suggestive of speed, strenglh and
safety, She ls ftted with two verucal, direct-acting
engines, having cylinders thirty-five inches in diame-
tor, wiih a stroke of piston of three fest.

The Mary Lowell AfMalr=The British Consul
Protests Against Her Condemnation=The
Deposition of the Mnoriners on Board eof

SRSy HAVANA, April 17, 1909,

The British Consul General, the Hon. Alexander
Graham Dunlop, has addreased (o Captain General
Dulce an energetic protest againat the decision of
the Admiralty Court In declaring the Mary Lowell a
lawful prize, and haa forwarded to his government a
rull report of the case, together with the deposition
of the crew ol the vesael, coples of which 1 altach.
The brig was taken to the arsenal on Thursday, and
her discharging commenced soon after. Ske was
found to contaln from 4,000 to 6,000 stand of arms,
of the most [mproved pattern, and cannons with
several bores, concerning which fabulous stories are
afoar.

The following are the depositions made before Al-
exander Graham Dunlop, her Majesty's Qonsul
General In Cuba, by John Reyoolds and James
Welsh, seamen, taken on board the Mary Lowell:—

STREET OBSTRUCTIONS.

The Duty of the Street Commissionsr nud His
Subordinates=—A Slight Amendment=Another
List of Obstructions=What May Be Done
Before the First of May.

The succession of articles lately published in the
HERALD on the obstructiun of the public strects
seem 0 have awakened the ofMcials from thetr
#slumber. They have at Iast made an effort to relleva
the public thoroughfares from the encumbrances
placed upon them. A great portion of the streets
which have been named in these articles were
lately visited by some one of the “four com-
petent (7) inspectors of encumbrances,” and quite
an improvement bhas since been visible. Flaces
which never knew an “Inspector” before, do know
him now, and mouhds of dirt and sand, and lime
and rubbish, have dlsappeared, or, at least, been re-
duced to less gigantic proportions. The stresta—
those, at lenst, which were lately named in the
HERALD, look more passable mow than they did
heretofore. This is not all, however. It is all very
well to clear away or to cause to be removed the
obstacles In the streets named by the reporter. The
inspector or inspectors—there are two to attend to
the city—should have more energy. They ought not
to wait for the HERALD to show them the way they
should go, but they should of their own accord go
whither the law directs them. For thelr own grati-
flcation the following sections of the ordinance,
under which they hold thelr oMce and draw their
pay, are republished:—
