Railroad travel Is suspended,The storehouse of the Glens Falls Lime
Company at Green Island, containing about 1,600
barrels of lime, was set on Are by the water slacking
the lime and the building was wholly destroyed, togetherwith the storehouse of Toles A Sweet, of this
city; loss, $6,000. The freshet north of us Is very
severe. Tlie boom above the dam at Glen's Falls
was carried away this morning and 40,000 logs set
adrift. The loss will do very heavy.

Albany Under Water.The Greatest Freshet
Since 1S57.Travel Almost Entirely Suspended.TheWater StUI Rising.

ALPAVT, April 22, 1869.
The water here Is higher than ever before known

for a spring freshet without ice. It has reached a

point within two feet of the great freshet of 1867 and '

tt is still rising steadily against a strong northwest
wind. The lower section of the city is completely
Inundated. Broadway for a distance of a quarterof a mile is navigable for boats. The steamerDrew, of the People's line, was compelled
to land at the high dock of the Boston Railroad on
the opposite stde pf the rtvcr. The passengers were
brought to this city across the railroad bridge and
the freight was transferred to a barge. The Drew
will leave from East Albany to-night.

The water Is still rising here at the rate of an Inch
per hour, The wind is stiff from the west The
track of the Hudson River road Is submerged at dlf.

The Water at a stand Still.Prospects of
Travel.Sufferings of Familleir-Olalls Delayed.

ALBANY, April 22.10 P. M.
The water has probably reached Its highest point

It has been at a stand for two hours. Passengers
trom New York this morning arrived here at four
o'clock, via the Boston road, from Chatham. The
Hudson River road Is badly damaged between this
©lty and Castieton, but to what extent cannot be ascertaineduntil the water subsides.
The Hudson river has not been so high since 1857

as It Is now. Hundreds of families have been driven
out of their dwellings by the inundation, and there
Is much suffering. The passenger boats and propellersare compelled to land on the east side of the
river at the Boston railroad dock. The malls from
all directions are from six to twenty hours behind
time. Up to a late hoar this evening the water bad
receded only an Inch from the highest point reached.

time iince 1802, owning to a breach and land alide
on the Vermont Central Railroad at Bralntree. The
mnii train on the Northern road, doe here yeaterday
afternoon, waa over Are hours late and the express
train three hours late, arriving here together at
eleven o'clock last night The water la rising about
an inch an honr. and the bridge acroaa the river
here, on the Montreal road, la not considered safe
for the passage of trains. The paaeengera on tblB
road will be taken to Flaherville, on the Northern
road, and carried acroaa. There is a|waah-out et
South Charleatown, and the passengers have to be
carried by in boats. A wash-oat between Wells river
and Newburg, vt, prevents trains going beyond
Newburg. A raft of 14,000 logs, belonging to Mr.
Barron, at White River Junction, broke loose last
night.

The Merrtmac Falling.
Concord, April 22, 1869.

The flood Is abating, and all the railroads will soon
be in running order.

The Water Up to the Hoofs of the Houses.

Montreal, April 22,1869.
The Inundation Is nearly as bad now as

during the great flood of 1861, and there Is
as yet no prospect of relief by the Ice
breaking up. The Custom House Is surrounded
and the water has reached Lemolne street. The
roadway iu Craig street, west, Is flooded nearly to
Bonavlnture street. The Grand Trunk cars cannot
come further than Point Sc. Charles. No communicationhas been bad with St. Helen's Island since
Mnndnr. T.nncripvlllo ami T.a Prairie are flooded to
an alarming extent, the water in the latter place
being nearly up to the eaves of the houses. A signal
of distress has been hoisted, and much losa of life
ana farm atock has probably taken place.
A Bridge Washed Away and Eleven Persons

While a number of persons were congregated on
the principal bridge at this place last evening watchingthe flood one end of the orhlge gave way precipitatingeleven persons into the river. The river

time. The mall* for the West, via Albany and Ruffalo.will probably be delayed until the waters subsideand travel Is resumed.

