Boon our city was visited by a terrlflc and destructireball storm, accompanied by a high wind, the
like of which lives not in the memory of the oldest
Inhabitant. The hail atones were on an average
about the size of marbles, while many of them were
aa large aa pigeon's egg*, and we heard of a few that
were fully aeTarge as ben's eggs. The hall fell thick
aud fast for several minutes, cover.ng the ground
and the flat housetops, breaking windows ana street
lamps beyond enumeration. It la difficult to estimatethe damage, but It con hardly he less than
$100,090.

THB ELKVBNTS.A LUNAR RAINBOW.
For seveu or eight days the weather bus been unsettled,with frequent showers aud changes of temoerature.On Sanday morning It was uncomforta-

lly warm, with a clear sky and a Southern breeze.
In the afternoon it became somewhat windy and the
atmosphere was oooier, with heavytbank* of drift-
lng olouds sailing at a moderate altitude. At halfposteleven o'clock en Sunday night a severe thunderstorm arenched us, aad a beautiful lunar rainbowwas observed and attracted much attention.
On Monday morning the air was cool and pleasantand before aeon the clonds gathered and some
rain tell. It was observed that while tne
clouds obscured the eastern horlzop the moon
shone clear and bright In the west, and Beveral
stars were seen peeping Irota the dark blue sky.
The rain conrtnuod, with Intermissions, until three
o'clock in the aiteraoon, at wluch time the aimospaerebecame suddenly chlltr, indicating that the
wind had passed over ice or snow.

THE STOKM.
It was about a quarter to four when the first hallatonesbeaan to fall, intngled with s heavy shower

oi rain. The first stones were small and scattering,
bat In a miuute er two they came down larger and
more abundant, striking the windows and walls at
an angle of about lorty-five degrees. The wind was
blowing very strong irom the west and Increased to
almost a hurricane. The hall now came down so
thick and Id such large globes that the sky was
darkened and tUe air nad a milky anpearajce, as
thougn the whole milky way had broken loose and
was dropping shut vpon the ground. The shower
01 Ice created a loud, roaring, hissing noise,
while the wind howled around the house tons,
oiammoii ahnftoru mbtutkAiiaiiroa fl»Am chair fAAtari.

Jd^h and b.'ew the hjitiatooua with great violence
against the window it. the far/ of tho storm drowned
the noise of the breaking window panes, but the
fragments of glass could oe aeen falling upon the

Ice globes that rohed and bounced an;! danced
around like marbles shot freiu the fingers of millionsor elfin spnlta of the air. The hall ceased in
six or eight m mates, bat the rain eontlnued longer
and gradually died away In a misty shower.

The Stern In Illinois.

JAi KSOSVIl.LK, April 10, 1869.
A terrlb'e rain and wind etorm panned over thla

part of the state yesterday afternoon, doing Immense
damage to houses and fonces. lu tne little town or
Ashland, In Caaa county, a few miles north of this
city, inore than a dozen houses were blown down er
unroofed. A school house, completed last fall at a
coat of $2,000, was blown over aud literally torn to

Slecea. One-half of the roof waa blown away from
ewman's Hotel, and a good deal of damage done

to the building. At Petersburg a large flounug mill
waa blown down, and fences In every direction wero
laid flat to the ground. A violent rain storm, accompaniedwith lightning, haa prevailed here nearly all
day.

AsniANP, April 19. 1869.
The tornado passed through here yesterday and

blew down several dwelling houses and a new brick
school house. Damage from Are about $10,000.

Bloomincton, April 19, 1869.
One of the meat severe storms ever experienced

here raged last evening, doing great damage in city
and country. The new Catholic churoh was prostratedby the storm. It was an edldce sixty by one
hundred and sixty feet, and, when finished, was to
cost $100,000: loss, $36,000. The Bloomlngton Man
utocmrlnjg Company's main building had Its west
gable, next to the chimney, knocked out by light-
nlng. Lodlngton * Rood's warehouse, at tue
Eastern depot, was unrooted. Daniel Garwood's
stable was unroofed, smashing a tins carnage and
injuring a Horse. Captain J. L. Routt and Dr. Parke
Had balconies blown away. A house on Prairie street
was moved from its foundation and only saved from
total ruin by a large tree against which it brought
up. Considerable other damage was done.

