Aftixing and Cancelling Revenue Stamps.

Commisaioner Delano has decided, with regard to
aMmxing and cancelling revenue stamps, that in all
eares where an adhesive stamp shall hereafter be
nsed, except as may be otherwise provided, the
person making and delivering or giving the lnstru-
ment, matter or thing to be taxed, ehall amx the
stamp; that the entire surface of each stamp
s'iall be exposed to view, and shall cancel the same
by writing with ink npon ecach stamp or by some
mephanieal weans as the Commissioner may here-
after require, ln order that such cancelled stamp
eannot agnin be used, The cancellation of stamps
for soirita and tobaceo will remain a8 heretofore
pooseribed, The Commission r calla the attention of
officers to the provisions of the act Imposing a fine
and punlshment for nsing adbeslve stamps which
bave already heen used.

Ths Grent Sensation In Washington==Inters
views With 8 Bp and Abbot
Sprague Expecting a Communicatlon from
Mr. Abbott=—Sprague RMost Apologize or
Fight=The Correspondence to Pass on

saturdoy.
WasmINGTON, April 23, 1860,

The extraordinary session of the Senate expired
&t nn early hour this morning, with a gensation. On
their way to thelr homes the Senators acemed to for-
get the conteats over Sanford and Plle and Carllle,
and to think only of Sprague and Abbott. The dis-
cussion ran upon the probable menns of settling the
“lirtle onpleasantness” whiclh had gprung up be-
fween the Senator from the 0Old North State and the
Senator from “Little Rhody.” Would Abbott box
Sprague’s ears and pull his nose, or wounld he chal-
lenge him to mortal combat, after the good old
chivalric fashlon? were the questions asked and
speculated upon. The pluck of the two men wis
discussed with as much avidity by grave Senators as
If they were professional pugllists anda the expected
mill was to come off to-morrow. When the sensn-
tion came o there were few persons around
the Senate Chamber besides the  clerks
and doorkeepers and the newspapers cor-
respondents, Like the Senatore, they, too, had
thelr opinions and speeunlstions concerning what
had oceurred and what might follow. Each of the
pariies to the affulr had, of course, their friends,
and some went so far in tnelr enthusiasm as to offer
to bet. The great mass of the people were entirely
ignorant of what lad ocoiyred until they opened
the newspapers this morning. The news, however,
eprepd rapidly, and doring the entire day it has been
the talk of the town. A thousana rumors were
afioat of a collislon having oceu between the

RAILROAD SLAUGHTER.
Terrible Disaster on the Long Island
Railroad, Near Jamaica.

8ix Persons Killed and Eleven
Wounded.

Scenes and Incidents of the
Catastrophe.

The recent lnll In rallroad accidents was, unhap-
pily, not destined to be continued, for again comes
the startling record of still another appalling calam-
ity, once more rousing the community to & sense of
danger, yet once more spreading grief and desola-
tion in many a home. It was probably the most
fearful ~atastrophe that has ever occurred on the
Long Island Raliroad, certalnly the most har-
rowing In it detalls, of which the foliow-
ing are full particulars:—The Northport morn-
ing train, which left Tunter's Point at
half-past ten o'clock, and which was due at half-
bast twelve, consisted of an engine and tender, &
baggage and two passcoger cars. It reached Ja-
malea, L. L, five minutes béhind time. Proceeding
on its way to Northport, at the rate of about twenty
miles an hour, everything appeared to run smoothly
for about a mile and a half beyond Jamales, when
ata place known as the Willow Station the last
car passed over a brokem rall, the foremost
track was loosened, boecame embedded In
the ground and cowmpletely tore away the entire
bottom of the car, g the Inst death
of #lx persond and most serions Injuries to many
others, The scene which ensued was fright-
ful, sickenng and heartrending, Unconscious
of the direful event the driver proceeded
fully three hundred fest after the broken
rall had been pussed, the truck all tho
while tearing ont the bottom planks of
the cars, Por an instant—for some only an instant—
buman helngs strogeled fn every posture. Butthe
yawning abyss was opened, and before some could
even think they were isunched Into elernity by the
most torturons means, One was ground to death,

another had her head severed from her
body, wbile others were mangled, gorad
and  deeply cut. The struggle for lfe

Wwas termble and the moans and shrieks which rang
forth are deseribed as belng bharrowing in the ex-
treme,  Prior to the dreadful oceurrence the lil-fated
car contalned about thirty passengers, very
few of whom escapsd without sustaining
someé injury, for ns the car moved over
the truck the aperture Increased rapldly, giving
but little chance for self-préservation. When about
A hundred yards beyond the broken rall the engine
came to o stop, and then the awful sight disclosed
{tegif in all its horrors. The forms of human beings
were writhing in torture, one being completely rolled
up like a ball, and others in most agonlzing posturea,
It was discovered that no less than six persons had
been (nstantly killed, while others presented the ap-

pearanoce of approaching dissolution.
