Long before
the hour flxerf for the proceedings to commence the
court room, as well as the vestibule of the Tombs,
was crowded by persons of various degrees and positionsin society; but among the motley assemblage
many of the leading lights of Spiritualism In this

city and us environs might easily be distinguished
by their long, dank, dishevelled locks aud cadaverouscoun.euauces. As on the previous day, Mr.
Geary a,tended to the prosecution, and Messrs. John

land, but the other Is supposed to have been lost.
The one who reached the shore reported at the policestation, and the captain, hearing that he was to
be arretted, Immediately ordered the ship to sea
again.
The only female on board was the captain's wife,

a young woman who had great influence over her
husband when sober, and to whose exertions und
importunities the bodies of the crew were, as they
allege, saved from destruction by the captain and
mate. She kept a constant watch over the two
drunken oillccra, following them about during their
carousals, day and night, until she became afraid
that her own lifo would be endangered,' and left
the ship while In the channel, taking a steamer and
reaching the land. The captain, determined not to
proceed without his wife, stopped at oueenstown,
ami remained there for two wjetyt, until his wile
Joined EnTi again, Tiud Ihe ship reSulneu her Voyage.
The captain still rcmalued night and day In the
samo state of mad Intoxication, and their couduct
towards the crew increased in brutality, except as
to tnc apprentice hands, who seemed to be favored
for the purpose of keeping them on the side of the
officers,
Edward Wllllami, one of the victims, says:.Tlmv frequentlymade us tight between ourselves. If wo refueed they

would beat us with clubs. When we fought the captain anil
mute would "second" u*, with sponges aud whiskey In tbelr
hands. I'bey would make us strike each other In the face
and make each otber bleed. If we refined they would prick
ut and beat ue. Tbey usually made ua tlgbl about ten or fifteenminutes, and when one gave up the captain and mate
would pitch |Q and fight both. Nearly every one of the men
wore cSmSelled to fight at dlJerent times for tbe amusement
of the two'offlcers.
Frederick Jensen says:.The captain need to call ue aft

and cut off one side of our heir, tar our faeee and balr, and
then make us slny songs which they dictated to ua They
liuuu ueuiuti ua whu a ueruii siuca. in iu« euu ui a hick, anu
whan we would not (Ion they pricked ua.

checked him. The crew state that up to the time
that the woman discovered the spirits awl threw
them overboard the captain and mate wero dally
Kiting worse, and that some of thetn would surely

ve been shot or beaten to dsath before the end of
the voyage had she not saved thein la this way.While the ship was stopping at tjueeustown, the
men allege that the steward sold all the pork from
off the vessel, and that their only food during the
passage waa " rotten " beef. Instead of coffee they
yrere given a fluid which none of them couhl name,
as It was made of burnt biscuit and a mixture of
other substances, but they were glad to get even
thst, If they could drink It without being persecutedby the captsin aud mate. They allege further that
that they ware uot paid a cent of wages during the
passage.
