The Parn Exchange Insurance Company vs. Henry
Bminons, et al..In this case, which was reported in
the Herald a few days back, Judge Quinn has
delivered the following opinion:.
The facts proved in this rase show, beyond anyreasonable doubt, that the defendants, through one

McLeod. an Insurance broker, effected a policy of
insurance on merchandise at No. 13 Spruce street,for <3,ooo. The premium was agreed upon at (40.
The policy, dated May 7, ls6S, was made out and
executed by the company, and delivered to the
broker, who presented it to the delendauts and receivedfrom thein the $40 agreed upon. The broker
failed to pay the premium over to tiie company, and
the company sue defendants for it, claiming
that a payment to the broker was not a payment to
it. The question tuns presented ou these facts is,
can the broker be agent for both the assured and the
underwriters at the same timet There lias been a
very careful and well-consiuered argument presentedto me ou this question. 1 have examined the
authorities cited to me and do not hud that they
have much bearing upon the question. Generally
speaking, a person cannot be agent for the two
principals to a contract, lie can only act for the
person who employs him. But this rule has
its limit and quaiiiication. aud is not absolute.Mr. Philips, in ins "lreatise on Insurance,"
vol. 2, isfto, third ed.. p. 631, says:.-The same
person may be agent of botn the assured and the
underwriters, in cases where he acts as agent of the
assured m making the contract with the underwritersaud tixing its terms, he tnay then become
Uieir agent to deliver the policy to Uie assured and
receive iroin mm uie premium."' rius occurred m
