b The fiftieth anniversary ! The members of this
order may well f~¢l prond of the astonishing pro-
greas they have made during these years, It has
Dot ooly kept pace with the gigantic general devel-
opment of the country at large, but it has far ex-
‘cended . It was on the uth day of April, 1818,
that “one” Thomas Wildey, of Baltimore, uniting
with himself four others, institnted the frst lodge of
Odd Fellows in the United States, They were Eng-
hehmen, and attached tbhelr lodge, which they
pamed the Waslungton Lodge No, 1, to the *Man-

ehester Unity,” the main body of Britlsh 0dd Fel-

lows, and received a charter from there, under

which they began to work and expand., And now,

fifty years after, the “ludependent Order of 0dd
Fellows" rivals, in point of numbers, of wealth and
inielligence, any other similar organization—even

the Masonic fraternity—and may be considered as

one of the most 1mportant institations of the land.

! The origin of the Odd Fellows, like that of the

Masonic order, it bas been attempted to truoce bhack

to remote antiguity. It is stated by some that a

Brotherhood like the Odd Fellows, for mutual enter-

tainment and succor, had existed among the Goths

and Huons and other Northern and Eastern nations

as early a= the fourth century; that it was intro-

duceed into Spain in the fiftn, to Portugal in the

sixth and to France (n the twelfth century, and was

traneplanted to Englana by Sir John De Neville and

other associnted kmights, where, In the elghteenth

centary, the name was changed to “0dd Fellows™

from “The Loyal Grand Lodge of Honor." Others

ascribed to it a still more ancléent origin, If these

are to be believed Adam, the first man, according to

Moses, was the founder of the order and the first

“odd™ feliow.

When the Eastern or old Spanish div
comprising two-thirds of the island of Hayti—broke
away from its forced union with the strictly negro
government of the French end, Mr. Cawminero—a
most piished white gentl n—was sant to
ask the Unlwed States to recognize the infaat Doo-
nican republic as a member of the American system.
Caminero pressed a8 v Ior the fr 1ship an
moral support of the Wushington government these
considerations:—

First—That its central position in the Antilles and
its proxunity to the United States would make 1t al-
witys desirable to linve It a free aod repubiican State,
tdependent of European domination. The Domim-
can republic was the only American State (n the
West ludies, all the other islands being Edropean
ealontes except Haytl, wiich was alinost as Alrican
as Dahomay.

Speond—Ele urged that this republie, having res-
cued 18 independence from the yoke of excinsive
negro dominjon, proceeded not only to establisn the

He was
met by tie scoret but strennous op tion of all
the friends of Baez, and very many of his own party
Who saw in the cession of Sumana o fatal disimem-
berment of the republic and a chaos of anarchy for
all the rest of its territory. Mr. Fred Seward went
pack  without Samaua, but oot I.uusa after
Le was followed to Washlngton y  the
eavoy of Cabral, fuilly empowered to close
cloge the bargain for Samans on  Mr. Seward's
terms, Cabral was at his last hour. The whole country
liad deglared for Baez and against the Cabral-seward
plan of dismemberment, but no other wonld be en-
teriatued ot Washingrton,  Mr. Sewanl wos offering
the King of Denmark seven millions for the inferior
area of St Thomas, and little more than a mililon
for Samana to the *“poor neighbor.!
