It may be staled as a fact, which will be
patent to all who choose to investigate, that
there are as many houses In the cltv of Brooklyn to
rent to-dav as there were on the 15th of Marcli last
year. The reasons for this are many, and may he
briefly stated. A very large number of houses were
erected last year; quite as many. If not wore, than
were built during any previous year. The tenanthousepopulation has uot increased tu theaame ratio,
and thus the snpplv has exceeded the demand. Peoplewho lor two or three years have paid hlirh rents,
are no longer able or willing to do so; and have determinedto leave the city, or else have decided upon
"doubling up''.occupying part instead Of a whole
house. Many who have heretofore rented houses
have bought homesteads tn the suburbs somewhere,
and vacated their tenements in the heart of the city.
All these things have contributed to stagnate the
rent market, and, consequently, any one who should
be in search of a tenement for the coming year
would have no difficulty to-dav in beiug suited
among the hundreds which are advertised. In one
form or another, all over the city."
The Philadelphia North American, contrasting

ays:."Philadelphia has prospered mainiy by renderingcomfortable the condition of her operative
and middle classes.

The city
makes Its mistake in providing so poorly for the
poor oeople; but in the country there is ample room
and Mm euouirh to mend the matter.
