THE CORONER'S INQUISITION.

Popular Feeling in Regard to
tlic Matter.

THE EVIDENCE ADDUCED.

CONDITION OF THE WOUNDED.

Coroner Hendrlckson and a jury proceeded to Investigatethe facts connected with the accident at
Willow Tree, on the Long Island Kallroud, at one
>cloca yesterday afternoon, at Kemsen's Hotel,

Jamaica, L. 1., and, as might be naturally expected,
the deepest Interest was manifested in the proceedings,as might be gathered from the fact that there
was a large number of people present from the surroundingneighborhood, as well as lrom Brooklyn,
where the principal parties who were killed resided.
There was evidently a gooJ deal of pent up
feeling In the breasts of the assemblage, but it lound
scarcely any veut, except in low muriuurlngs and
whlstiers. A majority of those residing In the immediateneighboihood where the terrible slaughter
occurred seemed, however, to be decidedly of
plniou thai the track w as iu a poor condition, to

say the least, uud oat tae fatal calamity could tiuvo
bem avoided by the exercise of even ordinary care

testimony ok dr. william d. wood.
I am a practising physician, residing at Jamaica;

have been practising fifteen years; 1 am aware oi
the occurrence of the accident ou the Long Island
Railroad; it took place on Friday last; I do not
Ituaw the hour of the day It occurred, or
npon what tram; I was called to Rctnsen's Hotel to
attend some of thj sutferers; I found there a gentlemannamed Abraham Von Qasbcck, of Ilnookcu;
there were seventeen wounds on both limbs; In the
afternoon, hv rmnMt of t.hn C.irnnur 1 inivila « nnat-

mortem examination of six bodies lying here; the
first one was George H. Van Nostrand; the left leg
was broken Into fragments about midway; I found
four wounds on the lower portion of the right leg; the
binder portion of his body, lrom the hip to the
knee, was completely mashed to a jelly; the next
one wag >lru John W. Pray; both of her legs wereiftcttireii below the £ nee, an J a Drfljjuslon Jlthebowels, both arras broken, and the skull broken to
pieces and separated; there were no further injuriesto Mrs. Pray; tuc next one was Mr. William C.Rushmore; the greater portion of the bowels protruded,both uruis broken and skull fractured on
the left and right side and front; the
next was Mr, Orestes M. Pray; he had a
ftactnra at the left leg Just above the ankle, fracture
'dr tnfi left knee, protrusion of bowels aqd spine
forced out of position aud fracture of the breast
bone, skull broken In aud flesh 01 the left hand
craped out; he ha t also two wouuds over the left
eye and tits left elbow fractured; the next was
Patrick iShanahau, compound iracture of the thighbone and several bruises ou the right and left
arms; ths sixth one was Mrs. Jennie Adams,
wiio 1 understood was a year and ten months old,
(racturc of the skull and several scratches about tier
body: that completed the list of the killed; 1 believe
the cause of the death ot each of these persons was
from the Injuries received.

I am flrcuian in the employ of the bong Island

Rullroud Company; have been for six months; this
