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BOLD HOTLL ROBBERIES BY A WONAN,

Curious Chapter of Female Audacity and
Crime=Catnlogue of Late Robberies nt
Leading Hotels and Arcest und Confession
of the Woman Robber—Allcged Reeviver in
Custody.
£kilful sudacity of crime, coup!el with crowning

glory of unparalieled success, have characterlied

some late robberies at a nomber of the lesding
hotels mm this city. The roblLeries were perpetrated
in the day Ume. Dmmonds, valuable Jewelry, gold
watches and the costilest grades of feminine apparel,
such a8 camel halr shawis and the fnest fabrics of
rare and expensive laces, comprised ihe cal-
alogue of missing property, Hotel guests,
the wietims of the robberies, were nmAZEd
at the sudden and mysterions  disappearance
of their valuablea. Hotel proprietors, the reputation
of whose houses was being damaged by the frightful

frequency of ihese extended peculations, were in a

wild maze of bewilderment, Detectives confessed

themselves gadly perplexed, Persons deemed in the
alightest degree suspicious stopping at the hotels,
the hotel attachés and servants and private servanta

and visitors have been under the most careful and
unrelaxing esplonnge.  And yet tne ©8 COn-
tinued, wWith no clue to their perpetrator. ‘The late
robberies to which we have referred several
months ago. First in the et of victims, as will be
remembered, wis Assistant Distriet Attorney Huteh-
ings. Shorty after New Year's lhia  rooms
at the Evereit House were enlered du the
day tme, during the temporary absence of his
wile, and o vaiuebie cluster dipmond pin snd other
Jewelry stolen, of the value of $2.845, Shortly af-
terwarda tne rooms of Mrs. A. B, Balter, at the
Coleman, were entered, and a cornl necklace and
diamond pin and earcings apd other articles of the
nggregate value of £2.000 stolen, Mps. Sherman,
stopping at the Fifth Avenue Hotel, close on the
heels of the last robbery, had two camel har
snawls, valued at $800 eqch Stolen from her rooms,
A lndy at the Albemarie wadrohbed of §2,600 worth
of jewelry, and ano her lndy at the Union Phee Ho-
tel was viethmized to nearly the spme amount. As
stated above, the roliberies In ench Case Were perpes
teated in the day time, reveating allke most marvel-
lous shrewidness and daring in their execntion,

At the close of the great revellion the
lmmesge number of vessels in our navy which were
suddenly bereft of active duly became s source of
great anxiety to the venerable head of ihe Navy De-
partment. lHow to get rid of them was a question
which  formed the constant theme of his
thonghts during the day, and which took the shape
of nightmares through the still hours of the night.
By dint of incessant cogitation on this momentous
subject the worthy Secretary at last evolved ascheme
of selling them off. The plan was putinto opera-
tion, and the rap of the auctionecr's hammer was
lieard In most of the maritime cities of the Easteru
seaboard, untll merchanis found themacives amply
supplied with cheap vessels, sieamboal companies
fellcitated themselves on profitable bargaina, forelgn
Powers rejolced in the possession of first rate Amers-
can tron-clads, and the United States Navy was left
with the shatiered odds and cnos, comparatively
few of the vessels that were retalned being in good
seagolng condition, Our magnidcent fron-clad Neet
was distributed among the several navy yards in
the country, and there permitted to lay ¢xposed to
the ravages of time and weather, without sufleient
eare being tken 1o keep tiem i good repalr,

Wihen Adiaial Porter was appointod an assistunt
to the present Secretary of the Navy, e resolved to

HELL GATE.

The Work Stopped=The Contractor Wauts
More Time=Another Appropriation.

Iy ts with regret the announcement is made that
the work which had been 1o prepuration for blasung
Hell Gate rocks and clearng the channel has again
been stopped. It s well kuewn that out of a general
appropnation of $1,600,000 the sum of £50,000 was
assigned under the law by the Seeretary of War to

the removil of the obstructions at lell Gate, in the
Soumnil ¢hannel. Surveys were immedintely made,
under the superintendence of General Newton,
wilo wns placed in ebarge of the work, and a
contract wns entered Into with a Mr. Suelbourne
to do the biasting according to ols own
lan of subuarine machine drlling. The repeated
Oriner surveys were partly verified, parely corrocted,
aud Mr, Shelboarne proceeded to make the necessary
preparations to cominence blasting on Frying Pan
rock within his contract time. it took some thog to
bring the barge bearlug the drilling apparatns mto
¥ and to e wurk; but the clements or
uther causes intoelersd materially with it8 progross,
Thus, without any resuits, the time stipulated 1o the
contract expired and Mr. Shelbonrae and his gore-
tes were compelied to apply fer an exiension of
ume to General Newton.  Tols application the Gene-
ral submititied to the War Department on the ath of
March last, accompanted by o demlied npar-
rative  of what had Dbeen done and of the
causes  which operaied  to produce such s
lmuru! of  resuits.
