SUICIDE OE A NOBLEMANY,

Despair the Onuse—Singular Case.

For nearly three weeks past Rovert M. Haldenreid,
B nobleman, tweniy-six years of age and @ native
of Leipsic, SaXouy, has occupied s room In the
upper story of Dr. Willlam Pleper's resldence
No. 7 6Bt Mark’s place. Mr. Haldenreld,
who was & man of good education and polished
manners, however, had buot litle to say in the
house, and seemed to be in & melancholy state of
mind. Hi8 particular friend, Mr. T. Blumenthal, of
No. 620 Third avenue, often called to gee him, a8 also
i a few others, and he entertained and conversed
freely with them in s room, All his friends de-
tected o feeling of sadness o bis manner, and at
intervals Haldenreid, 1t 18 stated, has been heard to
say that he had but lttle or nothing to
live for, although his meaus were abundant,
lie receiving frequent remittances from his father in
Saxony. It 18 stated by the friends of Mr. Halden-
reid that he asplred 1o some position of nonor gnd
trust in his native country, but faluye in his purpose,
eame to Ameriea u few years since, almost in’ despair,
and under an sssumed pame eotered the Union
army, Lig  ohlef desire  being to  be  slain
on the battle feld; Imv In this he was
disappointed.  As it was not  his fortune to
be sncrifleed in the war, e recently re<olved to re-
sort to another and surer method of terminucing an
existence which was Irksome to biw, Accordingly
he purchased, at the drug store of Thowas Balley,
No. 0 Blble «ouse, two boities of laudanum, each
containing at least two ounpges, and placed them on
the table in s room. Y morning, about
nalf-past elgnt o'clock, the chambermaia rapped at
the dvor of Mr, Haldenretd's room, but withont recely-
ing an answer, although she beard o moan, which
failed to excite her susplolons,  Two hours later Mr,
Binmenthal called to see Mr, Haldenreid, and, as he
had often done belore, proceeded to his room, the
door of which was locked. He knocked, bat without
obiaining o response, when Mr. Blumenthal thought
somethiug was wrong sod communcated his sus-
picions to Mrs. Pleper. pladder was pr d
and on looking througi the fanlight Mr, Haldenreid
was  discovered  Lyin on the bed with his
eyea open, but guite Insendible, The room
door was lmmedistely forced in and Dr. Pieper being
mbsent from bome, br.

Antidotes were immedlately administered,
and Dr. Barstow, with the emclent aid of Mys, Dr,
Pieper, did c\'er:rthlu%m his power, but without
avail, a8 death ensned In abont fiiteen minutes afler-
ward, In pis room was found u note writtén by
deceased, 1o which he reqnested that all hig eflects,
money, papers, clothes, &e., shouid be left to the
disposal of 8 friend, Mr, T, Blumenthal. Coroner
Fiynn, on being notifled, repalred to the house of
Dr. Pieper, and taking such testimony as was at
hand, gave au order for the removal of the body to
the Morgue.

Ancther Chinpter of Brutalitiey on the Ameri-
enn Ship Richard Hobinson.
ETATEMENT OF ONE OF THE OFFICERS.

In addition to the chapter of horrors which was
recently published in relation to the treatment ex-
perienced by the crew of the American ship Richard
Hovinson, on her voyage from Liverpool to New
York, we now haove the sworn statement of the
ship's carpenter, Waldemer B. Deeck, who has been
stoppiog at the Seamens’ Home since the arrival of
the vessel at this port. This man having received
better treatment from Captain Robinson and the first
mate daring thelr drunken carnival of bratality
at the beginning of the voyage, did not come forward
wibli the crew to,ald in the appreliension and prose-
cution of the fugitive oficers ; but it now appearing
fmprobable that these officers will be arrested, he
has made an aftidavit contalning many new and In-
teresting facta iliustrative of the fantastic and
brutal {reaks practised by the captain and first mate.
The statement of this comparatvely di=interesied
person, an intelligent, oMeer of the ship, will cer.
