Tbe rise of gold to 139 la one of the unsatisfactory

features of the financial situation. It Is very uncoinpUinentaryto our national credit thit we
should thus retrograde Instead of going forward,
especially as so many lond anticipations of a stefdy
approach to specie payments were indulged In wiih
the advent of the present administration and the
present business season. These anticipations were
natural with the decline of the premium which
succeeded the winter and ensued upon the immense
foreign demand for our government securities.
Until within the past week they seemed still possl>
ble of realization; but the fact is too pateut that In
our dealings with foreign nations we have
been too much the buyer and too little
the seller. The Secretary of the Treasury
has been blamed for his apathy or laclt of ability la
administering the finances of the country, and while
there Is an impression that In hoarding the governmentgold he has played into the hands of the sold
gamblers of the New York market, he Is not wholly
resppnsible for the evil of dearer gold. Ills intentionsare doubtless most proper and well meant, but
he does uot possess the capacity to grasp the great
problem which more famous financiers would hesitateto attempt the solution of. Ills statement or the
public debt for the past mouth shows a reduction of
over six millions, which was as much a surprise to
him as to the public. Last Thursday he commenced
his programme of weekly gold sales, but gold went up
immediately thereafter and continued its ascent to the
close of the week, when It touched its highest,
despite the contribution to the market of nearly ten
millions In payment of the May coupons. These facts
show that he is not wholly to blame. The trouble lies
in the extravagant amount of our imports, which
for the period since January 1 were over $100,000,000.
This sum is twenty-live millions in excess of last
year, and about equal to our imports in the inflation
of 1866. Our exports for the same penod were
about fifty-two millions. The movement in specie
was about three millions against us. The total
balance against us at this time is, therefore,
bout fifty midions, to the payment of which
we have exported government bonds and
railway stocks, variously estimated at from thirty
to forty-live millions. V\'e are, therefore,
still heavily in debt to foreign countries, oven allowingthat our payment in bonds is satisfactory and
effectual, which many are inclined to question.
Should our national securities come back to us

through any panic or fear of our stability the prospectwould be a very cheerless one; but it is certain
that as long as the Interest Is regularly and promptly
paid such a contingency need not be counted upon,
so far, especially, as England is concerned, whose
consols are Investments the nrlnciDal of which it is
understood will never be paid. Tlie jinsatiafactory
character or our loreign trade la, therefore, the real
secret of the appreciation of the gold premium. As
to the remedy which should be applied, the discussion
Is one meriting more space than can be devoted in this
paragraph. It is a subject, however, wluch should
promptly arrest the attention of all classes of the
community. National extravagance is lndlvtdual
bankruptcy. Until there is a more healthy tone In
the character of our foreign trade relations the governmenthas it In its power to arrest the Inflation
which will succeed the advance In gold. There are
over ninety millions In treasure now In the hands of
Secretary HoutwelL A large portion of this sum

could be devoted to combating the rise In tne premium.It is lying In the vaults of the Treasury,
drawing no Interest, and can be spared. The present
system of weekly gold sales could be pursued as

long as the currency withdrawn would work
no stringency In the money market The rest
of the gold could be directly used to purchase
and cancel government bonds. We should thus be
spared the humiliation of seeing our greenbacks
continue to ileoreelnle. We muv lionst of our enter.

i>ri.se, progress and civilization, but rival nations
can taunt us tnat our national notes ol hand arc
worth only seventy-four per cent of their face.
When in edetc, debt-ridden, bankrupt Austria, gold
is at a premium of only IT, it is humiliating that in
our country it is at 3d.

The apprehension of the state of tilings above referredto was reflected in greater firmness in the

market for foreign exchanges. The bills drawn
against bouds in the earlier period of the speculation
In governments have been gradually absorbed, and
the time is approaching for the extinction of cotton
bills. While the crop has been nearly sixty thousandbales less than last year our exports of cotton
have been seventy thonsand less. The expansion ol
our home manufactures and the increase in home
consumption are reducing the exports of cotton
year by year and thus diminishing the supply of
bills. At the close, while the market was duller,
owing to the higher price of gold, the prime bankers
were rigid in their demand for 100>4 for sixty days
and lW/t for short sight sterling.

Until the receipt In England of the mall report of
Senator Sumner's speech on the Alabama claims
there was continued buoyancy in the market for
government bonds, and tbe '<M's sold freely at the
remarkable price of 122. Tbe discussion of tbe
speecb caused an uneasiness in tbe foreign market,
especially as tbe London bankers are already carryinglarge amounts, and on Friday there was a decideddecline in tbe foreign quotation. Tbls was
followed by a yielding In tbe New York market,
particularly for tbe '#7's, which declined to 110 >«.
