It la a matter of common information that childrenare wore largely employed la manufacturing
stablishmeuis in Massachusetts than In auy other

section of the country, ami it la equally true, hut
not so geik-rally knowu, that their condition hi little
tetter than that ol the juveulle negro population In
the palmy and nourishing days of Southern slavery.
Education, morality and Christianity have always
boon advertised as the chief products of the old
Bay State, but there has always been an intentionalor acculoutal omission of less worthy
characteristics of this Puritan land. While
there Is undoubtedly much to praise aud
admire In Massachusetts laws and customs
It Is nevertheless true that ther« u a v»p« tmut

deal to deuouuee, and It would scum to bo well
Usome ol the long-haired philanthropists would concentratetheir eilorts upon needed reforms about
liottie, rather than ultempt to ameliorate the conditionof the less deserving In distant localities.
The matter of the employment of cliildreu in manufacturingestablishments is one in which there is an
opportunity for a wiserelvrin, and the demands for
It have been so numerous of late that the last Legislaturewas forced to lake some decldod action, and
In response to a oartioad or more of petitions an

Initiatory step was taken in the passage of a law
forbidding the employment ol' any children less than
ten years or age, and the employment of any between
ten and tlftouu uuless they shall attend school three
mouths In the year, and none or these to be employed
more tliau sixty hours per week.the penally for
violation being a lino of llfty dollars from the
parents, guardians, or overseers of the establishment.
To sccure an enforcement of this law, or ascertain

the possibility of enforcing it, Mr. Henry k. Oliver,
of Salein, was specially detailed as a State officer to
examine into the manner in which children are employedin the various manufacturing establishments
In the State, and a report which he lias recently
made to tiie Legb>Iaiure is anything but corroborativeof the eminmu character of Massachusetts. Mr.
Oliver, in pursuance of accomplishing the work
assigned *lum, commenced a correspondence with
the town clerics, assessors and deputy State constablesthroughout the State, and the following are

In
educution, then, the principal ccntres of the manufacturingIndustry stand lietow the average of the
whole 01 Rugiaud and Wales. Taking the signatures

they want to leave the place they ilud themselves
tied down by the letters of such debt aud they cannotleave. The result is a helpless crowd of
workers, the oppression of low wages, Inevitable
poverty and a disguised serfdom, a rich master, a
poor servant and u mean population. Such is the
story of manufacturing in uid Knglaad, and such is
the .story oi iiiatiuiueturiug iu New Kllgland. Let
tue people of Massachusetts see to it that tue evil be
a muzzled one here, uud they themselves be protectedagainst Its biting by tue shield ol an educationthat shall keep it iroin eatiug inio the bowels of
tue bod) politic."
