Ivwas twruly a great mani-
festaton of popular feeling, for the entire assem-
blgre went heart and sonl with every patriotic ex-
pression that tonched upon the rights of the mueh
eherished Jale. Itis certainly some time since the
wpactous hutl was so densely packed, and that, too,
not by curlosity seekers, but by a sterling,
earnest and determined andionce.  Long  prior
% the hour announced for the commencement
of the meeting the space In frout of the Cooper In-
stitute was crowded by 8 very energetic assemblage,
and when the doors were thrown open & con-
tinued rush speeally filled the hall. The deco-
rautions were handsome as they were ap-
propriate. Beautifully entwined flowers wreathed
in lengthened strings hung gracefully  Dbe-
meath the well executed portraits of Washungton,
President Grant, Admiral Farragut, General Mc-
Clelian and Governor Hoffman. Hegldes these or-
mamentations the platform was otherwise gally fes-

ooned; flags and b were tastefnll pended,
among them being the flag of Cuban inde-
pendance, but conspicuous  was the Elken
streamer representing  the  stars and  stripes.
Neatly executed guriands dangled from the
ehandeliers, and altogether the decorations were
rich and  well deglgned,  sufficlent  at
least to add a something to the general feeling which
characterized the unammity of the meeting. Stands
were erecied outside the buliding and congreguted
around them in dense masses were those whose
tardiness or lack of crushing powers debarred them
from obtaning space nside.  Fireworks wrig-
gled about in all direetions, and when well exeeated
or un l brilbant elietted great cheering from
the crowds. There was no lack of open alr orators
whose remarks generally elicited much cheering.

Aggravating Fines on Ameriean Vessels.
MAavaNzas, April 22, 1560,
To Tng Epiror oF THE HERALD:—

Permit me to make known through your columns
the manper 1 which we are subjected to many petty
sanoysnees by the Spanish government, besides
those incidental troubles we always have in dealing
with Spaniards. My case I8 this:—1 came here from
Charleston, 2 C., in ballast, having my papers dnly
slgned and sealed by the Spanish Consul st Charl
Iu the legnl Way, us far as it was posdible for me to
know, larrived here and my paper: were delivered
to the interpreter, who pronounced them all vight;

Prince Alexander Serjevitweh Menschikofl,

Sinee the death of Nicholas L out little or nothing
has been heard of Prince Menschikoff, he having, on
the accession of the present Emperor, heen retired
from public and political life. Yesterday a cable
despatch from St. Petersburg vrougnt the news of
hus death, on the day previons, at the advanced age
ol elguty years,

HIS ANCESTRY AND EARLY CAREER,
