A tragedy oocurred at Charlotte Court House, Va.,
yesdterday, In which Joseph HMolmes, a negro mem-
ber of the late Constitutional Convenvion, lost his
life, A few weoks since John Marshall, & son of

Judge Marstall, of that county, was fired at in the

night while in his residence by some unknown per-

son. Yesterday being court day, Mr. Marshall was
al the village, and there recognized a negro whom he
suspected of having sttempted Lo assasiinate him.

Marshall charged the negro with the crime,

and he at once fed into the woods and
was pursued without avall. A few hours
afterwards Joseph Holmes, who wWas for-
merly  body  servant  of  Ju Marshall,
encountercd young Marshall and th ned to have

him arrested. A fight thereupon ensued, and both
parues having pistols firing commenced—Marshall
alded by his fricads. Holmes was shot through the
breast, and staggering to the Court House fell dead,
An inquest was heid, the jury returning s verdict
that deceazed came to his death from a gun shot
wound ut the hands of some person unknown, The
affalr cremies the greatest exeitement in the county,
where ol Wwas ex lingly popalur among the
