Orom, though the population is rapidly increasing.
Many come to stay lor the summer only, tliougn
any others are building with the Intention of per- I

uun'ently remaining. Lately a number of operativ es
irrlved from l ing land to work tn a silk factory, and
t is proposed to open a meeting room among th-in
md to draw them Into the fold of Unltariantsin.
The Second society of Lrooklyu reported no

pectal changes since the last report; they are sufferugfront the same causes as complained ol at Vomers;still the society la gradually growing.
Harlem, through the Kev. Mr. Clark, madcadoieulreport. The society voted one year and a half
go to cull the Kev.

Christ all over. If, for the sake of the
denomination, all had stood firmly together,
broken the back of the debt, come in and helped
along, he would then have cheerfully given way to a
successor. But as It Is, he lelt it, gravely, that the
future of liberal religion Is very much In donbt.
The question uppermost now is, not what doctrinal
institution, what church institution a denomination
lias. The great fault lias in weakening the pastoral
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offlci. The spiritual la lessened ana the secular Is ou
the increase. The pastor is consulted, hut then the
trustee* or members decide for themselves without
regard to his advice, and sometimes some vulgar,
rich or tricky politicians ride over turn. The pastor
should have authority In thechurch; he does uot
beliove In degrading the pastoral office. If the pastor
of this chureh (of the Messiah) had not been deprived
of bis authority there wouul now be a plain building
and the society be out of debt.
Mr. J'oor, a lay delegate of the Church of AH

Souls, made a very gratifying report of the nourishingcondition of the church, of the missionary t-undavschools and the tree lecture tnovetueut at the
Cooper Institute.

Kev. Dr. Burr read the secretary's report, the

Sunday, lie suggested that to get over the diillculty

Quarantine Doctor* Make the Money.
The story of the steamer Alaska, of tho Pacific

Steamship line, having smallpox on board has no

other foundation than a simple case of varioloid,
which developed Itself at tho close of the voyage from
Aspinwall, and was removed on arrival at Quarantine.one man, who died of heart disease at three
o'clock on the rooming the Alaska reached otT
Sandy llook, was kept on ooard the vessel until she
came up to Quarantine and his body given in
charge to the Health Officer. The individual claimingto be a son of the ex-Mintster to China, Mr. Keed,
thought he had the smallpox and went to Bellevue
Hospital the evening or his arrival, but departed
suddenly next morning (or his home In Philadelphia,
leaving the Impression behind that he was of rather
an eccentric turn of mind. The most interesting
feature connected with the arrival of the Alaska was

the delightful, brief and highly profitable periormauceof the Health Officer. That sharp and spry
functionary, on finding this case of varioloid on
board, concluded that an honest penny could be
luade out of the occurrence, while the health of the
community would not sutfer tn the proceeding. He
threw his eyes over the crowded deck and saw to a
dead certainty several hundred dollars in prospective."Captain." said he, "1 must vaccinateeverybody on board, passengers, crew
und all." -Who will pay for Iti"' inquired
the captain. "Oh, the company of course;
if won't cost much, anyhow," replied the Doctor.
The vaccination was performed on 347 passengers
and a crew of over forty. Half the uasscugers had
been already vaccinated before they left San Fran-a Frenchman who had to submit to tne
omrattou swore be should Immediately alter going
to the city proceed to a physician and get him to

OW the vaccine of Quarantine, which he declaredwas as bail as smallpox itself. The Alaska
icached the city about one o'clock In the afternoon,
after being detained five or six hours at
Quarantine. The bill for vaccination, amounting
to over $400, was already in the company's office two
hours and a half ahead of the ship. That's bow
they do things at Quarantine. So dilatory doctors
there. They vaccinate a whole shipload of people
In an hour or so at a dollar a head, and before
wiping their Instruments make the bill out ready
lor payment. Cases of varioloid may lie expected
on every passenger ship coining into the harbor for
the future. There Is a mine ot wealth in the disease,
and the Quarantine folks are just tin- people to work
It up properly. Fumigation, of course, was be-
stowed on tee Alaska, ana tne usual liberal tec paid
therefor. Uetweeu varioloid and fumigation the
Quarantine doctors are in a fair way to fortune.

