Important Declalon ot. Chief Justice C'huse.
The Eligibility of Virginia Male OHirers
Mnstalued.Judge Underwood's Derision
Reversed.

Richmond, May 10, i860.
Chief Justice Chase this morninit delivered an

nmninn nn an anneal Irom J (Hiiro l'nderwooil'a deel-
sion in the District Court, declaring null a sentence
of Judge Sheffy, of the Slate Court, on the ground
of Shear's ineligibility under the fourteenth amendment.The case was that of Ctcsar Cnffln, a negro,
who was sentenced to the Penitentiary for shooting
u man. The Chief Justice read the opinion of the
Court holding that, as the State government in Virginiahad been recognized all during the war by Congress,first at Wheeling, and next at Alexandria, the
action of the government in dividing the State had
been recognized by the federal government, and senatorsand Representatives elected by that government
bail been allowed seals In Congress, it was under
this government that Shelley had been appointed,and he was therefore a legal Judge as far us the
State government was concerned. The question
uow came up whether, being Ineligible, lie was absolutelyremoved by the operation of the fourteenth
amendment. The United states District Judge had
decided that he was. but iu the examination of questionsor this sort great attcutiou Is properly paid to
the urguiuent of inconvenience, and a oonstrocttou
which must necessarily occasion great public and
private mischief must never be preferred to
a construction which will occasion neither
m so great a degree, unless the terms
of the instrument absolutely require such
pteterence. The opinion here shows the anarchy
which would be produced 111 a state by declaring
past legal proceedings void. It thou considers the
character and intent of the third section of the fourteenthamendment, winch are declared to be punitive.it is clearly against the provisions of the constitutionwhich deny to the legislative authority the
power to deprive uuy persou of life, liberty or
property without due process of law, or to pass ex
jiotsi facto laws; and these, if there were no other
grounds, are reasons for seeking another interpretationof the amendment than that asked by the previouscouusel. The fourleeulh amendment is not
self-enforcing, and needs further legislation of Cougressto enforce it; and two months after the judgmentnow being revised was delivered, Congress
passed u Joint resolution providing for the removal
of all ineligible ulllcers, showing that persons then
holding office were held to lie de facto officers, and
also providing the means for their removal by the
military. The Court said the .Supreme Court had
umiuimousiy concurred in the opinion that a prisonersentenced by a judge de facto, though not a
judge de jure, could not be reached by habeas corpus.The decision of the District Court was reversed
and Ctcsar Uriillu was remanded to the State author
ities.

The Wagon Kace Between l.udy Tliorn unci
American <lirl.I.iidy Tliorn the Winner.

The One weather of yesterday, together with the
Inducements offered at the Fashion Course of u trot
between Lady Thorn and American Girl. led thousandsto pay a visit to Long Island. At an early
hour the roads leading to the track were crowded
with every description of vehicle, and the dust
arising was almost suffocating to their occupants.
Those who weut by railroad Irom Hunter's Point
had rather a pleasant time of it, so lar as the dual
was concerned; but their Journey from the depot to
the track was not quite so agreeable under the rays
of a bright May day sun. The number of arrivals at
the track continued to Increase so rapidly that hy
the lime the horses were readv to start there
could not. have tieen less than several thousand spectators,Including many ladles, on the ground.
The race announced to tuke place was a wagon

race, mile heats, best three in five, bctwccu l.udy
Thorn and American Utrl, the match being for f2,000.
1 wo matches, it will tie remembered, had been made
between these two marcs, one in harness, the other
to wagon.

AMERICANS IN THE CUBAN ARMY.

Measures for Their Protection Against
Vnlmaseda's Late Order.

Muddle Amona: (lie Indian
Agents.

Civil and Military Appointees to
the Same Agencies.

Washington, May 10, isoo.
Trouble Anticipated with Cuban Authorities.
It is thought Unit the infamous proclamation Issued

on the 4th of April by Count Valmascda. the Spanish
commander in the Rnsteru Department of Cuba, will,
U carried out, lead to trouble between Spain and the
United states. It provides that every man from the
aire of fifteen and upward who may be found absentfrom bis home and cannot give a justifiable reasonfor having so absented himself will be shot. The
proclamation Is regarded in official circles here as
one of the most infamous ever issued by a commanderhaving any pretensions to civilization. As
there are many American citizens in that part
of Cuba it is feared that an Indiscriminate
execution of the proclamation may result in
the shooting of some of them. Should any
American citizen be shot under this decree our governmentwill be prompt In punishing the outrage,
and it is understood that instructions tu tins effect
have been sent Admiral Hoff since the proclamation
was issued.

.Hitnnlion of AflTnirs In Cuba.Americans In tlie
Pntrlot Army.

The government to-day received advices direct
from the Insurrectionary portion of Cuba, giving informationas to the movements in that quarter. Particshere in the interest ol the Cubans state there arc

find themselves out in the cold under ihe new order

Maxwell, ot Michigan,
was appointed, at the Instance ot old Zach
Chandler, superintendent of Indian Affairs lor
New Mexico, and was promptly confirmed by
the Senate, fie filed his bonds, qualified and left
for his home in Michigan to arrange his private
affairs prior to his departure for Ills new field of
duty. Returning here he discovered tnai his place
has been tilled by an array officer. Zach Chandler,
who Is nowhere, Is in a high state or rage at the
action of the President. Maior L. I,. Hlake. appointed
agent for the Btackfeet Indians, is in the same fix,
as are also several others. There Is a good deal of
hard swearing added to the usual amount of grumbling,but there seems to be no remedy. The
Tenure or Office act docs not reach tne cases, and the
Presidcut has the matter in his own hands.

season, and all have a delightful air of country
