In conse-
quence of this improved condition of things the Gov-
ernor has ordercd the harbor of Falmouth to be sur-
veyed for the purpose of having 1t cleared of all the
coral reefs wiieh render (s approach dangerons and
destrugiive to Kingston. The blasting necessary for
the removal has been pronounced feasible, and the
harbor will soon be cleared and bhuoyed [or slupping.

THE LO:S OF THE STEAMSHIP® HERNANN.

Cuptain Neweli’s Statement of the (Oantase
trophe={leroir Conduct of the Jupaneso
soldiers.

WasHINGTON, May 12, 1480,

The State Depariment had recelved from our Con-
sl ot Kanagawa, under date of March 1, the par-
ticuliurs of the loss of the Pacific Mail Steamalnp
Company's steamer Hermann on the evening of the
Lath of February, together with the following full
statement by Captain Newell of the loss of the Her-
mani;— ;

I was opdered to take command of the Hermanm
a4 soun a8 Lhag vessel should return to Yokohama
(rom Yedo, and did so on the morning of the Lith
msiant, Thers wore then on board 550 pasiongers
and a crew of eighty men. The heavy south-
westerly galva  which  had  prevailed for
twenty-four hours previousty had broken, the wind
had veered to north and east, and the barometer
indicating better weather I proceeded to sea at
noon, bound to the Straits of Saugar. Outswde of
Cape Sagami we ancountered a heavy southweaterly
awell, but wind fresh from north and east; passed
the breakers on Mila Ledge, about six miles distant,
at 4:30 P, M., amd toen steered northeast by east till
seven P, M.; then steered northeast by east, hall

east, one hour; then east northeast til nine P, M.;
then steered east by north, half north, the sahip
makmg about seven knots per hour against the
atrong wind. These couracs should have taken the
ghip about. elght miles from the land at the
Point of Kawatzu, but 1 supposed the heavy
southwesl sea would sel her on shore, and therefore
thougnt the distance from land might be about live
miles. The second ofcer was stationed forward.
The night was extramely dark and hazy, 80 that 1
suw the land very indistincily, and altered the ahip's
COnrse to the yward, in the manner reluted ahove,
to give the Point (distance about seventy-tive miled
from Yokohama) a wide berth, the native pllot on
ving told me that there was a reel ol the
Point, although 18 existence was not indicated on
the ¢hart nor mentioned in the salling directiona. [
steered this course, enst by north, hall north, rom
geven till nine o'clock.
