Hin.wet at., Erwutors, d-r..In 18ft" the
plaintiiT and a man numed lloguet were trustees of
a fund of $30,000. lloguet desired to be discharged
from his joint trusteeship, and a note for (15,000,
with interest, was given jointly b.v I.ufurge and
lAhens to Jilm. lloguet transferred the note to
(jelly, as the property of the trust lumi in
(Jetty's hands. Suit was commenced upon ihe nonpaymentol the note against the makers mid judgmentwas recovered against Mr. unions, and lite
suit was continued against the executors ol l.afurge,
these defendants, he having died meantime.

It was claimed by the defendants that Lafarge
Higned the note us surety, without consideration
therefor; thai the plalniiif had laileu to enforce his
remedy against Mrs. Lahens with proper energy,
and tlMt certain securities giveu with the note mid
been converted instead ol being us jti in pavnieiit ol
it.
Judge Sutherland held that even if Lararge were

merely surety It was under circumstances which
rendered him liable us pnn< ipai. and tii.a W# other
defences had not beeu made out. Judgment was
directed by the Court lor plaintiff for I he lull amount
claimed.

Judge Bedford, iu passing sentence on the prisoner,said:.James Buckley, you have beeu indictedfor robbery iu the first degree. You
have had a lair trial. Your counsel has
defended you with great ability. All that could
have been done for you in that respect has
been done; but the Jury has convicted you of a
crime ihe outrageous character of which might well
startle the mercantile community. The records of
this court furnish many outrageous performances
and wicked deeds, but 1 firmly believe none could
lie round so during and so hitgh-handed in its nature
».s that for wh.eli you have been convicted. I deem
it my duty for the protection of society 10 punish
you severely, so that Your case may prove an exampleto similar desperate characters. The sentence
of the Court therefore is that you be imprisoned lu
the siate Prison for fifteen years, with hard labor.
(Sensation throughout the court.)
The prisoner, who throughout the trial preserved

a very cool and lndiilercnt demeanor, was then removed.
