REAL ESTATE MATTERi

There is probably 110 subject upon which so many
and conflicting views exist anions people as the
present and prospective condition of the real estate
market, and none upon which It is so difficult to arriveat a correct Judgment. Most men's views upon
the matter are influenced bj prejudice or sympathy,
call it which yon will, the wish In the majority of
cases being father to the thought. Especially it this
to be found exemplified in tbe popular feeling upon
the subject. The landless class hold It as a cardinal
principle of all economy that property must go down
If it has not, and all who have to pay rent are unanimousin thus declaring their belief upon the snbject,
mostly lncllnlng'to the view that It has already fallen
off from the hlgtiest figures of the spring. Again
there is the class of owners who are prepared to
demonstrate in the clearest manner possiblethat there has been no break; that
property la dull, but held Arm at the best
pnces of the season. Mow, It would be very easy,
If the true condition of the market lay only between
these two, to strike the proper mean and learn the
actual percentage of decline. That there has been a
decline admits of no donbt; but, except in special
instances of unusual pressure, we do not think It is
yet sach a decline as involves actual Iosb to the formerpurchasers. There is one circumstance which
deserves to be taken into account In considering this
subject. Any one acquainted with the stock market
is familiar with the fact that operations th ere are
almost entirely controlled by cliques. These combinationsare formed for the purpose of affecting the
character of the market, and alternately "ou'.l" and
"bear," movements carried on with a degree ofsldll
ann an extern or influences ana resources reaiiy marvellous,demonstrate day by day the uncertainty of all
speculation. It is said that there Is a ring existingin the real estate market, the members of which
have been among the largest buyers of real estate
for some years baok. It was the activity produced
to some extent by their heavy purchases that producedthe excitement through which the market so
recently passed. When the very high prlcea were
reached this ring partially withdrew, whereupon the
market collapsed. Of course It is to their Interest to
bear" the market still further; hence any expressionof opinion on their part as to the future prospectsol real estate must be taken with a full allowanisefor their desires in the matter.
That real estate will not preserve lta present figuresIs quite likely, but that the decline will be a

permanent one or lead to any panic is extremely
improbable. Since the flrat of the year every effort
has been made to break the stock market, and only
recently a most determined sorrie was made bv the
"hears," assisted by a combination of naturally de
pressing causes, such aa rarely occur simultaneously.The market gave way, anddemoralizationseemed Impending; the "bears"
were jubilant, tne "bulls" distracted. when
suddenly the feeling turned, a reaction set In, and
prices rapidly ascending tire market liecame trgaiu
as strong as ever. It is quite compatible""with many
past experiences of this kind, as well In the
real estate market as on the Stock Exchange,
that a similar turn in the tide of depression
should happen in real estate. Our monetary
situation Is much improved compared with
that of some weeks ago. The purchase by the
government of one million or more flve-twenty
bonds weekly, under the authority of and for the purposecontemplated by the Sinking Fund act of 1M2,
is likely to Improve this ease, through the appreciationof the value of the governments abroad Inducing
heavy shipments. ThU advanoe will likewise bring
many small lots of bonds into the market, thus distributingmoney extensively among a class likely to
favor real estate aa an investment. At present the
prices obtained for suburban property, tu the
face of the loud outcry against real estate,
nhow a very active Inquiry. It cannot
be supposed that the people wno bny this property
do nut know what they are dolug. In most caaea
the sales are held ou the" ground. and full ooDortu-
nit; is afforded for examining all the advantage* or
disadvantages the Iota possess either for investment
or speculation. The character or the soil, grade,
surrounding*. distance from tUe cltjr, tiuie required
to travel and mean* of transportation afforue'1, all
nan be seen: while m the expense Incurred in getting
up these sales Is presented a guarantee that they
must be txmn.tuu\ as no owner Is likely to Incur the
risk of huvmg his sale a failure and the bulk of his
property lett on his hands through bidding In. i^o
far this year these sales have been a success, and the
prices obtained at them satisfactory to Uiuse offering.Infact, placed in comparison with the price of
adjoining farms per acre, quite high. This Is like.y
to be the only active dealing in real estate during the
dimmer months: but. if continued with the same
spirit as thus (ar manifested. It will prepare the way
tor fresh animation In city property in the fall.
The heavy dealing* in the stock market this year

