ST. PATRICK'S CATHEBRAL.

Hermon by Archblshop MceCOloskey.

At the principal mass in the Cathedral yesterday
the aitar was neatly ornamented in honor of the fes-
tival of the Pent t, and the cer i
of the golemn high mass, with the Episcopal bene-
alction. The Very Rev. Father Starrs acted as cele-
brant and was assisted by the Hev. Dr. MeSweeny
as deacon, Rev. Father Metiean as sub-deacon and
Rev. Father Kearney as master of ceremonics. The
Most Reverend Archhishop occupled his throne at
the gospel side of the sanctuary and was attended
by his ehaplain, the Rev, Father MoNelrny, After
the gospel tn the mags had been sung his Grace the
Archbighop sscended the pulpit and proceeded to
deliver the sermon. Hig Grace took for the text of
his digecourse the Gospel of the day—John xiv., be-
ginning with the 23d verse, Ile then called atien-
tion to the promise made by our Divine Redeemer
when about to remove His personal presence from
His Apostles to uscend to the geat of His glory in
heaven, that He would send the MHoly Ghost, the
Spirit of Trath, to teach them all things, and not
onky to teach them all things but to ablde with them
forever. He next drew the picture of the Apostles
waliting the fulfilment of the promise in the private

place to which ey had withdrawn, and then
ﬂ:phlo&ﬂy portrayed the descent of the Holy Ghost,
effect on the Apostles and the subsequent
astonishment evinced by those who had Kknown the
Aystles as Euor fishermen, inhabitants of Galllee,
and now beheld them conversiug lu all languages
elgsuently and learnedly ol the wonderful works of
God, 'The reverend prelate then alluded to the fact
that it was this miraculous gift of the Holy Ghoso
and the fulfillmens of the promise of Christ whish
the Ohurch in every part of the world was now cele-
bra in the lestival of the Pentecost. He alluded
to the that the Aposties had virtually recelved
the !iinm, or the Holy Ghost, before, when their Di-
vine Master had told them to go and teach all na-
tous, and that whose sina they should forgive would
be forgiven; but they hud not until the descent al-
lnded to received the Foly Ghoat with ali the
pienitude of his gifts, and in 4 visible and sensible
manner. Althongh Cbrist had given them permis-
slon to become the teachers of the world, and had
endowed them with mirsculous glits and had in-
vesled them with the highest prerogatives, yet He
bade them not to enter upon the work of their mis-
slon antil He should send the third person of the
adorable Trinity to teach them all ti and to
abide with them forever. When the Haly Ghost de-
scended upon the Aposties they were filled, and they
gtarted ont upon their  work immediately,
The Most WReverend Archbishop then quoted
from the writings of Bt.

TRINITY CHAPEL.

“ The World's TrialP=Leetare by Dr. Dix.

Toere wis o large congregation last night at
Trinity chapel, Twenty-ffth street, to Lear the sixth
and conecluding lecture of a seried on “Fhe mystery
of the Holy Incarnation of the Son of God,™ glven
by the rector of Trinity, Rev. Dr. Morgan Dix, The
#peclal topie last night was “The World's Trial.”
The speaker commenced by saylng that he proposed
1o speak of the relations between divine truth and
the world to which it 1s revealed, and to show how
the world actually stands with refercnce to the
gospel which is preached In it; but fivet he would
refer to EOme strange errors on this gubject,
One of the stgns of the last days, as foretold by the
Sop of Man, was that men’s hearta glould be fatling
them for fear. No eigus of that fear yet appear In
the warld, or, if 1t 18 anywhere visible, it is in the
Chireh, The attitude of the world 18 bold and de-
fisnt. Fear und falling of heart are found not there,

but among the children of God. The world ap-
penrs Lo ussume or says distinetly that the Church
and Christianity are on trial; and it would seem as
if many in the Chureh thought so too, The world
ascends into the throne of judgment and arra
the dogmas and traditions of the Church, and an-
nounces {8 purposes and compelency to decide
what 18 (helr patare and value, Wiile the world pur-
sues this course there are those who aval aud abet
it. 'They are forward to explan, quick to apologize for
desirous to justify what they call their falth—to say
of doctrines, or Fites, or praciices, that they are not
adapted to these times, or that they are at variance
with the spirit of the age, and thut men now-a-days
will not receive them As the beaviest of all objec-
tlons and decisive of tholr expulsion from the list of
credeida and agedae.
