«f which they strive with heart and soul to be happy
and jolly themselves aud to make all others as happyand jolly as possible. And with renewed energy,

daily vocations, mindful of the old adage that
"there is a time for everything," for work a.*- well as

S. C. to which a whole company of German amateur

sharpshooters lrom this city shunned not the time
and expense to go. It was the "New York ScfcuctzenCorps," a volunteer organization, formed by
over loo of our substantia!

It does one good
to visit some of tnein occasionally, aud observe the
painstaking endurance with which mcrrhauts and
proiesslonai men. bankers, anists, physicians and
lawyers, mechanics and laborers, all ming>e
together harmoniously and do their best to
team bow to sing well, how to intonate
properly, how to inluse expression and life
into the nieiody. The practice at such meetings lasts
for several hours, and howsoever tedious and laboriousit may be, they gladly undergo the trouble, for
their heart is in the work. Some o' these socle,
ties have what is eaued a -mixedchurns." the wives,
so-, is and daughters of the members joining in the
rehearsal, aud iii the more or lees public performances.-and several of them maintain, at their ex-
pen»c, regular singing schools, at wlurti boys and
Kiri- are aught l».y Uie musical director of the society.
After such rehearsafa the titne ih spent in social and
c.umvlal entertainment, in which the famine* of
the iiieiu'rftr* generally take an active part. There
i» moat assuredly a certain degree of poesy in this
kind or life, in which the milr cum duffle Is so rationallymixed.

A local paper publishes some facts In regard to the

decrease of natives aid increase of foreigners in

this group, which will prove Interesting in connectionwith the questlot of annexation. The first
oitlcial census was made in 1832, at which time
the total population of the group was 131),316. In
four years (1838) another ccusus was taken, which
gave a decrease of 21,738, or over lfl per cent.
Fourteen years later another census proved the
population to be but 84,185, of which 1,982 were

foreign or mixed, the per cent of the decrease for
this fourteen years tieftig twenty-two. In three
years (1853) the fourth census was taken, which
showed that the natives had decreased 13

per cent, while the foreigners had gained over
s per cent. In 1880 another census showed
a decrease of over « per cent of the native
population, while the foreigners had increased
over 01 per cent. Of natives under twenty years of
age there were but 30 per cent of the whole population.The last ccusus of lboo gives a native populationof but 58,785, and of foreign 4,194. In six years
tne natives uad lost over 10 per cent and the foreign
element gaiyed 30 per cent. 1 he total number uudur
ilitecu years oi age war 18,678, or 28 pur cent of (lie
whole population. While the foreign families increasein the number or children the natives
are losing rapidly. A letter from Kauai
says mat the recent epidemic, scarlatina and
accompanying sore throat, lias carried utr almost all
the native children under one year old. In l*iH>
tuere were 20,420 married couples, while in 1868 there
were but 15,64,i.a (ailing otf of 23 per cent In six
voiird In isfut tliprt* uptm 1q 7<«i nr-ntilp mvim* fnrLV
yeais old, agumst IB,o;o under llfieeu .years ol age.
A recapitulation suows that in 163.; the whole populailonwas l.w,31.r>, of wiilcu hut lew were foreigners.
In i-«0, thirty-four years later, the uat.ve poplatiou
had decreased over 64 per ceut, while the foreigners
had increased over 114 per cent.
