Joseph Cushman, J. C. Martin and William
Shune, being duly sworn, depose and say:—We huve
made a post-mortem examioation of the body of
Alexander Lippman, at 417 Sixth street, twenty-
three hours after death; body well nourished; there
were no marks of violence on the bedy externally;
on removing the scalp we found four ecchymotio
spots on the upper portion of frontal bones; on re-
mewving the skull-cap we found the external aspeet
of the durs mater much congested ; beneath the dora
mater and within the arachnoldal sack we found
about four cunces of clottea blood difused over the
eutire left hemisphere of the brain, the surpee of
which was much congested; a lurge amoffnt of
serum was found In the right  veatrcle; all other
orgnne of the m were healthy: death, in our
aplinion, was ca by extravisation of blood in
the arachnolidal sack on left slde and edusion of

SINGLLAR  €ASE.

losist on that point. The Legislature, the speaker
belleved, intended in passing the Exclse law that
dealers in Uguor should Le made to pa{ the largest
o=sible stm for the privilege granted them, and he
elt thas the religlous and moral sentiment of the
world was set agalost the lguor trafie. If the law
was passed on the same prineiple that reguiations
are made in France to license houses of ill-fame—
that 1f a bad thing must be tolerated 10 must
be taxed heavily for the privilege—all right-minded
men would see to it that all the good that could pos-
Bibly be made to acerue to the advantage of the law
ahoild be made. What tbe temperance men did ob-
Ject to wus that facilities should be extended toa
trame that was sending thousands to untimely
graves. They had no personal enmity against deal-
ers in liquor as a class, but they conld not stand by
and

se¢ death and destruction dealt out to our
young men without Hfting a hand to stiy the calam-
ity. If the temperance men had thelr own way

they would shut up all liquor shops, What they
asked was that the Board would do the best thing
they could to satisly the 30,000 temperance
men o this State who, on the lguor ques-
non, stood squarely on the same platform with
With the soclety which tne speaser represented. Iv
was gald in advocacy of the redoction of the llcense
fees that some of the lquor dealers were unatle to
make any money while the present bLigh fees were
echarged.  He for that very reason would oppose the
reduction, and if the kecpiog up of the present li-
cense rules would finally huve the effect of foroing
all tif Jiguor demlers out of the business he would
e all the more desirous of secing thei Kept up o
the present standard.

Mr. DAVID S, PAGE, 6 liquor dealer, sald that he
hnd not intended to make uny remarks oo the reduac-
tion question when be first came into the room, but
afier what be bad just heard he felt it his
duty to say a few words on the subject. The
statement thnt the whole world was lu sympathy
with the lemperance movement and its many
strange opinlons wias not true.  He went to Europe
sowme time ago, and from the time he lelt New York
nuntii he retarned he did not hear a glass of water
asked for.

ACROSS THE CONTINENT.

From Omahka to Chicago—Inducements (e

Emigrunis—Freight and Passenger Trafic—
Summary=—Coacluding Remarks.

Caicago, May 11, 1860,
Although Omahs ia generally considered the com-
mencement, or the end—if you are coming eastward
#cross the Continent—of the overland route, as It 1y
one of the terminal points of the Unlon Pacific Rail
Toad, I prefer to end the story at this place, 500 miles
further ou, in order to draw comparisons and logive
the traveller a start from the centre of civilization,
84 the citizens of this vicinity consider their city, Im
the first place, 1 do not think the western portion of =
the Chicago and Northwestern Rallroad s particle bet-
ter than some portions of the Pacific, and not half as
good as 800 miles of the latter west of Omaha. From
Conncll BlufMs, on the east bank of the Missourl
river, to Clinton, where you cross the Mississippl,
it is exceedingly rough, but that portion is new, and
it will be a little time yet before it is rendered equal
to the last 160 miles, or from Clinion to Chicago.
Untll now this road has been the main highway to
the far West, bat the continuation of tha Roek
Isiand Road gives us another channel of communi-
catlon to Counell Bluffs, so that travellers now
have a choice of two roads, both of which are des-
tined to be first class In every respect.
You fully reallze the change ol situatlon—the re-
tarn to civilization, as it were—when you leave
Council Bluffs and get a few milea into the country.
The farms and farmhouses have an Eastern look;the
furmers look differently to those you meet about
the statiops. You appear to have parted from the
rough looking characters that hang about the trains
west of Omaha whenever astop was made; your
flithy fellow passengers have thinned out; their dirty
blunkets and “six shooters" are gone, and you seem
to breathie an atmosplere purer than when sucha
gang of rough, uncouth looking subjects jostied you at
every turn, True, there was something interesting
about them after all; they were, In & manner, curl-
osities; but you parted with them without regret,
and considered your person and pocketbook far
safer when the last one took his departure,

There I8 vetween Council Blatfs and Chicago much
prairie land that looks but lttle diferent from
the plabns, snd it 8 no dificult matier for you to
imagine yoursell stiil on the lattér, The scarcity of
thnber, however, 18 the ouly reason why so mueh of
It remains not seitied upon, but Yankee ingenuity
will gome day overcome this difficnity, for land so
rich  must, sooner or later, Hod purchasers
for the purpose of bringing it under cuol-
tivation, as 1t cannot long remaln as it 18,
We are spreqding out too fust; we need more room,
and these plains or prairies wiill be covered with
farms ere long that wil add much to tne agriculs
tural wealthh of the gountry. Of course as you leave
this section and appreach Chlengo everything in the

way 0f land appears under cultivation, and there I8
every indication that we have reacned af lust o
wealthy and prosperous distriet.

The journcy here from Omaha occupies about
twenty-8ix hours and tie ride wWas not unpleasant,
for you lind all the comforts to be found on any
good rowd 1o these days of fast travel—
goold stations, falr meals and sieeping cars sll
e way—and yon wind uop ine long trip with
less fatigue than one imagines when all the annoy-
ances aud discomiorts are thougnt ol ‘laking the
cutire trip into cousideration, I think it & suce
even If 1t had some of the obstructions liable on al
routes of travel hardly completed, and entirely with-
Out OrganiZation on some portions, und I have no
doubt that before S1X months it will become the great
popular route between san Francisco and New York,
and between Ching and Japan and Barope. It
slioull be the aim to maka it 80 a8 guick as possihle,
and 1 have no douot that botn compuanles will strive
to bring [t about 4t the edrhest possinie mowent.
