aud their servauis evidently do not consider it their
uuty to study tue coiuiort of their paaaeugers. Such
neglect, though, Is quite Inexcusable, as mere were
njenty of cars on the spot at Wabaatch. and whereas
Ofi the Central 1'acitlc all caraas y«t In use have been
iimuirht rouud bv sea there la no unneceaaarvcrowding, aud constant civility and atteution are
paid to ttietr passengers.

l nave said nothing as yet In reference to the road
between Klkoaud Promoutory Moautain, on the CentralI'aciflc; it is very unsound and incomplete, and
travel tnere ought to be quite slow. From me eud of
tUe Union I'aciflc Kailroad to Cartee it Is as bad as
it can well be, aud is rightly described as "subsidy
road." Even for the sixty-three miles beyond Wansau'hit is unsound, uneven, and oertamly hardly bale
lor ordinary travel. It is not attempted at present to
have sleeping cars beyond Kawliuiis. nor, in my opinion,would they keep on the line during the last 200
miles of the Union I'aclQc road. From Cartee, bowever,the road mends and the travelling is easy.
Once in the sleepiug car at Kawlings 1 know of no
easier road in the States on which to travel; but we
could not ail obtain this accommodation uut.i we
reached Mieyeune on Monday morning, where the
best cars Tor aay travelling.ordinary aud lor steepingaccommodation.that 1 have seen anywhere are
now running to Omaha aud back. Let not passengerslor the West be deluded by the grandeur of
their conveyance at starting, for it will not iu*t, and
will not be continued entirely through till the
road between the places I have mentioned is
thoroughly rebaliasusd and partly reiaid and
rendered safe for fast travel. The remainderof our journey was pleasant enough.
The food is not first class at the stopping places, ani
we were raiuer crowded out by the rougus, who ate
their meals and tlieu wouiu many of them claim exemptionirotn payment of the 11 2S with mock
passes. Ttiey seemed, however, to nulft down the
hearer they gut to omaiia and civilization, as if
they bcgdu to feel themselves oat 01 their
element and amenable to or<Jer again. To
show the nutnre of our company 1 may add that
after we leu Kasv ings two members oi a vlitilauce
committee travelled with ns prepared wuh a rope,
and wrut through our can at night searching lor
tnelr victim, whom they intended to lynctt at once,
if hey caught him, their cause of action being. 1
suppose, tuat a man hud been shot and killed by a
barkeeper at Wahsatch, in cold blood during the
nlttht we were coming through trom Echo to Wahsatch,and the people were full of it there. At one
oi tue stations, too, alter darn, andloaviuir Rawitngs,
some of the roughs clambered on to the Dark of ihe
sleeping car, where tuey hoped to effect an entiance
into the cur, but the brukemnn lotind tlieiu out, and
in the inidsi of their conieuiioii»witn him our conductorthought It alvisa.ile to rush out, poker in
hand, and so helped him to dispose of his opuolH'll'-.

Boston, May 19, 1809.
Boston, the "Hub of the Universe'' and the "ModernAthens of America," as she is sometimes ironicallytermed, is realiy to be the scene of an eveut

which promises to pass into history as one of the
grandest and most suntacant of any during Uie past
nineteen centuries of the world'a career. It has been
well said that all grand and novel enterprises have
to pass successively through the various stages of
ridicule, argument and adoption, and if they are to
any considerable degree meritorious they will of
themselves command popular approval and slip involuntarilythrough the additional stage of a gloriousconsummation. That monster musical demonstration.the great national peace festival and jubilee,

llaidng Committees-American Painter*'
Display.Hem ripiiou of Chefa d'ffiavres.

London, April 30,1809.
A few evenings since the reception of picture at

the new edifice of tbe Royal Academy, Burlington
ilouse, Piccadilly, was closed. Hundreds of pictures,large and small, were handed in, the number
being very greatly in excess of any previous ysar.
The new rooms ot the Royal Academy are worthy of
tuis increased activity of the artists. They are

Urge, well lighted, elegantly decorated and so

marked bv a band below the ceillncr and above the
floor that no pictures exhibited there can ever be
skied-' or "floored'* in the old, bad mode. The

walls are painted a dull maroon tint that will show
up the pictures to the greatest possible advantage. In every respect, both for the
exhibition of the pictures and the accommodationof the public, the rooms are
decidedly an improvement upon the former location
of the Academy. It Is almost certain, also, that the
display of pictures this year will surpass any previousexhibition. Burlington House, built ont qf
tne funds of the Academy, la architecturally a credit
to London. It is nothing like so fanciful as the Venetianpalace at the corner of Fourth avenne and
Twenty-third street, New York; bat It Is exceedingly
large, handsome, substantial and Imposing.
The exhibition will be opened to the public In the

third week of May, and will remain open for three
mon;hs. Those of our American artists who can

spare the time and the money for a summer trip
will be more than repaid by the study of these best
specimens of modern English art. The hanging
committee Is now engaged in weeding out the hundredsof pictures ottered, and It ia said that the
committee has decided not to lower the

exhibition at the Academy. This Is often done by
French and German painters, and the works of
American painters would be even more h?artliy welcomed.of contemporary American art very little
is known in London, except through tne works of
Church and llierstadt; ami, altiio inh Chunti l|
greatly admired here, the London artists will not
admit that Bierstadt Is a gieat landscape painter.
The gallery or American art In the British Museum
is a .1. .-ia«e to me United Mutes, and it ouglit to be
removed and replaced with oetter pictures at tue
national expeu.se.
Toere axe several American artists located here,

