Elections in Mississippl
and Texas.

THE TIME NOT YET DECIDED UPON

Probuble Heavy Decrease of the Public Debt
ot the End of the Month.

WASHINGTON, May 22, 1500,
Flections in Misslsalppl and Texns,

Presldent trant to-day stated to Judge Pascal,
who called upon him in behalf of Governor Pease,
of Texas, thut the thme for holding the election in
that State and in Misslssippl would not be decided
untl after the eleclon 1n Virginia, He thought the
best time would be between the times of storing
grains and the commencement of the cotton plekiog
season. Mr. Fascal suggested the frst Monday In
August had always been election day in Texas., The
Prestdaent said he should direct General Reynolds to
proceed with the work of registration, and remarked
that he had mentioned the Oret Monoay in Novem-
ber to Muyor Moore, but had immediately correeted
himse!f by snggesting an eariler day. The President
had been nformed by gentlemen spon wiom be had
much relianee that the divislon in the Union party
wouid be bewlsd, and he earnestly hoped sueh would
be the case.
