About foor o'clock yesterday morning, as oMeer
Fredenck Bohle, of ibhe Tenth precinct police, was
patroling his post in the vicinity of Sufiolk and Riv-
ington streets, hie SAW & Litie boy, bhall clad, runoing
down Buffolk sireet.  The oMoer, not knowing what
could have brought the little fellow out lolo the
streets ot such an early bour, ran towards him, aod
a8 500D A8 the boy caught sight of him he seized bim
by the coat and begged hlm to go home with Lim as
his father was murdering his mother. Where the
Boy's home was the oMicer was unable to learn for
some time; for the child wus 50 éxecited, and was cry-
ing all the time 8o piteously ihat he could not make
hmiself understood. The oftecr finally recognized him
a8 the son of a German named Philip Keabell, who
reaides al No. 140 Stanton streéet, and al once sét out
on & run towards e place, biddiog the boy to follow
Bim, The child needed no bidding, however, and
wntil the house was reached Kept at the glde of the
policeman, A8 though suxlous 1o reach the place in

advance of Liw.
A NLOODY EBCENE,

Argoon as the House was regched the boy con-
duooeted the oMeer into the basement, and the two,
groping their way as best they could through a nar-
row and dark passage which led to the rear, entered
& amall room There wans a small lamp with a
®roken climnes on o rickety table 1o one corner of
the apartment, which threw a sickly glare over the
surroundiog objects io the place; one or two ehairs,
astove and a bedstead. Taking the lamp In his
hand, tn order the more clearly to discern the objects
around him, the oMcer, ot the Instance of the child,

FORT HORROE IN THE PAST AND PRESENT.
The Quarters of Jeferson Davis=Rellc Hunt-
Garrisen—The

Four Monuos, May 10, 1808,

In commentiog on & few of the changes that have
occurred at this lmportant post let me correct o the
ontsel 4 very common error that writers and prin-
ters too frequently fall into when they use the word
ihat designates whe military character of this
work. The whole sysiem of permanent for-
tification &t this point 8 @ fort, and
not @& fortress, A fortress s a fortified
city or town, while Fort Monroe 18 & detached, per-
manent work for the defsnce of barbors and rivers.
In the newspapers and in the writings of persons
who have never included miltary engineering among
their studies this post 48 almost invariably denomi-
nated afortress, while in the correspondouce and
orders of the wilitary anthorities It is always termed
a fort.

Since the time General Butler estublighed his huge
Degro boarding house liere this post has undergone
many remarkable changes, af, in the mam, for the
better. When Butler was “monarch of all he gur-
veyed" the fort was a combination of ali thut wis
olfensive and unsightly, with but very few redeeming
features indeed, A stranger, on landing at the dock,
might well have been pardoned for mistaking it for
Thnbuctoo, or some other metropolitan niggeropolis.
