In another place in this doy's Herirn we
publish special cable despatches which show
how Intense is the excitement which still
occuples the public mind in Great Britain on
the revived question of the Alabama claims.
The [Times, the Star and the Stand-
ard bad each, a8 will be geen,
editorials on the subject yesterday. The
Times, though independent, generally
contrives to be on the side of the government ;
it may, therefore, in the present instance, be
justly regarded as more or lesa the mouth-
piece of the Cabinet. The Times makes no
fresh polat of any consequence, 1ts one great
concern is about the instructions which Mr.
Motley may receive as our new Minlater at the
Court of St. James. Naturally enough it

to the conclusion that Mr. Motley will
receive no fresh instructions, and that bis ar-
rival in London and the presentation of his cre-
dentials will throw little fresh light on the sub-
ject. The Timesregrets the failure of the treaty,
trusta somewhat to the power of conscience,
and hopes great things from some future tri-
bunal. The Star, which is notoriously in the
interest of John Bright, assails Sumner bitterly,
and calls attention to the speech of Mr. Forster
a8 a fair expression of the liberal sentiment of
the counfy. If Eagland has committed any
offence st all the offence is to be charged to
the upper ten thousand, and not to the masses
of the people. The Standard, a tory
organ, is as offensive as it well can be,
A tory journal, however, can scarcely be any-
thing else than offensive.

prefer peace. If war ghould become a neces-
slty, war with Great Britain would have for
us a8 few ferrors as wor with any other
Power. We know that Great Britain [s
mighty and dangerous as s foo; but we
We know what we

have done; we know what we can do; and
any Power that will attempt to trample upon
us will feel that we, too, are mighty and dan-

gerous. But we prefer peace to war. War
us but little loss; It might
bring us something in the shape of gain.
Peace, however, ia more to our mind, We are
now doing well. It is something to be able to
say that we are reducing our debt by some
seven or ten millions of dollars & month. In
all the arts of peace the success which
has attended us since the close of the war
is in the highest degree encouraging.
We wish to go on peacefully, believ-
ing that the enormous prosperity whioh
has attended us In the Immediate past is but
an imperfect foretaste of the prosperity which
will attend us in the immediate future, Weo
do not want to bully, but we will not be bullied.
We have given Great Britain no real cause of
offence. We have simply sald that we like not
and will not have your terms. We havo stated
the case as we understand it; but we are not
pressing. We are disposed to be magnani-
mous. We can wait for months, for years, if
need be; but we cannot, we will not nbate one
jot or tittle of our just demand. War, how-
ever, Is not necessarlly connected with the
maintenance of our dignity, our pride, our
national honor. We are willing to say, ‘‘Let
ua have peace ;" but we are not willing to say,
‘‘England has done us no wrong."”

Tug Feexcn Ergorions.—France remained
orderly and peaceable yesterday, the second
day of the general election, A very heavy
vote was given in the rural districts. Paris
cast over half of the ocity vote on Sunday and
concluded the balloting yesterday. The
general result, as reported in our special cable
telegram from London, is not any means
assuring to the imperial cause, govern-
ment obtains one bundred and ninety-three
supporters in the membera, and the opposition
ninety ; an opposition gain of forty-five since
the close of the session. MM. Garnier
Pages, Jules Favre, with a number of “‘reds,"
have been chosen. M. Thiera is probably de-
feated. Will the empire remain *“‘peace?”

Exerisn REFINEMENT.—A London journal
partially acknowledges that the arming of the
Alsbama against the Union resulted from s
“‘misdirection of sympathy.”

