Mid across the Aqueduct bridge to the cemetery was

thronged at an early hour, and tli«* carriageways Willi
vehicles of all descriptions. The street cars were
literally packed all the morning. A battalion of
marines were on the ground*. *

The visitors passed through tlie grounds and
visited nil points oi interest, and stopped for a while
among the graves, lielore cloven o'clock the crowu
was immense, and every moment brought additions.
i.'ii uic ground Major l.iioey, uoiouei t-sanuuurn,
Captain Fachty., and other members of the committee
«f arrangements were busy carrying on£ the programmeand necessary preparations. The platform
wj.h draped all over with flags and banners, and large
American (lags covered the front, with tlie banner or
the Eighteenth brigade veteran corps in the centre.
The rear of the stage was decorated with two large
lings upon a staff draped either way to represent the
front of a tent. Smuil banners were grouped around
ilie edges, wh.lc above all was the green foliage of
the overspreading oak, the lower boughs of
which were gracefully draped with the
national colors, one of the greatest points of attractionwas the "i'ontb of the Unknown." The
monument erected to the unknown soldiers stanus
to the front and right of the stand. Around It hud
b**n erected a canopy of American flags supported
i«,V six upright posts. Die canopy was beautifully
trimmed with wreaths of evergroen«, and decorated
Willi small flats and streamers or puru-eolored* cambric. The monument is a solid block of granite
about eight feet squaro and six feet high, (in either
corner is placed an Iron twelve-pounder. Between
these guns Is piled a stack of the balls as used In the
gins. Around the monument were tastefully hungbeautiful wreaths of ever^reen^, laurel and choice
r ises.

Our heroes are sleeping side by side with those
whom they withstood in battle, and 1 hey sleep iu
peace. In the graves dead ioes have stricken
hands and proclaimed a truce forever. Let the
living siiike harnis also, for we ure not enemies,
but brcthreu. The uoOier part of man may succumbto a temporary madness, but he is nevcrthe;
lees a man. and when the cloud has passed away
he is to be restored to a man's loves, right* and
privileges.

forth their fruits in the preservation of the liberties
of the people ami the just rights or nil men, renderInnour government the missionary republic to regeneratethe republics of the world. While we mourn
the departed with softened grief, because of the
great work thev have wrought, we may not forgei
the wrongs which tilled so many of these graves,
which now have become the very alters of liberty.

for Hie entire household. This family copartnership,however praiseworthy, did uot long
work harmoniously; for with that envy so peculiar
10 negroes the men soon began to quarrel over the
"boss-shiv," and despite the efforts of the woman to
maintain peace aud quiet, angry scenes, sometimes
violent, were not uuusua1. The proprietorship
of two old desks saved from the conflagration of the
bulidiug was ilie subject of aggravated and continueddispute, and, if Tyler's version of the case is to
tie believed, formed the basis of a deadly hatred betweenhim and Hubbard. He swore eternal vengeanceagainst Hubbard on this account. Whatever
may nave been the feelings of the latter towards
Tyler, it is certain they w ere not amicable, his wife,
of course, as in duty bound, being a stanch supporterof her husband's cause; and thus matters progresseduntil the 2l4t of February, wueu iyier was
detected lu the attempted commission uf a crime
rhlch afterwards resulted in a tragedy.

A
post mortem examination of the IhmU of deceased
was held, without the discovery of any disease of
the heart, lungs, brain, or any other vital organ
which would have proved fatal. Dr. MetJaw. however,testified that he found large quantities of
arsenic In tlie stomach.

the central Railroad. As the proccssion moved
numtters of all clashes of people were sailed to It,
and uie windows were filled with people.

THE GALLOWS AND CKOWl>.
The scaffold embraced a platform twelve feet iiift>,

supported t>> four uprights, la the centre of which
was a trap door or drop. Surmounting tbla was »
regular gallows, from which bung suspended,directly over the drop, the fatal rope wltb its borirlble noose. Slaved around tbla structure were.
nun mo nrnvai 01 uie procesmon, neaoea oy im
wagon, with its death freight, about four thousand
people, while the hills on the city side were throngedwith large groups, seated in rail view of the approachingtraneny. The attendance of white people
wan comparative?}' RmalL The police formed around
the scaffold, which Tyler ascended with great firmnessami fla-ti'-lty of step, accompanied by Dr.
Charles Mills, the city surgeon, bis deputies, the
Jailor and four colored preachers. Here Ben Scott,
a stalwart black negro, ascended the platform,shook hands with Tyler and bade him la-ewell. A
prayer was then offered, wiuch Tyler repeated after
the clergyman amid a solemn and Impressingsilence.

Another prayer was offered, during the recital of
which Tyler discovered in the crowd a colored acquaintanceand called out to him, "iiowdyedof
(Jive uiy love to all, and tell Mas'r William 1 aim
gwme home." Several prayers followed and hymns
were sung. The scene, which was very impressive
but for the procure of the scaffold, resembled more
a Methodist camp meeting than a tragic occasion;
and, indeed, riom the religious enthusiasm of Tyler,
who seemed grateful more titan sorrowing, the deatii
penalty wan robbed ot its terrors.
How long the religious ceremonies would hara

lasted it is impossible to say, but It was brought to
an abropt termination by the shrieking whistle
of an approaching train, which drowned the
voice of a preacher who was delivering asemi-tane|nil oration :tnd exhortation to (he crowd, to take
warning by the spectacle they would soon witness.
