The action of & lisutenant and small guard of ma-
rines at Ariington yesterday, in ) people
from throwing flowers over she graves of the Com-
‘ fedorate dead, is the subject of much talk here
to-day, and the general sentiment is condempatory.
It turns ount soat the oMmoers of the
Grand Army of the Republic werd Dot
altogether responsible for what occurred. They
merely arranged (o pave the . sarines there so as to
prevent people from making mistakes, but mistakes
were made on the wrong side. The marines mis-
understood what they were piaced there for, and
thought it was pars of their duty to insult people
who happeued to throw flowers on the graves of the
Confederate desd. The liouténant in command,
whose name is given s Suirley, but of
which [ am not ocertaln, was particularly
offenmve in his maoner. Seelog a lady throw s
amall bouquet on ons of these graves, thig lisutenant
rushed to the spot, picked ap tie Aowers and, throw-
ing them on the ground st uis feel, commenced
stamping on them in such & manner as to atiract
about him a erowd of wondering spectators ln 8 very
Tew minutes. Some of #he lookers-om, learn-
ing the cause of the lleutensot's rage, com-
menced to murmur disspprobssion, when
the lieutensnt shouted out “D—n you get
aWAY from here, every ous of you, or I'll make you.
Guards, come up here and disperse this crowd.”
The lieutenant sccompanied these words with
angry gestures, and swinging bis arma about as if
be intended to piich generally into the orowd. His
guards answered lls call, but the orowd dispersed
without walting to be bayonatted, An ex-Unlon
volunteer writing to she Woashington feraid gives
the following account of woat he saw:—
