Reception of Mr. Motley In Liverpool.
Liverroor, May 31, 1869,

This morping Mr. Motley was waited upon by
delegations from the Awmerican aod from the
Liverpool Chambers of Commerce. The for-
mer prescuted an  address congratulating the
Minister on his  pomiuation and Aals0  on
his safe arrival, expressing the earnest deaire
that friendly relations wmight contlnue to be matn-
tained between the two eovuntries, aod concluding
by offering the services of the Chamber, whenever
they could be made useful in any way. Mr. Motley
in reply, returned bearty thauks for the welcome
tendered him, and assured Lhe Chamber that it was
the earnest wish and hope of President Graot and
the people of the United States in geaeral, to cons
tinue the oullivation of friendly relationa
between the two couniries, The advance-
ment of civilzstion depended wupon  the
maintenancs of peace borween all  patlons,
espeaially between  England apnd  Americn
whose common biood and general iuterests in the
Gpread of commerce and arts, render the preserva-
tion of ponce particularly incumbent upon them.
He furthor assured the Onmmber that his most
strennous efforts should be devoted towards the
maintenance of kindly reiations between the two
countries, especially when founded upon reason,
Justice, honor and principle. which were alke
necessary in conducting the affairs of nations or in-
Qividuals, He closed his reply by thanking the
Cuamber on behalf of the governmont of the United
Btates and llwself, porsopally, fur the profered as-
slstanoo,

GERMANY.

Meeting of the Protestant Congress.
Wonss, May 81, 1860,

The Protestant Congress which assemblod here
to-day waa attended by 20,000 persons, Iu-
cluding representatives fiom all the States of Ger-
many. The Congress, by a unanimous vole, re-
solved against the Papsl exhortation to return to
the Roman Church, and in condemnation of the en-
oyolical letter and ayllabus,

The idea of the formation of a United German
Church is mooted.

The State ve. Staten.—In this case the nnanlmons
opinion of the court was to.day delivered by Judge
Heary K. Smith. The Court held that the right to
vote was a clear legal right segured to citizens under
the constitutional rights of Tennessee; that
the elective franchise stood on s high a ground as
the right to property or any other right secured by
the constitution; that this right once wested
conld be tnken away by doe process of iaw only;
that the power attempted to be conferred on the
Governor by scts of the Legisiature to set aside
regiscration f[or frands and irregularities, or other
onuses, is a judicinl power which cangot be con-
ferred or exercised by the Execative of this State,
and for that reason all s acts and proclamations i
selting nside registrations ln countles and parts of
counties nre absolutely null ana void, and holders of
