President, so Jar from concurring wirh the Mn«»nchuaettsSenator, thinks that a if re;:: injury lias been
done the country by that speech; that, in point of
fact, it lias placed um in a false and untenable position,and perhaps destroyed the only change we hud
tl settling the bothersome Alabama claims satisfactorily.This may seem rather unreliable; but the
trbth is, i*t coolcrf in such a way as to admit or no

doubt, tlrant does not believe in Sumner's plan,
wbich, when analyzed aud stripped ol its vei maire,
he considers could lead to only one toxical conclusion.war.Therefore the people who have been so

much alarmed in Englaud as well as here at
home about a sanguinary collision between the two
great Anglo-Saxon nations, and the consequent
damage to "one blood, one language, one destiny,"
Ac., may dismiss their fears. Grant is understood
to go further and to believe that Sumner himself is
not sincere: that Sumner's deshin was to iret the
tart or Banks ana hie followers, who were latwrlng

(ealouHiy to accompUsn tbe annexation of Canada
and British North America an a sort of compensation
(Or our Alabama claims. It Is well known that RumMris one of those who hold that It is not a good
thing to acquire anv more territory; that our preneut
territory is as large as we can well govern, and that
there is danger in making any more extensions. The
Idea is that Sumner believed, by making tho speech
he did, he would put the English people in such bad
Minor that they wonld not consent to exchangeBritish North America or one inch of
territory In satisfaction of claims urged with
threats and blusters. At all events such seems to
tbe belief of (irant, and it is fenred by his Cabinet
that the proposed negotiations looking to the acquisitionof British North America have been nipped
in the bad by Sumner's speech, it is said that
Grant, on being asked what lie thought of Sumner'sspeech, summed up hts opinion iu five words
"Bad logic, but good rhetoric." Sumner's own

declaration, Inconsistent with the bnlk of his
speech, that he did not wish war, It must bo
admitted, lends some plausibility to this
explanation of his real object m making
bis remarks public. Grant holds that there
are only two ways of settling International
fliffleultlpn. nimplv. hv dliilnninlir npomtloriiin

or by war. If we declare that we dont't want to retortto the warlike remedy, then we must adopt the
only other; and lr we adopt diplomacy we muse con-
duct it In a manner bent calculated to effect our

object. We must manage It with dignity, temperanceand firmness, bnt not with threats and blustering.We most address a proud and powerful nationIn language that will convince her of the iusUceof our claims without offending needlsssly her
amour propre. From thin statement of Grant's
views on thin very Important subject It Is difficult
to perceive wherein his policy will diner from that
Of bis predecessor, unless It l>c found lu the proposedacquisition of territory.
Vto Feeling Over Motley'* Reception In Enrope.
The manner in which Minister Motley lia>* been

received in England Is regarded In ottlclal circles as

an evidence that the belligerent feeling in England
aroused by Sumner's speech has subsided, and that
fc reaction has set in. All the information received
by the state Departmeut from ottlclal and private
onrces in Ureat Britain goes to show that the Brltishersfully expected a declaration or war from our

government to follow upon a refusal of the British
authorities to pay the Alabama bill. A prominent
American travelling In Europe writes that he wa«

called npon by a British merchant in Liverpool, who
seriously inquired If It was true that the t'nitrd
States would declare war in three weeks. The feelingwas general there that we were in a belligerent
humor, and the Britishers are rejoiced to ilud thai
Minister Motley's mission Is pacific. This is the secretof the flings of such journals as the I'alt Mull
eatttte that the United States ha« backed down.

and other demoralizing influences. The committee
did not favor this view, but affirmed that we must
do right and abide the consequences; that we bare
little to fear In this respect when we consider the
facilities and advantages of education. The subject
was discussed at length. The Rev. Sella Martin was

consequence of tbe contemplated absence of Mr.
Downing.

The African question is coining up In this city in

nearly every form and causing embarrassments
whirti are unknown elsewhere. The last phase of
it Wiui developed in the City council a few evenings
ago, wlieu a resolution was adopted by one branch
of that body prescribing a fine of ten dollars for
ea<h and every rcrus.il to admit colored people to
the theatres here on a perfect equality with the
white*. Should this resolution pa** the other branch
or the Municipal Council it will simply result
In breaking the only respectable place of amusement
In the city. The white commnuity is largely amiAiricauiu Us make np, and even that part of It
which is culled radical is not yet so fur advanced ax
to practice social equality with the negro. The
radical element, while strongly In favor of permitring Sambo to enjoy all political rights prescribed
by the whites, still do not cure to permit that sable
individual to put his legs under their hospitable
mahogany or to have him squat down beside
them in the private box or orchestra at the theatre.
Mr. Spalding, the * proprietor of the National
theatre, was just considering a plan to atTord the
more retined classes of the colored people better
accommodations at his establishment. At present
the better class are forced to deprive themselves
altogether of the pleasure of the drama, through
unwillingness to minsle with the colored rliT-ralT
with which the gallery is generally crowded; and
recognizing this fact, Mr. Spalding was making
tt.rratiurt>ittPnfK to tu>f. nimrr i mirttnn of liia lliAufrp

for the exclusive use of the higher order of the
colored folks, who might be willing to pay the same
price a* charged to the whites. Hut this action of
the City Conncii, In seeking to abolish all distinctions,Mr. Spalding fears will destroy his business
entirely, by driving away the bulk of his white
patrons. These signs here indicate that these
changes are coming here beyond a doubt, and that
they must be met fulrlv and squarely. The question
no doubt will lie finally settled in the courts.

