NO DESIGNS ON CUBA.

UNEASINESS OF THE SPANISH MINISTER.

J. Russell Jones Appointed Min-
ister to Belgium.
The Enforeement of Negro Equality
' by the City Authorities.

WaRHINGTON, June 3, 158680,
Polltical Aspect of the Cuban Question=—

Aunxiety for Rocoguition by the United

States=—The Peruvian Monliots Not to be

Used in the Cuban Interest.

Fhe State Department has no oMelal information
concerning the recognition of the Cubans as bellig-
erentd by the Peruvian government. Conceding that
it'is 8o, however, toe authorities here do not attach
wuch importance to it beyond the mere fack that it
will serve, to & certain extent, Lo encourage he
Cubuns in their resistance to Spain. It is not
thought that Pern 1sin @ condition to render the
Cubans any materinl assistance, even if she wasd dis-
posed to 4o go, It 18 probable that sowe ol the othey
SBouth American States may foliow the example of
Peru, What the Cubaus are especlally anxions for
18 the recoguition  of thele  rights  of
belligereuts by the South American States bor-
dering on the Cartbbesn Sea. This -would glve
them noaval rendeavous adjacent to thelr own Island
and eMble them to lssae lecters of margue and 0t out
miviel expeditions,  The best informed partes in
ofMewl clreles do not Lelleve that the Cabans seek
annexation with any of the South Amerlean repub-
les, U the latter give them materinl ald, and the
Cubana should be successrnl, they will probahly
eatablish au (ndependent government. The Cubao
lenders want the provectiqp of a strong government,
and ure nol BOX0OU8 for annexation, except to the
United States.  With regard to the momtors pur-
chused from us by the Peruvian government, it 18
not thought they can be made avallable by Fern
to aid the Cubans. When they were pur-
chused from  our governmment the Peruvian
Minister hers was  required to  give bonds
that they should not be used against any
Power with which we were at peace, prior 1o their
arrival at Peru. The Spanish Minlster was sus-
plelous, owing to the unfriendly relations between
Peru and sSpain, that they were Intended to ald the
Cubans, He called the nttention of Secretary Fish
to the fact that they were slow In reaching Peru,
and, at the same time, expressea his fears that they
were to be used against Spain and in the Interest of
the Cubnus. The Secretary of Swate pointed to the
fact that Peru had given honds that they would not
Lie so used, and expressed the oplnion that the fears
of the Epanish Minlster were unfounded. Subse-
quently Mr, Fish called the attention of the Peruvian
Minister, Mr. Garcls, to the slow progress made
by the monitors in reaching Pern. Mr. Garcip
explained that it wouald be necessary for the
monitors to pass through the Stroits of Magellan in
winter, because at other seasons of the year the
« weather I8 extremely unfavorable, and there would
be danger of tne monitors being lost. On this ac-
count they wonld remain during the summer In the
vicinity of the West Indies. At lastaccounts they
were at 8t Thomas, but intended proceeding to Bar-
bados. This was comm A to the Spanisi
Minlster, and to 4 certalu extent seemed to quiet his
suspiclons, He Is stlll sospicious, however, that
they will tarn up, well armed and equipped, in
Cuvan waters, and the late action of the Peruvian
government has rather confirmed him in Lis views,

The workingmen then re-
puaired to Slowen's drug store, coruer of Penngyl-
vania avenue and Twentieth street, to complete
their nominations, when a crowd of negroes rushed
to the place and in a few minutes demollshed the
windows with stfues. A shol was fired from within,
but no one wag seriously hurt. The police again
came to the rescue and put a stop to this spirited
pastime, and remained In attendance while the busai-
neas of nominating candidates procecded, the ne-
groes in the meantime crowding the street and side-
walk. The contest between the cltizens aud radi-
cals I8 dally tecoming more spirited, and if there
should occur another discussion of the character
here narrated it will not be surprising.

Out of the fourteen entries for the purse of $500,
miie heats, best three in five, in harness, announced
to take place on the Unlon Course yesterday, only D.
Mace's bay mare Lydia Thompson, Ur. Ogle's sorrel
gelding Pet, John Murphy's bay mare Lady Bayres,
Juhn Chambers’ bay gelding Twist and M. Roden’s
black gelding Eight Bells care to the post; bub they
made & copital race of I, jaking six Leats to
decide who was entitled to wthg money, Lydis
Thompson, however, succeeded in carrying off the
first prize, she winning the ihird, Afth apd sixth
heats. The second trot wus for a larger amoant of
money, and for horses that had never trotted better
than 2:40, the conditions being the same a8 those
in the previous race, For this contest there were
elght entries, out of which Mr. Ward's gray gelding
Mercer, Mr. Fawcett's black stailion Star of the
‘West, Mr. Hoden’s bay gelding Dresden and Dan
Mace's chestnut mare Loulse started for the money.
In some respects this race was very similar to the
firat, It was a protracted struggle throvghout and
necessitated the trotting of five heats before it was
ceclded, It wos eventually won by Mercer, by the
superior handling of Dan Mace alter the first heat.

The attendunce was quite numerous, the trock in
good condition and everything passed off pleasanily
and satiatactorily to ihe great mujority of the spee-
tators,
