The Pritish government hias found great relief this
week from the unexpecta resignation of the Mayor
of Cork, on the day the bill to abolish him by solemn
act of Parllament was brought up in the House of
Commons. The case of the refractory Mayor was,
indeed, full of annovanced of a far more serious
eharacter than & superficial observer would suppose.
His seditions langunge, 80 boldly uitered and backed
by the prominence of his oMcial position, could not
be suffered to pass unnoticed without establishing o
dangerous provedent. Bul how was the ofender Lo be
reached? llolding an elective oMee, he could not be
removed by the government, and his offence was
not such as wonld bave rendered o erimingl prose-
cution lkely to succecd. 1t was, therefore, for the
administration to choose between lnaction and a
procesding unusoal, extreme aud of guestiondble
constitutionailty—a bill of palod and penalties di-
rected sgainst an mndividual, and calling to mind the
worst days of Britlsh tyranny and oppression. The
advisers of her ﬂmf_slj' decided upon the latter
course, but it was one surrounded by diffical-
tles, Their action agalnst the Mayor must have
been taken from upeworn  and, consequently,
unreliabie testiwony; for the House of Com-
mons has not the power to ter an
oath, and despite the hatred of Irishmen that and-
mutea the majority of English aristocrats, it was hy
no megns certain that the exceptional legislation
proposed by Mr, Gladstone would have been success-
ful, HNad it prevatled without any material oppost-
tion there still remained the awkward fact that the
EBridsh government feit the necessity of putting
Torta its whole strength in the extreme measure of
@ bill of palns and peualties agnlus! a sing.e biatant
demagogue, who in an after dinner speech had cast
densnoe ln the teeth of the Britishanthorities, This
exhibition of weakness and temeriey was the more
to be deplored since it occurred at the moment the
whole Hritish nation wad deciaring it readiness 1o
plunge into war with a poweriul people rather than
muke acknowiedgment and reparation for the cruel
injuries ioticted upon the United States during the
Southern revellion.

The resignatiou of the offending Mayor waa there-
fore u wost welcome rellef to the Britlsh govern.
ment, but Was at the same time 8 most lamentable
squelichier for O'sullivan. When the crown of mar-
tyrdom was within his reach he withirew his hand
and declined to grasp it. The frothy Irishman had
it In his power to descond 1n history as one of the
remarkabie characlers of the age. He had suc-
cesded in wrru_vms the British government. The
hated union which Fenlanism has in vain etroggied
to destroy secmed ready to break In pleces pefore
bin.  He stood siugle-handed against the Queen, the
Cabinet and the imperial Parilament, and with &
fair prospect of coming out best 1o the conflict. He
was u edern Danlel in the British lon's den, and
ali the roariug beasts were muzzied. Even if they
Lad prevaded against him, his [ame and fortune
were secure, and he might have made his cholee
between the first presidency of the Irish republic
and ewigration to New York, where, after a hurried
process through the Coarts of Naturalizatl he
woull have eusily eclipsed the stars of the O'Briens
and O'Gormans of the Awmerican Dublin, Al shis
promising and brilliant foture O'Sallivan has de-
stroyed DY Lis dunky resignation, and it s not to
be wondered at that the citizens of Cork, who were
beginning to view him In toe lgnt of a hero, are
now 80 incensed against him as to render it prodent
for um to retire for a tume to Welshaden to wash
himgelf ciean of his political treachery,

There are, however, some curious stories afioat as
to the means by which this resgnation of the Mayor
wus brought about. Some say that the genial
Maguire aud & number of “fne young Irish gentle-
men' who are on the best of terms with the Glad.
stone administration took O'Sullivan under their

The story
goes that O'3ullivan retured to bed in lls boots, bt
and overcoat, wnich he had i)ut on preparatory to
starting for Westminster, and that when he awoke
in the worning, aiier his case had been disposed of
and Parliament had wdjonrned for the Whitsuntide
reeess, e was lgnorant whether he was mayor or
martyr and unaule to tell whether he was 1o the City
Hall of Cork or the Tower of Londo,

TURKEY.

The Frontier Dificultics—The Investigations
of the Mixed Comwmission=—Russinn Intrigue
nt Work Among the Hroomlees—Stroet
Rallroads,

CONBTANTINOPLE, May 15, 1869,

The maln items of news which reach us this week
are from the northeast. From Mouch, in Anstolin
we hear that the mixed commission sent there to
investigate the differences between the Perslan and
Turkish frontier authoritiod, And also to lnquire into
Beveral acts of sacrilege committed by the roving
Kurds on some Armenian cosvents and churches ln
the town and neighborliwod of Mouch, had suc-
ceeded In finding the stolen property; but so far weo
are not told in whose possession the things were
nor what measures nave been taken to trace the
actual perpetrators of the outrages committed.

Nearer the coast, in the vicluity of Treblzond, there
are the distriots of Surmeéné and Kroom, inhabited
by about 5,000 men—Kroomiees they are called.
About three centuries ago, aé the tune of the con-
quest, the forefathers of these Kroomlees were, by
the wnvading race of Mussulmans, forced to embrace
thé® fuith of Isismism, In most cases, however,
where large vodies of men have been obliged to
change their relygion, elther through interest or fear,
the outward cereonies are the ouly forms changea,
but not the real waith; so, in this case also, Demetriod
or Coustanting wus witered to Mustaphs or Anmed,
fle mosque ‘was Irequented in llen of the church,
aud the people nssembled to thelr devotions at the
soleran call of the Muezius, instead of the merry
riug of tne bells, bat ut heart r,he,\r retained, and, when
the hot geal of the conyueror covled dowa, gradually
resumed toelr old wuys, customs awmd superatitions,
andg, though Mussulmans in appearance and form, in-
wurdly they held fast, irom foree of habit, ir not from
cunvicion, to ﬂllnfl' unginal fuich, Up to a very re-
cent period these hrootoiees, us Mussulman sabjects
of the Porte, furmsbed tw the Turkish army their
yearly contingent of conscripts, insiead of payung,
a8 ull Cnrstens do, the tex called Bedelee, whica
exempts vhem from service.
