SYRACUSE, June 4, 1869,

To-day the convention was brought to & SUCCESE-
ful close.

Helng in
France durlug tue “‘Huudred Duys'" he wrole a

His IMPRISUNMENT IN NEWGATE AND ELECTION TO

PARLIAMENST.

1n 1819 Mr. Hobhouse published a gam hlet entf-
tled “Letters to so Enghahman, " 10 which he seversly
attacked the House ol Commons. The strong
radical sentiments which the work contaiued gave
it wn immense popularity mmong the extreme
elements of politics, and cansed his arrest and im-
prisonuent in Naw.iaw on & CLArge 0 having com-
mitted a breach of privilege, Tuis action on the
part of the guvernment was regarded in the hght of
& persecution by the el of Westminster, who
took up his cause and in 1820, sovn alier his release,
nominated bim ror Pariiament. In spite of the most
sirenuous opposition on the part of the whigs, who
left nothing undone that could eontribuie to t
him, Mr. Hobliouse was eleceed by a large majority,
after one of the most animeted contests that bas
marked the political snnals of England. From that
time uatil 1553 be continoed to represent Westnunster
{u the liberal Intereat, and only gave up lis seal o
becowe Chief Secretary for iréiand.

HIS CAREER IN PUBLIC LIFE.

On taking his seat Mr. Hobhouse disappointed the
ex %ecmuuni ol lus poittical oppunerrts und the fenrs
of his friends, by abandouing the ulira radical views,
which e undoubtedly held at the time of bis jm-
prisonment. A8 @ reformer he wus epergetic
devated, and proved hlinsell an eloguent speaker
and able arguer in debate. He never became o Par-
liamentary leader or the head of a political party,
but s0cn won a prominent position us o liberal, His
mxleraie speeciies and evident modification of g

reviously held radical opinjons materially alded

18 political preferments,  In 1881 he entered the
Cablnet of Earl Gray as Secretary of War, and abous
the same time succeeded bis futher lo the barou-
etoy a8 Sir John Cam Hobhouse, In 1535 ho
resigned his cabinet oMes for the position
of Uluef Secretary for [reland, and was soon after
defeated for Parlismeant. During the following rsar,
however, ne was returned a memoer for votilog-
ham, which he represented till 1847, and for foar
imu after that date was the repressatativa for
iarwich, giving up his seat in the Commons 21 his
elevation to the Under Lord daiboarne's
administration Sir Joho was Cluef Commissioast of
Woouds and Forests and President of the Board of
Control, and (rom 1546 to 1551 beld sthe latter offos
upder Barl Russell's government. Ils connection
with the Board of Control was quite creditable to
bim, During 1551 "he was elevated Lo the pecrage,
with the title of Baron Broughton of Broughton
Guford, and on leaving the House of Commons may
be #aid to have sbanduned polities, as ke never aner
took nn active part In public afairs. It I8 pro-
bable that at the time, having reached the age of
gixty-flve years, he had wo weary of the tnrmoil
of pelitica and dest 10 spend the rewalnder
of liE Qays in quietude.

As we remarked before, Lord Broughton's reputa-
tion caonot depead upon bis lterary worss, but
must rest principally upon his poiltical career,
wiich, If not brubant, was solld and successful.
Nevertheless, he nasuiemk-mlu of usc:ntuu talent,
a graceful, polished writer, a keen critic and an
abie reviewer. His description of his journey
through Greece and Turkey with Byron 18 graphie
and inieresting, aml bis notes to *<Childe tiaroid's
Pligri " pre mioute and valuable.  His other
writings hnve already been mentioned, excepting s
contributions to the Wastiiinter Review, which he
alded in fonnding, and o Blackwood's aud Fraser's
Magazines. His volume of poems entitled, “Imita-
tione and Translations f(rom the Classios, with
Urigingl Pooms,” to which we nave alluded, and
wineh was puldisbed o 180, are gquite ordinary—not
k0 good, in fact, as Byron's “Hours of ldieness,'
“The 8y of Coriuth” and the fourth caonto of
“Clulde Harold," which were both dedicated to the
deceased, then pialn Mr, Hobhouse., He wade u laler
i:.lumuy with the poet through Spain, ltaly, Switzer-

od, and other parts of Europe, and the freodsilp
which existed beiween the two wes of the most sn-
cere wnd intimuie charscter, ‘Tue deceased was one
of the executors of Lord Byron. and has been ses
verely ed for the in which be sup-
pressed every attempt mude to publish the faces cou-
pecied  with  the poed's  estrangement  from
wife. Whether he, lhke Moore, yielded
the Infitence of Lady Byron's Tfriends
eannot be toid, but I8 I8 cerisin that
he threatened a law sult, and, perhaps, brought
one against a publisher who had announced a pub-
livation purporting to give the facts alluded to. It
is barely possible Lhet now Lord Broughton 18 dead
the lopg convealed facts will come o lght.

CONCLUSION,

In 1529 Lord Broughton married Lady Julla Hay,
f;_uuuunl.dulmlun ol the Marguis of Tweeddale, and
oy ner hid two daughters, the oldeat of whom died
in 184¥, while the youpgest, in 1551, marned the
Hon. Strauge Joceiyn, second son of the Earl of
Roden, His wife died in 1835, without leaving him
male issue, and ua he never married agam he wul
e succeeded Lo his tities by one of his nephews.
