Patriot Supplies Safe in the

Spanish volunteer revolution In llavana and the preliminarydiscussions among them as to the next
tep to be taken.

Witlitn a few honm arrave events have occurred in

this city, and the island la at tnis moment without a

legal government. During the pant Week various
meetings have taken place with a view of compelling
Dulce to relinquish his command. Following these

' several oftlciais caileu upon him and endeavored to
convince him that he ought not to continue, on accountof hla health. At drat he roasted, but flnaily
gave way and sent a telegram to Madrid giving lu
his resignation, at the same time stating thai he was

r
fo/eod td do so. The provisional government at
Once appointed Caballero de Uodas, whioh was telegvapliodand offlciaily announced here, it being
understood that Dulce was to remain until
tho arrival of his successor, as is customary. A
day or two later an order was communicated
to Don Gon-calo Custa3on, editor of La Voz de CuOa,
to leave the bland by the first steamer, as also to
the curate of Monserrale and others. This was veri
displeasing to tho volunteers, and a committee of Hie
Fifth battalion, which Dulce had treated with great
kindness, presented itself to tho palace and stated
that they would not leave until the order was revoked,as they were determined to resist it i>y force
If necessary. Their demands were granted; and
Castaflon, supported by Durao Cuervo, both very
hostile to Dulce, found themselves stronger than
ever. Just at this time arrived from tho Held of
operations in the interior General Peiaez, who is accusedof "malting money" enough within a few
months to enable him to send $40,000 to Spain, and
considered by the volunteers as a traitor to his country.Meanwhile Peiaez had taken refuge on board the
Iron-clad Victoria.
The following day the volunteers determined to

Ecrenade Lesca, but the Governor objected, fearing
disorders. They were very much incensed at this,
and determined, in their wratn, to demand the head
or Peiaez, and, falling In this, to compel Duice to
relinquish the command. Large groups of them
gathered In the plaza, and Duice hearing what was
going on sent lor the cavalry, the guaraia civil and
a guard of marine* for his personal sai'ety. Finding
that the mob increased In nnmbeto and aemonstra-
nun, in urueiru mo vavsirj w uvuicr n; out inn
officer in command would not obey. Dolce called
him a coward, and stated that he wonld order him
shot; bat ail to no purpose. 4 fier consultation it
was finally determined to call all the volunteers
together, and buglers were sent through the city to
bummon tliero. Such a thing had never happened
hore before, and it caused great alarm among the
citizens. Alter the volunteers had been formed toe
colonel and one soldier rroin each battalion were
appointed a committee to watt on Liulce and demand
that he either deliver up Pelaez or surrender the
command, lie unequivocally refused to accede to

tl:em to withdraw It, but to no purpose, lie finally

The defeat 01 tho column escorting ttie convoy trom
Puerto Padre to Tnnas Ik confirmed. It numbered
800 men, of which 2 JO wore placed hart tin combat
and the balance surrendered. In Trinidad there liaa
been an atrray between the regular* and the volunteer*,the latter accusing the commanders of the
forutor of being robbers. Some of the volunteers
Were killed and n considerable number wounded.
Tho lending insurgent clnels are about uniting their

forces, as m believed, for the purpose of attacking
Vaimaaeda or taking possession of Santiago de Cuba.
The Spanish troops as they nrrlve here speak very
harshly of the home government. They complain of
want of supplies there and state that their Bufferings
woro insupportable. In shipping their provisions

and, above all, of money, Dulce has been able to accomplishnothing of late towards re-establishing the
authority of the government In the island. Possibly
a younger and more energetic man, under the same
circumstances, would have accompllsned more; but
It may well b« doubted if any man, with so many
disadvantages, could have made any material
change. The Spaniards, however, constantly Informedof government successes and assured that the
Insurrection was already conquered, naturally enough
could not understand the fact that the lasargents
wero constantly increasing in numbers and
efficiency, originally with no great love for Dulce,
who nad married a Cuban and was accused of Cubansympathies, it gratified both their prejudices
and pride to attribute the thine to the weakness of
his administration. Of late, as before intimated in
these despatches, a feeling of distrust has become
very prevalent, and this has been materially added
19 by tbe late successful landings, it being fully realizedthat if no headway could be made against the
Cubans with their machetes none was likely against
Americans with Remington rifles.

