oont interest was paid for the uge of money for onoe
day. This rate was bad late in the afternoon,
gbusequent to the unsual closing of the baunks;
bat from the persistent Inquiry, which lasted long
after three o’clock it, was evident that many acoounts
Bad not been made up untll four o'clock or even
later than that time, This was the extrome and ex-
ooptional figure, but the rates very freely pald were

‘and temporary, were willing to make time
and one transaction of thia charaoter

equivalent to twelve per cent per annam, the time
©Of the loan belng thirty days. Itis difficultto be-
lleve that the stringency arises from other than
Bpeculative influences; but its extent and success
suggests the inquiry whether 1t 1s wholly artificial.
The wonderful knowledge of the “bear” cligues in
foresselng the disturbance of the money market is
‘0ot the least curlous feature of the present sudden
‘Tevulsion In the etock market. Foreseeing it, they
have doubtiess sasisted and aggravated it. Omne fact
seems to have escaped general observation, viz., the
gradual but steady and heavy disin of currency
Into the Sub-Treasury, where some £26,000,000 has
accumnlated. The Increase I8 the natural result of
the present mystem of gold eales and bond pur-
chasea. Mr. Boutwell sells weekly $2,000,000 of gold,
for which, in rouna figares, ho gets $2,700,000, He
buys $1,000,000 of bonds for which hé pays $1,200,000,
The gain to the Treasury is therefore just §1,500,000
every week. Mr. Boutwell, in selling $2,000,000 of
gold a woek, selected the season of the year In which
experience indicated there would be least danger to
the local inances of this city. Tlesalls only one million
of bonds in the corelative operation. It will be re-
mempored that Secretary Boutwell was strongly
urged to buy o million of three per cents imstead
of the additlonal milllon of bonds. It ls now Inti-
mated that he 18 accumulating a fand wherewith to
redeem these three per cents, which are payable on
demand. Hence the increase notleeable In the Sub-
Treasury currency balance. Orlginally the Secrotary
of the Treasury was authorized to redeem these cer-
tificates by the issoe of an equal amount of green-
backs, But the law willch was passed to restrain
Mr. McOulloch’s experiments with the currency for-
bids expansion and contraction alike. Hence the
redemption of the three per conts must be made
with money which is now in circulation. If Becre-
tary Boutwell is digesting any such schame sceretly
and for the purpose of astonishing the couutry by
his financial sagacity he 18 playing into the
bands of the gambling cliques of Wall street,
of whom he promised to steer clear. What-
ever the real source of the present stringency
in money, the banks and other insiitotions having
Tunds to loan are deeply scrutinous of the collaterals
presemted to them, and hence contribute to the
aptlvity. The effect of this state of afaira was re-
feoted in & very excited day In the stock market,
where stocks were sold in enormons gquantitics and
4t alarge concesalon in prices, those who were un-
able to borrow upon them belng compelled to sell
foroash, The decline was most marked in the in-
terval just pefore the last session of the board and