ThTlvpr continued to rise yesterday afternoon and

last night, and at live o'clock th's morning stood at
twenty-one feet six Inches above low water mark.
At quarter-past ten this forenoon It had reached
twenty-two feet six Inches, and was then
rising at tne rate of an inch and a
half an hour. The flood, therefore, bids fair to be
the most serious one which has visited us for several
vears, the water now being higher than It has been
In any year since 1*02. Pigville Is flooded, and portionsof Windsor, Pleasant and Qommerce streets are
also covered with water, and families inhabit the upperstories of their dwellings, passing from one point
to another In such crafts as can readily lie procured.
There is still much snow to the north of us whleli

In IR62 Congress
In obedience to the public opinion thus expressed,
chartered nearly 200 corporators, giving them tracts
of alternate sections ot the public lands, with other
privileges of Importance. The engineers of the government.however, presented to theui through Coloradosuch frightful roada. and passes over the
then comparatively unknown Rocky Mountains, that
the railroad men everywhere declined to accept the
charter. The charter was, at it were, dead from 18«2
to and Into i*«4, when Congress, the more to
tempi railroad men and capital to start and Invest,
subordinated as a security the mortgage bonds they
promised the company to the flrst mortgage bonds
of the company itself. Not even then, for a year or
more, conld capital in New York, Boston, Chicago
and elsewhere, be tempted to invest much. It is
a noteworthy fact that hut two of the original
corporators now held on, and for a long time
the whole capital a id energy invested In the work
came Irom two gentlemen.one of the original
corporators alluded lo, and another, not au original
corporator. In the city of New York. These gcu'letnenhad expended their mean* after seeking In vain
for essential help in New York, Albany, Philadelphiaand elsewhere. One of them came
to Boston and was successful In securing
at first only small Investments. The capital of the
countrv would not look at the work to Invest In If.
The Kockv Mountains were a howling wilderness.
Pawn* ex and savage Moux and oilier Indiana infetedthe Plains and threatened the uvea of or
Willed the survevors, engineers and traek builder*.
Fortunately for tM men whohnd Invested in the
road, their engineers discovered other routes
over and through the Rocky Mountains less
frlghtlul than the government engineers had
marked out.routes which science and art
could overcome at far less expense than those
orlglnallv contemplated. The discovery of these
routes alone saved the company from) bankruptcy,
and all concerned in It from ruin. Their engineers
found no more difficulties In passing and threading
the Hoeky Mountains than they Imd in passing the
Allcghaiiles.

his tempi were in general faultless.
The great charm of Haydn's work la Its descriptiveand dramatic character, and simplicity of the

materials nsed in It. Although the representation
of chaos at the outset la not exactly the kind of
thing thai Llsst or Wagner would recommend to illustratesuch a subject (for they would have overy
musician at loggerheads before the oratorio rightly
commenced), yet there (s a restless uncertainty,
and we might say aimless character, about those
largo measures which Is very perceptible. Raphael,
the principal narrator (baritone), has some lovely
solos scattered through tne work. "Rolling In FoamingBillows" requires a voice of much power uud
rare dramatic talent. The tenor also Is almost overloadedwith airs of tho most beautiful kind. Mr.
Hlmpson did full justice to each and all of them.
But the principal attraction was the exquisiterendertug of "With Verdure Clad" and
on Mighty Tens" by Madame Rosa. Her voice

came out with all Its pristine purity and clearness
of tone and was a faithful mirror or Haydn's noble
measures. The choruses were rather unevenly balanced,the tenors and basses being overshadowed
by the ladles' voices. We think that the singers
were not well placed on the stage for oratorio. The
men should occupy a higher platform than the
ladles, so that their voices can be hoard more distinctly.
The orchestra was excellent, and the charming

little solos which fall to the part of nearly every
Instrument were given with the utmost precision
and delicacy. Mr. J. K. Thomas was successful, as
usual, in his line. Considering that It was the first
time, as no have heard, lor Lhe Mendelssohn Union
to sing this dlrflcnlt and trying work, they acquitted
themselves better than we ever Imagined tliey
would do.