Caki.invii.le, April 19,1809.
The most terrific storm ever known la this section

passed through the north part of Macoupin county
last night. At Girard and Vlrdon the hail fell "as
large as ben's eggs." In both these towns there is
scarcely a whole pane of glass on the northwest
side of the buildings. No one here can recollect
ever having seen so heavy mil of water In the same
time. The storm was accompanied by vivid and
almost incessant lightning, and the wind blew a
tornado. The whole surlace of'the country Is coveredwith water which will still farther delay our
farmers, already badly behind with their spring
work.

Eloin, April 19, 1809.
A violent thunder storm prevatled here yesterday

afternoon and during last night. Tho house of JeromeWiltsle, In this city, was struck by lightning,
severely Injuring a little hoy, a sou of Mr. IViitsie,
and also Ezra kuo, who was sitting near the stove.
The lightning came down the plpo to the stove, and
into the floor, considerably damaging tho Inside of
the house.

Ottawa, April 19, 1889.
An unusually severe storm of hail and rain, accompaniedwith vivid lightning an 1 heavy rain, was experiencedhere at about Ave o'clock yesterday afternoon,doing some damage to window class.
At Peoria, also, at about four o'clock, there was a

similar storm, and the hall stones wrought great
havoc with the windows.

The Storm ia Tennessee.
A despatch to the Cincinnati Commercial, dated

April 20, says:.
Four houses at Trenton, Tenn., were blown down

by the storm yesterday, killing one man and breakinganother's leg. An upward bound train on the
Mobile and Ohio road was thrown into Forked Deer
river last night by the trestle work being washed
away tuts side of Trenton. Engineer Collins, one
lirt-.nau, one passenger and one wood passer were
killed. Many others were seriously hurt.

SUlPW&ECfk 0* THE JAPANESE COAST.

Lose of tlio Steamship Hermann.Upwards of
Two Hundred Lives Deponed Lost.

The Jap&n herald of February 24 gives the followingaccount of tho loss of the PacMc mail steamship
Hermann:.
The steamer nermann left Yokohama on the 13th

instant at noon, with wind northeast blowing fresh,
for Awamorl, a port near Hakodate, under Japanese
charter, with sonic 400 Japanese passengers and a
crew of eighty odlcers and men, ad told. At halfpastAve P. M. they had reached a point about six
miles east of Cape King, wind north-northeast and
heavy southwest weather: tno ves-el was kept along
tne coast at a distance, judging from all appearances,
of live miles. At nlno P. II., the vessel going at average
speed, struck a reel and passed over It, drifting in

I snore a quarter or a mue utter sue struck. At this
time tlie wtud was blowing fresher with a heavy
swell from the southwest. At eleven o'clock three
of the ship's boats were washed awav irotn the
davits, luto which souie of the terrified passoagors
aud crew Jumped as they were Uniting from the
vessel's side and were almost directly capsized; the
three remaining boats were lowered and Immediatelytilled with passengers and some of
the crew, but sad to relate, one only of these
fetched the shore, the other two having
been swamped almost as soon as away from
the wreck. Home few of tbe.orew from the capsized
boats managed to get ashore. The boat that succeededIn reaching laud in safety left the Ill-fated
vessel atbalf-past eleven P. M. About midnight the
vessel parted amidships aud settled down on a level
with the hurricane deck; she had, however, broken
tn two before the last boat got away.
As soon as the extent of the danger became apparentthe whole of Uia life belts.of which there

were great abundance.wese got on deck and distributedamong the passengers, many of whom at
once preciDitated themselves into the sea in the hope
of reaching land, new distant about three-quarters
of a mile, but the coast being rugged and a heavy
surf running. It ta feared that the greater portion
were dashed to pteoes agaln-t tno mercllees rocks.
About loo souls still remained ou the vessel, among
whom were Captain Keweli and his chief officer, Mr.
Chase.
The following morning at daylight, the weather

having moderated, the only surviving boat put oO
with some Japanese Ashing boats for the wreck, to
rescue those who had remained. At this time nothingwas visible above water but the paddle boxes
mnt liniutp o.mr nnrl nmiiv nf th* urifnptnnntn man

were floating about clinging to portions of the hurricanedeck, which had become detached. The
stated number of lives loat la not yet accurately
known, as the survivors belonging to the vessel
lei t the scene of their disaster at two P. M. on
the following day for Yokohama, to report the catastrophe.They were compelled to set out on their
Journey on foot. In consequence of the Japanese refusingto supply them with a junk in which to reach
their de»tiua:lon. The first night they stayed at
Otakl, where they were most kiudly and hospitablyreceived by the Japanese, who supplied thein with
lood, clothing and lodging, 'ihe folio slag morning
they started again for Yokohama, Which was reached
on Tuesday, the loth, at four o'clock P. M,
Among those of the crew who are lost are Mr.