SCIENTIFICJXPLOMTIOM.
A Topographical nnd .Meteorological Harvey

or the American Isthmus.
To the Editor ok tub Herald:.

Dr. Ilabel, formerly a well known physician of this
city, has recently returned from n scientific journey
of seven years' dnration through the Isthmus States
of America and portions of Colombia and Peru.
Ills travel, ticsidcs a stay of ten months on the
isthmus or Panama, extended through the Slates of
Guatemala, Salvador, Honduras, Nicaragua nnd
Cost a Rica and the State of Cauca, in New Granada,
Ecuador nnd the northern ha.f of Pent. The revolutionof 1887 breaking out in the last named country
put a stop to Ills explorations on t'.ie mainland, nnd
the revolution of lHflt In Mexico prevented the carryingout of those explorations in that country. The
countries visited tvcrc traversed In every direction
and topographically Burveycd. In this survey,
corrected by astronomical observations, particularattention whs paid to hydrography, ami
notes were added of the geological formation of the
country and of Its natural prodnefs, organic a* well
as mineral- Trigonometrical and very nmnerpiishypsotnelrical measurements were Instituted, i-o
that in Guatemala alone the elevation of joo localitieswas determined.
During the wliolo space of seven years and In all

the countries visited very numerous meteorological
observations were executed, not only lor the purposeof marking the climate of each respectlte
locality, nut also to ascer'aln the laws causing and

During studies in natural lilstorjr the ancient in*,

tory of tlif> countries w an not lout Right of, and the
remaining vestiges of former inhabitant* wese sought

sculpture were measured and sketched, while vocabulariesof the i.inirniges of various existingtribes were formed. Motne of the newly found sculpturesgive indications of a high degree of arts and
culture in the race* by which those countries were
peopled. Insurmountable difficulties prevented him
from visiting the tribes of the bacaudores, < ur!t>. »
and those of Terravu and San Hlas, and also the
(iiharos, to which a scientific traveller has never yetpenetrated.

After leaving Pern he Visited the Chlncha gnano
Islands, and during five weeks' stay inade a uniquecollection, which will undoubtedly shed new light
on the views nlUu-rto entertained regarding the
formation and deposition of the guano. Another
most interesting region, the uaiapagos Islands, was
visited. 1 hiring a residence of five months there
l»r. Mabel was enabled to study them thoroughlyand to make collections far more extensive than anyhitherto made.
The vast materials collected In these travels not

only possess a scientific importance, hut are likewiseof a great practical value. The knowledge of
the different products of those countries, organic as
well aa their diversified mineral wealth, will and
must Influence their future development and progress,and as the countries visited embrace the
regldn* through which the different proposed interoreanlcrailways and canal should be constructed,
the topographical survey of the same, together with
tne geological studies and the measurement of the
respective heights and depressions in them, rannot
fall to exercise .in influence in deciding the practicabilityand selection of the different proposed
routes. A.

shell, Greek fire, nitro-glycerine and a mile
or two of chain ligirtulng. all 01 which Interesting
material Was intended for the exclusive use and
benefit of iho Cuban patriots who are now agitatingthe woods and mountains of the "Ever Faithful
Isle'' by efforts to free themselves from the yoke Imposedupon them by Spanish domination. Tue
whole yarn was of the finest liohetnlau spread-eagle
texture, as the most diligeut Inquiry revealed, and
the names of officials of the government and individualsof mythical origin were lu ted in to spice
the sensational repast.

THK ACTUAL FACTS
concerning the departure of the Argo are these. On
Friday last the vessel "cleared" at the Custom
House, and on Saturday she hauled out
into iho stream from her dock and proceededdowu the bay. In consequence of
the heavy storm which prevailed, as all
may remember, on Saturday, and ou Suuday in particular,she lay ut anchor Inside Suudy Hook until
Monday, when she put to sea.

Ptae Cuban Insurrection.American Aspirations.Anxiety of France and Knglund.
Reticence of Napoleou.Tone of tbe Euglisii
Press.