'ring up very much capital, through the inducementsheld out to carry large amounts in expectationof great profits in grand schemes of con
olidatlonyet to be accomplished, has operated as a

principal cause to the duluess of the real estate market.The excitement produced by the declaration of
a scrip dividend in New York Central attracted to
;he Stock Exchange much of the speculative element
thai had previously contributed to the buoyancy of
real estate. The association of many real estate
lealers with the Albanv ring, assuring thetn of being
»iways rapjwrf with the legislative movements
upon the subject of legislation and so securing them
against all possibility of loss, caused a very large
movement of the capital of otttalde dealers, who had
>>e«n buving real estate on contracts, and the eliminationof that system from ths market showed how
much inflated had been many or the dealings. The
number of then* who yet hold ovvtre comparativelyfew, and the bulk of thotr property has passed Into
the bands of men able to carry It, often at a sacrifice
to the contract man. perhaps, but without the feelingof loss oh his part, as he felt satisfied be was
going to be "let in for a good thing" elsewhere,
when the present stock excitement culminates a
great deal of that money Is cartain to And its war
back into real estate; and In the prospect of most of
the operators, who entered the market simply to
realize on the scrip speculation, unloading at an
early day at the high figures now ruling, ttui circumstancealready offers an element or strength to
the market, tending to an Improvement In Its tone
ov inducing greater firmness on the part of holders,
it would tw very rooiish to attempt anything like a
prophecy as to what the future of the market may

steerage bears to the ship. For the evils of overcrowdingtiv thin i'Ium it la itirtliMilt tn nmic.elve a

remedy without a system of domiciliary Inspection
and regulation which is generally to be reprobated
as being in the nature of an intrusive tyranny.
But It u not Impossible to Improve and multiply the
means of household comfort, cleanliness and,
health by devoting systematic and scientific
attention to what we will call domiciliary
tectonics for the million. It Is indeed strange
that an art of such vital- importance to human
welfare and to civilization should pnly now begin to
be considered with special care by the philanthropistand socialogist. Something like the "Suburban Villageaud General Dwellings Company" could do a
vast deal towards promoting everv interest in this
city. The city needs within Its limits and within Its
suburbs a larger population of families wno own the
houses in which they live. The sense of home is a
perennmal fountain of living waters. All the virtues
bioom aboat it It must be at the basis of a>l solid
prosperity. Without it all riches and all splendors
painfully strike the beholder as transitory, and ready
to go in tbe wind either at the solt tall of the breeze
or the hoarse threat of the storm. Those who own
large tracts of real estate in the suburbs could not
make a better investment than to convert the half of
it into suitable family residences, not to be rented,
but sold to their occupants on terms which would
ensure payment by every purchaser possessing either
thrift or substauce.

THE PENNSYLVANIA COAL TRADE.

(From the Philadelphia Ledger, May 13.]
The anthracite coal frn.lp Ih nnt wnrtlnir KiUlsfacto-