however, whose works are alwa.vs well received and
who do more justice to tlieir country. Major lux's
exquisite l>its of coast scenery are always admired,
as are Barton's more ambitious but equally pleasing
pictures. Au American artist named Whistler Is tlie
la.orite of tlie advanced school or artists, and (Treat
tilings are exuected ol luiu in luiure. Ilia Is certaiuiya most original genius, as hi* "Symphonies
In White" at tne last Academy exhibliou clearly
proved. This year he has painted for the Academy
a targe sea piece, representing the waves dashing
against the shores of the Mediterranean. The pictureis lull of life and vigor, aud it is painted
with a fidelity to nature which ought to
put many more experienced artists to the
l>iinb. For instance, Mr. Whistler has painted
the water blue.a genuine blue.and although
few Englishmen have ever seen any water ot that
color, since the sea around these islands is a sickly
grteu, yet those who have sailed upon the Mediterraneanconfess the truth of (he color. Very much in
the American school also is a picture by au English
ait 1st named Barnes. It is called "lhc Last Kose of
Hummer," aud represents a dying girl and the setting
sun. This simple and not unhackneyed subject is so
lorcibly and genuinely treated as to become au originalgem of art. such young men are doing the real
artistic work of England now. Frith, Lauuseer and
many otner established palmers with great names
are devoting themselves to producing "pot boilers''.
that is to say, pictures that w >.i sell at once because
they hit the public taste regardless of their artistic
qualities. Frith, for example, has painted the
billiard room of the Garrlck Club, when he is
really capable of doing high things in high art.

in this practical age, in fact, lew disciples of high
art remain. Artists have grown more worldly than
ol yore, and are not content to accept poor iiaydon's
fate in order to win his lame. They paint lor fortune,not for art. They paint to please, not to
beuellt the public. Their highest standard of taste
is the whim of a picture dealer; their highest amoitiouto get K. A..the Hoyai Academy badge.tacked
on to their names by some intrigue of personal Influenceor court favor. Among the lew elder artists
who still stand out lor the old principles against tne
modern interest is one named Francis, who nas doue
excellent work for years, but has never been appreciatedexcept by artists. This year lie haB painted a
picture called "A Welsh Maiden," which was exhibitedat Sir Edwin Laudseer's studio last Tuesday.

have tested the truth of this statement may be
termed as legion among the citizens of East Brooklynaud vicinity. Within the memory of the oldest
Inhabitant Fort Ureen, long years before the city governmentdevised any plan for the conversion of the
spot into a people's nark or pleasure ground, was a
most favorite resort for young and old. In 1*57,
when the auoject of providing suitable public parks
was tint bruited, It was proposed to lay
out eight pleasure grounds in the several
sections of the city, three of which were to
be on a larger soule than the others,
in the following year, however, this idea was aoaudoued,and the project of one grand park, Prospect,
was entertained, and two extensive sections of laud
a.il i< lift mar tOmfhiiuh uvpniip worn cuuMiraii for Lh*L

fiurpu.se. Iu tue meantime the 1'ark Commissioners
udulged In the outlay of a few thousand dollars
upon grading and fencing Washington Park. Walks
were arranged, trees were planted, lamp posts were
erected, and a very ordinary wooden paling enclosedthe whole. This arrangement served tue
purpose lor a few seasons, but the place finally
became the haunt of a bad class of people,
tue lencing was broken, the lamps shared a similar
fate and the place was linaliy in disrepute; hence
the n oeskity lor the present work of rejuvenation;
lor, alter all, Fort Ureen will be out "au old lrieud
with a new lace" to the people of Brooklyn.
The regradiug of this park Is essentially complete,

and about two-thirds of the new ground has beeu
finished and planted. The place selected lor pubiio
assemblages.the lowest ground, In tlie angle betweenMyrtle avenue and Canton street.whicn coversa Apace 37o feet In uiaiueter, and afford* easy
standing room for a muss meeting of 30,000 persons,
was some time since completely graded aud is now
all paved. It has been In use as a drill ground since
last autumn, aud is now nearly in readiness lor aii
Its designed purposes, rhis section of the pan is
admirable, the site in question having the advantage
of being readily accessible irom tue more densely
populated part of the city, and requiring but line
alteration, comparatively speak lug, to place it 111 its
present condition. Tue ground here has a regular
slope towards the north, which furnishes a suuuole
location lor the display of pyrotechnics, and is providedin the centre witii a "rostrum" for public
speakers. The space, though scarcely sufficient lor
large bodies of military, will answer well tor the
parade aud drill of a regiment. As there is no
leuce between it and tue si reels on either side,
when occupied by public meetings thousands of personsmay pass in and oui without disturbance to the
main body.
The "saluting ground" Is being laid out on the

high pa I teau iu tue interior of tue park, Immediately
opposite the "rostrum." This spot has beeu the
scene of great historical events, and in considerationof this lact it Is thus appropriately
selected by the Park Commissioners. A road
lor artillery twenty leet In width, leading from
the gateway nearest the Portland avenue
Arsenal, Is lu the course of ciinstruction. A tomb
ror the reception of the remains of the "prison Hhip
martyrs'* is also Included In the design, and tue spot
selected, on the hillside between the saluting ground
aud the meeting ground, Is being prepared.
One imle of the walks lu the interior pleasure

ground has been graded, one-half of which has oeen
completely laid with the bcnmsliaw patent pavement,with gratings and other suitable arrangementsfor efficient drainage. Broad walks are being
laid out and the whole place is to be turned to ac-
count. Lawns for boys and girls ami a handsome
vine covered walk are also part of tne programme
decided upon for the embellishment of Wastungton
Park, which, when oouipleted, will be one of the
prettiest free pleasure grounds In the country.