Broorry va, Cuoristiansiry.—The New
School Presbyterians in session in this city
adopted, one day last week, aresolution recom-
mending the Grand Army of the Republic to
change the day from Sunday to Saturday next
for the decoration with flowers of the graves
of those brave soldiers who died that the
nation might live, bécause these Presbyterian
Pharisees hold that this Christian service on
Sunday will be a ‘‘desecration ofthe Sabbath.'’
We are glad to hear that this outbreak of Puri-
tanical bigotry will not be regarded by the
Grand Army of the Republie, Of all
the seven days of the week Sunday
is the wvery day for this service—
this beautiful religious tribute of respect to
our dead heroes. It will be in the highest
sense keeping the Sabbath day holy, this rev-
erential sprinkling of our soldiers' graves with
flowers. The Founder of Christianity himself
was once taken to task by a roundhead for
desecrating the Sabbath, and these New School
Preabyterians concerned in this aforesaid reso-
lution belong to the same order of bigoted sim-
pletons, How they would roast all disbe-
lievers in their senseless crotcheta if they had
the power! Whata glorious blossing is re-
ligious liberty !

Porro Rwo Joixixa v tAe Frav.—We are
glad to learn that the revolutionary fire of
Cuba has extended to and spread over the
neighboring Spanish island of Porto Rico,
because it gives more employment to Spain
and is #o far a contribution to the cause in
Cuba. Porto Rico is a fertile island. It has
a population of some six hundred thousand,
and in Importance ia the fourth of the isles of
the West Indics—Cuba being first, St. Domingo
or Hayti second, and Jamalca third, though
Jamaica is but little larger than Porto Rico.
We expect the annexation before long, by the
consent of all concerned, of St. Domingo,
which lies between Cuba and Porto Rico, and
go, with the annexation of these two, when
the war therein is over, we shall have the
three islanda all in a row.

Comrort ¥ROM CANADA.—A London jour-
nal, in reference to the cloudy aspect of the
Alabama clalms, draws comfort from s late
resolution of the Canadinn Parliament ‘‘to
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The News from Cuba and the Nemtrality
of Our Governmeat.

The war in Cuba gathers intensity and cha-
racter. There appears to be more formalily
in the military operations of the patriots, and
the reports of Spanish victories come with
los frequency and less bombast from Havana.
Our special telegram yesterday ndvised us of
the landing of a small expedition near the port
of Gibara, and that fighting of & serious cha-
racter has taken place in the jurisdiction of
Cienfuegos and Trinidad, in which the Span-
iards do not claim to have obtained their usu-
ally asserted triumph, with utter annihilation
to their enemy. These are pregnant signa.
The expedition reported to have landed is
probably one of two which have left this coun-
try recently,

The first of these was under the direction of
General Jordan, who was chief of staff to Gen-
eral Beauregard during the siege of Charleston,
and left here about three weeks ago. It com-
prised an assorted carg# of munitions of war,
with a good proportion of small arms and ar-
tillery, and carried something less than two
hundred and fifty men, Its destination was
Port Padre, on the northern shore of the
island, about ten leagues west of Gibars,
thirty leagues east of Nuevitas, which is the
base of present Spanish operations in the
Central Department, and thirty leagues distant
from Gualmaro, the present residence of Presi-
dent Cespedes. Tho other expedition was a
small one, organized at Key West by a number
of students of the Havana University, and
which was ready to leave Nassau on the even-
ing of the 10th instant, on the steamer Sal-
vador. It comprised a small cargo of arms
and amuiunition, with abotis one hundred and
thirty young Cubans. Whichever of these
two expeditions be the one that haa landed in
Cuba Its material of war will be a welcome
supply to the patriot forces.

The reporta of serious fighting in the
jurisdiction of Cienfuegos and Trinl
dad 1s the more remarkable in view
of the fact that the Spanish Minister at
Washington, a few weeks singe, formally an-
nounoced to Secretary Fish that the revolution
was effectually suppressed in that region and
would soon be extingunished throughout the
island. This locality is the extreme western
limit of the revolutionary movement to-day,
and is contiguous to the Western Department
of the Island, where the Spaniards claim to
have twenty thousand organized, dlsciplined
and enthuslastic volunteers under arms. Any
portion of these who are willing to take the
fleld could be thrown in thirty hours by
rail and steamer into Cienfucgos. The fact
that a few ill-armed country bands should
again be able to give the government trouble
in this region wounld seem to prove either that
they were not as effectually put down as the
Spanish officials recently claimed they were,
or that the thousands of mad volunteers in
Havana are not 8o ready to take the fleld as
they proclaim themselves to be.