Wo have, as yet,
no crown to symbol royalty on a "grand stand,"

neither have we in noisy, riotous and meaningless
comminglemcnt, during one day of the 365, the
costermonger with his "cart," the "knowing" one
with his "trap," the Gypsy with her cards, the
"blackleg" with his "little book," the man with the
"joker" and thimbles, or the "ticket-of-leavc man"

part of the season, when the latter was un-

sklliully driven aud not in the best condition possible,bin who hud now recovered herself so fully ihat
the opinion had become prevalent thai should she
and Lady Thorn strain meet tne taller would lie compelledto resign the laurels she had won as queen of
the turf. So deeply hud this impression taken root
among sporting men since the gallant performance
of the liashaw mare on Saturday lasi Ihat it) the
pools, aud betorc It was known that Lady Thorn
would not start, American Girl sold lor even money
against (he lield.

Marshal Leopold O'Doaurll.
The au<liion death of General O'Donnell, from i»poplexy,while engaged in discussion In the Spanish

Cortes, id announced by' a cable telegram from
Madrid, published elsewhere. The deceased wart
a native of Santa Cruz de Tenerifl'e, Canary Inland*,'
and was born on the 12th of January, lsiw. His far
ther wan a prominent officer of the Spanish army, into
the service of which he entered at au early age, and
before lie had at'ained his twenty-tlftli >ear wan com*
missioned a colonel. During the Carlist war in Spain
he csponsed the cause of Queen Isabella, lought with
great courage and displayed such skill and ability tbacin 1838 he wax appointed Chief of Htair and placed in
command of the Army of the Centre. After the war
was over he was promoted to the rank of brigadier
general aud created Count of Lucena. In 1*40 be
supporu-d t he cause of the Queen-mother Christina,
and wa" compelled to take reftiae wltft
her in France, but during the following
year was allowed to return to Spain,
upon giving in his adhesion to the existing government.No sooner had he returned than he organizeda formidable insurrection against the regent,
and, unon it* failure, once mure r.cd to France.
Here he participated in the intrigues against
Kspartero, and upou the fall of that Minister
in 1843 once more went to Spain and was
uwarded for his services by being appointed Captain
General of Cuba. Narvaez was lu power when ho
returned, and O'Donuell was by liiui unpointed
Minister or War and the Colonies, aud President
or the Council, which positions he held until
bjjtiin declared war agaiutt Moroc o, when ha
was placed iri command of the army winch invaded
that country. Him success was brilliuut aud won
for him the title of Duke or Tetuau, In addition to
more s lbsta itui lewards. In 1P«3 thn Marshal resignedlua political oillcea bccause the Queen refused
to dissolve I he chamber. Two years later lie returned
to power at the heart of a new MUi Istry, bnt
within a lew months was replaced by Narvacz.
Marshal O'fionnell was one or the many Spanish
officers of great abilities whose love of revolution has
placed Spain lu her present position. Politically he
was everything by tarns, ana for some lime before
the last revolution sided with those oppoeeu to the
rule of the ex-Queen Isabella.

Custiui&uder James F. Fooler.
A telegram irom Indianapolis announces the death

in that city on yesterday morning;, at the residence
of his brother-in-law, of Commander Ja nes p. Foster,United States Navy. The deceased was a native
of Kentucky, but had been a resident of Indiana for
many years. He entered the naval service in 1849,
and at the inauguration of Mr. Lincoln had reached
the rank of lieutenant. On the 16th of July, 1802, he
was commissioned a lieutenant commander, and in
Oclotjcr ot the same year was ordered to the Mississippisquadron, commanded by Admiral Porter. He
was placed in command of the irou-clad ram Chillicothe,of two guns, and in March of isfti distinguishedhimseif by the valuable service performed
bv his vessel during the Yazoo expedition. Later in
the vcar he was placed in command of the gunboat
La favet e, of eight gnns, and rendered valuable assistanceduring the bombardment and ; iege of Vlckiburg.After the close of the war Lieutenant commanderFoster was ordered to the Nava' Academy
and placed in charge of the practice ships, and on
the 29th of July, isflfl, was promoted to the rank oJ
commander and placed in command of the Osceola.
Last year lie was ordered to the nar&l station at
Mound City, 111., and on the 22d of March last
was relieved and placed on walling orders. Com'
inander Foster was a comparatively young man.
lie was an nble. gallant officer, and his death will
be sincerely regretted by all who knew him.