It is staled,
on good authority, that Dulce ordered the guard la
civil, stationed about the paluce, to lire into the mob
of riotous volunteers who were crying out for his
abdication and his blood. They, however, refused
to do so, stating that they would protect the Captain
ftp.narnl'A life ami iiflrsnn. hnt. wnnirl not. flrp hita
their companions ana brothers. The night.that; ot
Tuesday, the 1st.was a sleepless one in the long time
residence or vioe royalty. The noise in the Plaza
de Armas was continuous and oft the ominous cry
or "Death to Dulce I" pealed lortli ou ihe air to
the ears or the terror-stricken familv und
attendants within. During the discussion uivl negotiationswhich followed upou the demand of the
commission from the volunteers the Spanish Admiralinformed Dulce that he would stand bv him in
preservation of his authority with all his forcc.

It was well understood that tho murines and

sailors had fraternized with the volunteers,
and that in any emergency which misrht an.-o
they coold not be depended upon against ihem.
Convinced of His utter yowerlcasocss and satisfied
that he would be removed by force If necessary, ho
reluctantly acceded to relinquishing the command.
This action of the volunteers is of coarse illegal.
revolutionary. The island is not in subjection to
Spain, for Dnloe represented the Spanish government.True, the Captain General, under the law, if
desirous of surrendering up his command, must,
suve to a regularly appointed successor, turn it over
to the Seguuda Cubo. and this lias ostensibly b^en
done. Still the fact remains the same that there Is
no authority here save what lies in an aruieu iuob,
actuated and controlled by caprice, as mobs alwats
are. and the grave question suggests itself to Americanswhether the relations which exist between
the United Htates and Spain compel the former to

commerce, while they are at tne same time denied to

Hag he been found something disagreeable would
have happened to him. It is generally believed that
1'eiaer., in company with tne engineer, Colonel
Modet, have escaped to Key West. It has been currentlyreported that they went upon an American
man-of-war, bat this is denied on autuority.

Tlie course to be pursued by the navy in this somewhatanomalous condition of affairs is a matter of
paramount importance. The Admiral of the station,
as hereinbefore stated, was opposed to the action of
tne Spaniards; but in the uncertain temper or his
men, much demoralized by events here and at home,
he dare not attempt to sustain him by force. Doubtii*«s.as reDreeentlng the Hpanlsh navy In these
water*, he w ll passively accept tne situation, going
forward In the prosecution ot his duties as usual,
and await the development or events and the Instructionsof the home government.
The Cubans are jubilant at the ir»y in which mattershave shaped themselves. They say, allowing

that "a Spanish cobbler or Mane liesa mole.tailing
otner representatives of the ud.has a right to rnie
tho Indies," It Is only as such representative, and
they claim that the mules here have by ilieii- action
lost such character, Again, they have placed tuemseivsson a par with the Cubans. in that they have
become Insurgents and revolutionists, throwing
thetnselvea beyond the pale or recognition, aud
being no longer entitled to i hose advantages given
them as a part ot tho Spanish nation. A recognition
of the Cuban government vlii at once be strongly
pressed upon the United BUtee, with the strongest
anticipations of success.

The adventurers and their lusurgentfriends who, it would appear, flocked to meet
them, numbered some 2.300 men, and uave been,
sars tne bulletin, completely routed and dispersed,
and will probably be exterminated an soou as the
column of t lie valiant Colonel finishes the burial uf
Uie 400. Such are the bombaotlc Spanish account*
The truth Is that the Insurgents ami their foreign

friends left their camp for uiuch the same reason
that mat the New York burglar loft the house ho had
robbod.viz., because be couldn't coiry It with
him.and when Colonel Hidalgo's column entered,
at the point of the bayonet, it found noonc toopp<>*i>.

In a uTeat liurry, to chastise the adventurers, had
not, up to lato dales, arrived at Mnvarl, and rumor
has It there la much sickuess and some disaffection
among Uls forces.
The Spanish olemout la decidedly cast down by

the Mavari occurrences and consider the country 11)
danger. The numerous class which sympathize
wan neither party, and only regard the matter as it
aflects their own Interest, hardly know what to
think of the future; but the idea of annexation meets
froin thent, and, Indeed, irofli many others, but little
favor. The principal thing which stands in the way
Is protection, and as that relic of the barbarous
ages flonrish<>a in the United States, free trade,
which is the great thing hoped for, would be as far
off as ever, aud again the exclusion of foreign Hags
from the carrying trade, which would result from
the annexation, would prove a matter of serious Importanceto much of the property Interest in tho
laiaud.
As I am about closing this despatch I learn that

the insurgents certainly left fonr guns behind them
at lianus, which were taken by the troops. Governmentadvices claim mat an enormous amount of
rrovlslous and ammunition was captured; but there
Is scarculy a shadow of truth in the statement.