Cliase, iue tlrst otflcer, who was swept off the wreck
during the dreadful night of the accident; Mr. White,
water sender, who lost his life from the capsizing of
one of the boats, while eighteen of the crew and zio
passengers are repotted to be inlsstug.
As we have alieady stated, many, after putting on

the life belts, made lor the shore, which they may
posslh'y have reached at points higher or lower
t!un where the others landed, itut Utile hope, however,is entertained lor their safety, on account of
the heavy surf aud dangerous rocks at that portionof the coast.
Nothing whatever was saved from the wreck, and

when the survivors started lor Yokohama nothing of
the Ill-fated vessel was visible but the mainmast and
one paddle wheel, wnich were held together by themachinery.

Deadly Aeaaalt and Stabbing.Ante-Keoteai
Braalaatioa Before Coroner Schlraer-Tko
Bella Likely to Die.
Coroner SoUlroter wu yeeterdar morning called

to the New York Hospital to take the ante-mortem
examination of Patrick McCormlck, who kii been
dangerously stabbed a few hours previously,
during a quarrel over a game of cards which
he had been playing with William Nicholson,
a inero youth, in the saloon or Patrick Ouilea, 82
Mulberry street Nicholson, having oeen "bluffed"
In the game by his opponent, took It with bad graoe,
and, losing his temper, oat or revenge made a
deadly assault with a knife upon McOormiok, and. It
Is feared, fatally stabbed htm. Officer McOrath, of
the Sixth precinct, arrested the assailant and took
him to the Btatlou house. The parties had all been
drinking, but not to great excess. Below will be
found the statement of McCoruilck:.

8TATXMBNT OP PATRICK M'OORMIOIC.
Between two and three o'clock this morning I was

In the soda water saloon No. 83 Mulberry street, in
company with Patrick Modowaa, Patrick Nicholson,
William Nicholson and the proprietor of the place,
named Patrick Cullen. The two brothers Nicholson
and myself were playing a game of cards (bluffi,
when William Nicholson accused me of playing a
"sucking" game, because he sold I was betting more
mouey than he had. We arose from the table and
William Nicholson called me a "sucker," to which I
mode reply, lie then took a bottle from
the bar and threw It at me: I stooped, and the bottle
missed mv head: Patrick Nicholson then struck me
on the nose with his flat: I then went eutaide into
the street and said, "If either ofyou two brothers will
ooiue up I will light you if you will give ine a fair
show;" William Nicholson then came up and made a
pass at me, but not hitting me; I made a pass
at him, but missed: a minute afterwards William
Nicholson stabbed mo three tiinoe In the abdomen;
Pa<4iclc Nicholson and Patrick McQowan were present,having come out or the saloon when William
Nicholson and myself were sparring; I cried out that
I was stabbed, and told an officer to arrest William
Nicholson, which ho did; 1 was taken to the Franklinstreet station bouse and from tnere to this hospital;we had all drank some ale and wore partially
under the Influence of It; I recognize the prisoner,William Nicholson, as the man who stabueu me.

MKPICAL TESTIMONY.
Frederick T, HarraU M. 1)-, being sworn, says:.1

am lwuso surgeon of the New York Hospital; Patrick
MoCornnck was admitted to this hospital about four
o'clock this morning, sintering from two incised
wounds In the abdomen, the first situated about Ave
Inches to the left of the umbilicus and nddway
between the crest of the lllfum and ribs, the
wound about one and a half lnchos long; a second
wound, about two and u huff Inches la length, on a
line with the first wound, beth wounds opening Into
the peritlneal cavity; irofl IS® second wound, about
six or seven inches or Intestines protruded, and
from the first wound a knuckle of Intestines protruded;there were no evidences of strangulation,
as the intestines were reduced; the wounds were
properly dressed; there was also a lacerated wound
situated to the left of the spinal column, at about
the eighth dnral vertebrae, and a small Incised
wound on the left bnttock; on admission the patient
was sutlertrig from collapse, extremities cold, putse
feeble; reaction came on after the proper remedies
were administered; in my opinion the wounds are
of a very dangerous, character, the danger being
especially from peritonitis, which may eusse.