LONDON, April 24, 1ROT.
The threatened complications between the United

stales and Spain have created much excitement ta
illlcial circles in Loudon and l'aris for a few days
ast. The papers have said little upon the subject,
t is true; but this arises trom the fact that In France
;he press is only "tree" to publish what the Emperorapproves, and in Enitiand journalism is so stupid,
jld-fonyish antl unenterprising that a London nows:iapernever discovers any item of real ne ws until all
die rest of the world has been in jiossession of it for
it least forty-eight hours. It is conceded on all
sides that there is something in the wind in reg.trd
to Cuba on the other side of the Atlantic, but it Is
sot known what shape the question has taken
thus far. The only certain piece of Information
that has been made public here is mat
uio American government nas increased its naval
force m the waters of the West Indies; but there ts
a general Impression tuat President Grant would by
no means object to ttie acquisition of the Queen of
the Antilles, and that he would be rather pleased
than otherwise tf a brush with Spain should prove a

necessary preliminary. Those who eutortalu these
ideas argue that the President has everything to
pain by such a step. The civil war between tiie
North and South has, of course, left behind it us bitterness,which nothing but time can remove in the
ordinary course of events; but a popular foreign
war, tu which the veterans'who recently met as enemieson the terrible fields of the rebellion should
tight once again shoulder to shoulder under
the saute flag, would do more to obliterate the
unpleasant memories of the past than could long
years of peaceful policy, nowever statesmaullke it
might be. Uesides, the conviction ts forcing itself
on the European mind that General Grant is Mia
active, military lucamntion of the political sentimentfamiliarly known as the Monroe doctrine, and
that his hope is to practically carry out the attractive
theory which has for years furnished food for stump
orators."America lor the Americans." The island
of Cuba belongs to Spain.a European government
that In spite or revolutions seems resolved still to
cling to the form of monarchy.and it would be a
great step in the direction In which It is behoved tho
President desires to truvel If this valuable possessioncouid be wrested trom a European Power.

It is true that Spain Is Just now weak
and scarcely in a position to maintain
tier sovereignty In Uer distant Island; but thl3 by no
means implies any want of courage or generosity in
the United Stales, should that government decide
upon annexing Cuba at the present time. Spain is
only one of the European Powers claiming rights
over the Amines. Jamaica is niaue to own a master
iu Kngiand and Martinique in France. It would bo
for those Powers to say whether they would step
forward to preserve the integrity of their own possessionsby endeavoring to prevent the wresting of
Cuba from their weaker European sister, or whether,
by suffering Cuba to be acquired by the American
republic, they would virtually admit the insecurity
of their own tenure in the same chain of
Islands. A policy such as is thought to
lie at the heart of the American President
would therefore be bold, comprehensive and
daring; for it would not only be directed towards tho
acquisition of u possession belonging to a weak government.but would in a broader sense proclaim to
tho most powerful nations of Kurope that they must
be prepared one and all, before many years have
passed away, to withdraw from the Aincrtcau side of
the Atlantic.
Whatever may be the result of the present complications,it is certain that they have aroused the

French government at least to action, on Wednesdaylust there were two spociai meetings of tho
French cabinet, at which tho Emperor presided, ana
on i'hursday a third meeting was held, at the close
of which a special messenger was despatched
English government. There is good authority
for stating that this communication called the atteutiouof England to certaiu private Information that
reached l'aria by cable last Monday, and which
created the belief that the American government
actually designed a hostile movement on Cuba. The
Emperor expresses a desire to learn the views of the
British government upon the Information thus conveyed,whh the object of ascertaining whether Englandwould deem it proper to interfere In any way,
either by peaceful protest or otherwise, to prevent
the wresting of Cuba from Spain, supposing the
acquisition of the island to be really the design of
the Amorloaus. The Einperor expresses no opinion
on the subject himself, regarding his interests as
much less Important tlmu those of England In the
matter, and awaiting luiormation as to her views beforehe gives utterance to his owu. Simultaneously
with the despatch of thtsspcclai minister to Condon,
who, by the wuy, Is said to be M. Uatllard, an envoy
was sent over the channel with instructions to proceedto New York by the sOotiu, which sails to day,
wlih secret despatches tor tUo French Minister at
Washington, and to make observations on the actual
posltlou of affairs in regard to the Cuhau Question.
Thus stuuds the case up to the present moment on

tlili side of the water; nut as has been stated, tho
people have very llltle information as to what Is
going on at Washington, and the papers, with two
or three exceptions, are silent oil the snblect. There
Is, however, a probability that the American-Cuban
question will receive some attention in i'arliament
before many day s are over.