rlly for either producer, camera or consumers. The
production of coal during the winter months was
larger than usual tor the cold season, and ha* steadilyIncreased with the opening of spring up to the
present time, so that the increased production up to
Thursday last, over corresponding time last year,
was T37,fl78 tons, the total or all the leading carrying
companies amounting to 4,1.12,671 tons, against
8,394,Ht>3 tons last year. Notwithstanding this Increasethe market is not gorged, as is evidenced in
the fact that the price of coal Is still high. Indeed,
at the last pabllc sale of Seranton coal at New York
the prices realized were nlgher than those of the
previous mouth. And in the hope that
miners had learned wisdom from the
frequent "strikes" and "turnouts" last
year, that brought so much suffering upon
themselves, with no good to anybody or any interest,
a repetition of a like folly this year was deemed inifirobable,and the price of coal, under free companionand unobstructed production, it was anticipated,might be brought within reasonable limits,
making the market easy for consumers without depressingthe prices below a living profit to producers.The prices at which coal Is furnished from
ths yards for family consumption are exorbitantly
high.higher even than they were last year at correspondingtime. For a gross ton of Lehigh coal, delivered,the charge Is $». This is more man It ought
to be in this market, the metropolis of the State in
which so many millions of tons are Imbedded within
easy distance, and more than it would be but
for the fact that the trade Is controlled, not by the
best, but by the least Informed in it. Kude, Inconsideratemen, last year, not only refused to
work themselves.as was their right to refuse If they
did not wish to labor.but conspired to prevent
others from working, miny of whom desired work,
to the serious loss of all concerned, and especially
consumers. This year a less violent policy, but one
equally effective of the desired result of maintaining
high prices of fuel, was determined upon. The KxecuttveCommittee ol the Worklngmen's Benevolent
Association, located In the authraclte coal region,
did. by authority claimed to be vested in tiiem, Issue
a formal order, glviug notice to employers and all
consumers of coal that there would be a suspension
of coal mining from the loth lnsi., to be resumed,
we suppose, at the pleasure of the same authority.
This order did not prohibit timbering and repairing
of mines, which was intended to be continued, so
that when trade should be resumed It would be very
active. Tne purpose of this movement was to
keep up prices, and had to somo considerable extent
the countenance and approval of coal operators. It
was to stimulate consumers of coal In domestic uses
tn hnv In fhpfr wlntor annnlloa onrlu Kir fnafarint* tha

Idea that prices shall not be lower and may be
higher. Under a stoppage by the miners the trade
necessarily halts, and the prices of shares of companiesengaged in coal carrying probably will fall in
price; but the season's business is not likely to vary
much, as the market supply must be had through
the use of the companies' works. Wiser councils
have prevailed In the Scranton region, and notice
has been published by the miners at l'lttaton that
their contemplated strike Is postponed. But in the
fccuuylktll and Lehigh regions the cessation from
mining is universal, and, what makes the movementthe less excusable In those regions, there
is evidence that It is with the connivance
of the operators themselves, who, it is said,
have aarreed, In some instances, to furnish temporaryaid to miners, while they thus starve the marketand arbitrarily force up prices on consumers.
Yesterday, in this city, the price of Lehigh coal, perlong ton, was put to nine dollars. How can prohibitoryduties, excluding foreign coal, be justified to
consumers in face of facts like those now existing?
The anthracite coal tonnage for the week ending on
Thursday last, as reported by all the leading carrying
companies in the State, was 376,274 tons, against
308,119 ions In corresponding week last year.an increaseof 08.158 tons. The aggregate tonnage by the
same companies lor the year Is 4,182.571 tons, against
3,394,893 tons in corresponding time last year.showingan Increase of 737,678 tons. The trade was active
last week under the impression that there would be
a suspension of work at the mines from the loth
Instant, but as this has been postponed, as Is hoped,
indefinitely, it is generally expected that the market
In tue in.mediate future will be dall and probably at
lower prices.

THE PEOPLE'S TELEGRAPH.
[From the Des Moines (Iowa) State Register, May 9.]
The telegraphic reform Is coming along rapidly.

Cheap telegraphing Is to be one of the blessings of
the near future. A new company is to be formed in
Michigan, styled the "People's Line," with a heavy
capital, which intends to cover all routes in the
States now traversed by the lines of the Western
Union Company, it will reduce the cost of telegraphingto postal prices, twenty cents for anything less
than 600 miles, and means to come before Congress
next season for a contract for a telegraph postal law
at prices live cents less than the Hubbard bid. A
new company is forming in Indiana with the same
good object in view; also a company In Missouri,
to onmwR thn Wp.Ht.am Union In trip Snnthwv*t_
The indications are cheering that the telegraph Is

to be made a servant of the people. The transmissionof messages by lightning was a marvellous improvementat the start, but It Is no better now than
then. All improvements, as a general rule, grow
better ait they grow older. The telegraph la an exception.It carries news Jnst as fast as It did afteen
years ago, but It carries no cheaper. What we want
now Is more lines and lower rates. And we are
going to have both, and before long. The world
moves and the telegraph must move with it.

The Gtrnntleot Bordeaux hints that so-called electionbrokers are being employed, and that the candidatesare charged the uniform price of twenty-Ave
centimes for every vote obtainetl. It further adds
that if the practice Is not stopped the names of the
parties will be published.