It seems to us, as calm observers of the con-
flict, that while the proceedings of the Cubans
are exhibiting more signs of organization and.
of operations customary in regular warfare
the efforts of the Spaniards exhibit lesa vigor
and resource than they did at first. In their
stress they are placing greater reliance on the
actlon of our government to deprive the
Cubans of the material of war. Thus we see
the strange anomaly that, while the Spanish
officers are pushing undisturbed the construc-
tion of thirty gunboats In our shipyards, the
Cabinet at Washington detalls a United States
armed cutter to watch one little steamer In
New York harbor because the Spanish officials
suspeot that she is preparing to go to Cuba.
The ground for this action Is the asserted re-
guirements of the neutrality laws.

It will be well if the cold-blooded and cow-
ardly Secretary of the State Department at
Washington does not involve the administra-
tion of Preaident Grant In a general burst of
obloguy from our own people and subject it
to the contempt of every Cabinet in the civil-
ized world. The idea that seems to animate
him is that the so-called neutrality laws of this
country really bind the government of the
United States to an alliance offensive and de-
fensive with Spain to preserve the outrageous
tyranny she exercises in Cuba, and that, too,
at the very time when the Spanish people have,
by a glorious revolution, overthrown it at
home. In this policy Secretary Fish goes as
far beyond the true policy which should
animate the government, and the true feeling
of the people of the United States, as he did
when he so timorously stated that he wished to
walt and see what England sald about Senator
Sumner's speech before he wrote the instruc-
tions of our new Minister to London.

The neutrality laws, properly interpreted,
alin to restrain enthusiasts from getting up
expeditions in our midst to introduce war in
the peaceful dominions of our neighbors ; but
when domestio tyranny has forced an entire
people to overthrow a despostim and estab-
lish & living and free government by the side
of the shrinking form of mlsrule, no past diplo-
matie conrtesles ean ever be interpreted by a
live or great statesman as obligating him to
be false to the true interests of his own coun-
try and to the freedom-loving Impulses of all
mankind. Compared with a Canning, a Ca-
vour, & Bismarck, or a Louls Napoleon, Secre-
tary Fish ahrinks to the dimensions of s pigmy
in the presence of Tians. President Grant
owaes it to the dignity of this nation and to the
roputation and honor of bhis administration to
recognize the true law of our neatrality in this
orials, and to require that a petty and cowardly
adherence to an illogical interpretation of
forma shall not demean us in our own esleem
and in the appreciation of the world by
making us the effective ally of a hateful, de-
spised and wauing despotism.

Tug Cunay Cavse mx Nuw Yorx —The
organization which speaks in the name ol the
Cuban revolutionista in this city has lssved &
munifesto, addressed to the native patriots
and lovers of liberty generally, which we pub-
lish to-day.

Yachiing In England=Tho Defont of the
Cumbrin.

The yacht Cambria has been “badly beaten"”
in a race sailed by several boats owned in the
Roysl London Club. As the cable report gives
us only & meagre statement of this main fact
Interpretation is neceasarily somowhat at fault;
but we venture the thought that the defeat,
when all ita partioulars are known, will prove
far from disgraceful to the gallant oraft that
became famous for her victory over the Sap-
pho. ‘“'Badly beaten” is a phrase sometimes
to be taken with salt, and we have known in-
stances in which it meant simply a hairbreadth
escape of the victor from the fate described by
tho emphatic words. The Cambria may have
been beaten on time allowance, which hurhan
nature naturally looks upon ae at best only a
technical defeat, and it is likely enough that
the race was not on & course fitted to afford
the best chance for her splendid capabilities,
as it wus, perhaps, ariver race. There may be
many reasons why this defeat should not de-
tract from the world-wide and woll-earned
famo of the Cambria as a fine sea boat of the
first class in regard to ppeed. Still the fact
remains that she has been beaten, and we must
not lose sight of what this implies, especially
to our yachimen who visit Europe this sum-
mer, and who may be tempted to a too ambi-
tious clutching for laurels, It Implies, then,
that the Cambria is not the fastest boat to be
met on the other side the water, Despite all
wo have heard of her, and despite her victory
over the American boat, it seems to imply that
British olubs ean upon occasion present several
craft greatly superior to her. We have, in-
deed, heard it whispered that she must give
place to such British yachts as the Aline, the
Alarm and the Blue Bell, and now we have a
faot worth many whispers, If, then, this
craft that came off with such a good record in
her contest with a visitor from the United
States shall finally appear to be only & third
or fourth rate monim yachts, our own
adventurers must consider what they under-
take In their summer exoursion.

Apparently such a warning is not needed to
stimulate the efforts that are in progress to fit
our yachts for & gallant struggle. We hear
very favorable reporis of the improvements
that have been made in the Sappho. It is said
that her performance on her recent trial trip
was up to sixteen knots an hour. She will
then in all probability go to Europe a decldedly
better oraft than she went before—a faster
boat, and in hands likely to present her at her
best. But even though she be beaten wo have
atill the probability of making s good show
with the Meteor, recently built by Mr. Robert
Fish—a naval architect of great ability and
originality. The Meteor will perhaps prove to
be very fast. She is, as the America was, an
experiment, but an experiment in w direction
that promises the besteosults, From experi-
ments thus boldly made, and from no other
source, can we expect any real progress or im-
provement in the build of yachts; and here
also we must remember that there is a great
point against us in the fact that where wo
make one experiment English ynchtmen make
fifty. Whatever may be the capabilities and
fitness of our boats for performance on the
other side, however, we must suppose, from

with first rates or their victories will be of no
value. Besides this they must be warned by
Mr. Ashbury's own example. He has per-
haps been beaten because he made a river
race with boats smaller than his own; and as
he fears to venture our boats in the open sea
becaunse they are larger and their size is an
advantage in the sea, so they must naturally
refuse o contest in waters that give a better
chance to smaller craft. But this need be
nothing in the way of his friemily trip to this
gide, where he would meet boats of proper
size ready to sail him on any fair terms, We
have here the Fleetwing, o fast yacht, built by
one of our best nmaval architects, Mr. Van
Dusen, which boat was second in the race of
1866 aoross the Atlantic. This boat s as
nearly as possible the size of the Cambria, and
Mr. Ashbury, if he could beat the Fleetwing,
would have laurels worth the wearing wherever
fine yachts and good seamanship are held
in honor. But even in contests on this side
we should regret his recent defeat ; for in beat-
ing his boat, say in a race for the Queen's cup,
wae should still feel that we had not beaten the
best boat that British cluba could send.

Thse Radical Si? Oonventlon In Tess
Bossco=tihamon.l Procoedings.

We publish to-day an abairact of the second
day’s proceedings of the radicad convention in
Nashville. We might give a longer abstract,
for the Nushville papers contain several
columpns of the report, but It is so daahed,
double dashed, and extra double dashed off,
like & Georgia cornfleld laid out in rows ready
for planting, that more of it might confuse our
readers and render what we already give al-
most & perfeot blank. These reports demon-
strate that the convocation was among the
most disgraceful of any kind that ever assem-
bled in the State. Its proceedings were
marked by profane and vulgar declarations
that would have caused those who uttered
them to be thrown from the windows of & con-
gregation of horse thieves and cutthroats. It
is absolutely humiliating to the whole Ameri-
can people that any political organization in s
Btate in the Union should so outrageously con-
duct itself In its representative capacity ina
public hall, No term of opprobrium is too
strong to apply to blackguards who befoul
their party and their ocountry as
thess Tennessee radicals have just done.

The
volunteers are sald to have had sixty men
killed and 160 wounded, while the Spaniards
sustained only a slight loss. It must be borne
in mind, however, that the account comes
from government sources. If the war should
endure for any lengthened poriod Cuba will be
desolated ; it may be almost barbarized. On
her arrival at St. Thomas the Salvador
was assossed in a fine of four thonsand pounds
sterling for having left port with an excess of
pussengers, England Is becoming very deli-
cate and careful in her constrnction of inter-
national law.
