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Although there are no doubt exceptions to this, as
to every other rule m the world, all thinking men
la usi agree that the great mass of Englishmen-are,
in all that concerns their own government and their
relations with foreign Powers, the most unthinking
and the most unreasoning of mortals. At the present
time, when a rupture with the United States might
occur, there are really, even among the educated
classes in this country, not five poople in a hundred
who seem really to have any interest whatever
in what may be one of the most serious disputes
that ever arose between two ^lant nations.
And of those Ave.if there are so many.persons
there are really not two who understand the strength
of the Uulted States or the weakness of England.
They.that is, all my countrymen.put their faith in
oue or other or the different arm9 of the service.
Some believe that England can never be invaded
because ofVtier mllltla; others that she can with her
present regular army meet any foe In any part of
the world; a third class put their faith In that utterly
broken reed the volunteers; but the most numerous
of all trust implicitly to the navy, and think that so

loug as we have ships to sail or to steam we should
t>e able to hold our own, and even to have the best
of tae quarrel, in any sea where vessels can float
or in any port which had to be blockaded or defended,ou either side of the Atlantic.
So much for Action; now for fact.
It must be allowed tnat the naval officers of Englandare the persons most likely to know the capabilitiesof our navy. 1 have a very extensive acquaintancewith those who bear commissions in that

service, and I have no hesitation in saying that they
look upon the present condition of both our ships
and our crews as most unsatisfactory. It is true that
they are both quite equal to the duties they have
now to perform, and that England could be defendedby our fleet as It at present exists; we should
have nothing either to fear or complain of. But with
our navy, as with every other institution we nave,
we halt between two opinions. We are not national;
the service is not popular, as with you, and, on the
other tiarni, we do not use the heavy hand of governmentto force men to take up arms as they do upon
ttie Continent of Europe. The service la too free, and
3ft not lree enough; too popular to be as effective at
the French navy, and yet not popular enough.not
elastic enough to become, In the event of a war, a
power and a lorce equal to the occasion. Let inc
illustrate my meaning. The navy of the United States
may not at the present moment be very strong In
ehtp* or in men, but once let the war cry be raised
auJ you would increase your furce at sea ten.ay,
tweni) I old in a month.

The
offices and stored of Americans doing business here
seem more like undertakers' shops than places of
traffic and commerce. Liverpool is more dead than
alive, and If the people will only acknowledge it
they can trace the cause to the dockyard at Birkenhead,where the Lairds do business and where the
Alabama was born.
Among the higher cias-cs fraud and trickery are

the order or the day, while wi:a the lower orders
druukenness and misery prevail to i»u alarming extent.Crimes of tUe most revolting kind are committed*o frequently as to cease to at tract notice
except when one exceeds by some fresli device to
make it mora brutal or Inhuman than
the one which preceded It. Things are in a wretched
condition here. The best of theatrical tulent fails to
draw a respectable sized audience. Charles Mathews
and wife have been playing here for a week, and tho
receipts will not pay their hotel bills. H. Coleman,
who leased St. James' Hall for ballet, burlesque, Ac.,
has not taken in sufficient to pay one-third or his
printing bills. AlcCabe, with his humorous delineations,has taken lti a few hundred pouuds. Not oue
of the places of public amusement is earning a
penny. In trade outside of the heavy dealers tuero
is but little doing. The papers are full of "Ileuses
to Let," "Furniture to lie Sold" and "Want Situations,"In fact, the reaction has taken place, aud
sonic of the verv men who cut a swell duriug our
war aud wished us to Davy Jones' locker, have gone
to the dogs long since themselves. The admiralty inspectingengineer, who was sent uj> lor eighteen
months, a week or two ago, on a charge of defraudingthe government, was the consulting engineer lor
the Confederate steamers built here.

IRELAND.

The Irtab Church Hill.How Ki-cnrilnd
Throughout (he Country.Million*' I,c;ini-*.
The Sliifo itiots.The Lund Question.Siatittle*,

Dcbmn, May 29, 1S09.
The Church bill is still the leading topic ol discussionamong all classes bere. What will the Lords

do about it? The question to which all seek answer.
Its passage through the Commons was with " wind
and tide," but I have now a new phase to mention,
one which will no doubt have a very material effect
on its progress through the upper Home. The
non-couforming Protestants of Ireland hitherto held
back from any public expression of opinion, and it
wad assumed that if they did not actually support
they acquiesced In the provisions of the bill; but they
are now awaking from that state of doubttul
inaction, and have commenced an energetic
crusado against It in all details. Mass meetuigH
of Presbyterians have followed cach other In
quick succession during the pau week
in Belfast, Armagh, Omagh, and in Dunlin yesterday;the latter was very numerously attended, and
the platform crowded by leading Methodists and Presbyterianelders. Petitions to the Lords, praying Tor
the rejection of the measure, were adopted,and strong
speeches of the no-surreuder class indulged in. One
reverend gentlemen "carried the house" by declaringiits benef that the measure did not originate with
Mr. Gladstone at all, but was manufactured in the
Propaganda of Home, and that he was a tool in the
hands of the Jesuitg.
The holders of land under a peculiar form of lease

known as Bishops' lease.ecclesiastical property
leased to individuals.are also stirring, and^minent
counsel have been engaged by thetn to appear at
the bar of the House of Lords to oppose tno measure;
in fact, anxiety In all quarters is growing warmer,
and there is a general impression that disturbance
of some sori is Rkely to agitate the countrywhichever way the matter bo decided.
The hopes of Uie Koman Catnolics.the numerical
majority.are so highly raised now that rejectionof the measure would set them In
a ferment; In the contrary case, the union
of Kpiscopailans and Non-Conformists, who posscss|the wealth and soil of the country, complicates the
matter; and the cry for repeal, so long but the
croak note of nationalists, now heard dally from
many influential quarters. Is lookPd on as most sigmncautof the iecling which will lie awakened by
this violation of the articles of union, as they cou
eider It. ,

Another murder is announced as having (>cen perpetratedin the county Wateriord. It is not what is
known as an agrarian outrage, but arose Com the
antipathies or opposing factions. Put rick rower
wm a respectable farmer.hw lather wan head of
the faction known oa tho "i'oliecus".ami although
he inherited this chieftainship he wax a particularly
Inoffensive Individual. The tlay of the murder he
wan in Carrlckon-Sulr selling butter und egg*, and
wax accompanied on the road homeward by a man
Bald to Ims high In the faction of the "Gown." Tnn
man wax last aoen In his company, and thev had
drink together. The following morning poor Power
wax discovered frightfully mutilated within a few
yards of his own house, and the police discovered
the champion of the "<;ows" lu bed with hid clothes
much stained with tilood.

FRANCE.
Ptorthrr funicular* About the Elections.

I'arib. May 87, 1SW.
The election for tn<> new Legislative Assembly,

which by the constitution occur* every am yearn,
came off May 23 and 24. Tim event was regarded
with lnt«re*t and apprehension by every thinking
miu>l In Franc*, and foreign nation*, especially Knglandand the United Btatos, oonterapiated It with
lively curiosity. Since tht lout election In 1863 the
French government have suffered two signal reveries.The unfortunate expedition to Mexico and
the aggrandizement of rrusfla, with the convent of
France, were condemned as blundern of the flint
magnitude and threw a shadow over the prestige
the Emperor had acquired by hia brilliant and successfulpolicy from hia advent to the throne. Hi*
opponent* have iwed their formidable weapons with
extraordinary real, and tbe friends of the empire
reared the efTSct. Another element in the late electionswm the cry started by the opposition againat
"personal government," meaning that the Emperor
Iheldcd too much power and tlie legislative body
too little. I'nder those disadvantage* the governmentdescended into the electoral arena on Sunday
and Monday last to engage in a mortal combat with
it« resolute opponents.I In France the legislative Assembly is the onlyI elective body, Just as tbe Uouse of commons is in

England, and both are tUeretore the uudoubted expreasiooor the national sentiment. TUe struggle is

ended and the result* Justify tn the uiam the previouscalculation*. It wan predicted that the towns
would vote against tlie government and that the
masses o( the country would sustain U. It
lias bo turned out. There were »2membersto be elected. Out 01 these aso
have been heard from, but in flfty-aiglit
instances new election* must take place, as uo

one candidate obtained the legai majority. Sofar
(pvy/niumt have secured 196 members. Vlie

opposition have bagged only twenty-six, but
out of the flfty-cight yet to be elected,
as well as from the twelve not yet heard
from, there is no doubt the adversaries of the governmentwill be considerably increased. There is
every likelihood the opposition in the New Chamber
will number some eighty or ulnety, more or less,
which is a gain of some thirty or forty over tlio last
Chanrber. This la the prioo the Kmoeror pays for
his luckless trip tu Mexico, and, above all, lor suffering1'russia to become the military rival or France.
Ou ma wliole he lias got oil very cheaply. There are
oilier results, however, connected with this national
demonstration, which are striking, unexpected, and
almost lnexpdcaole.
First.It has been always believed that If Napoleon'sdynasty collapsed at bis death the Orleans

family would succeed bun. Thiers, the champion
of this family, was the leading man of the Assembly,where his extrordlnary talents eclipsed rivalry.
Several other of the nio.st prominent men of t|Ie
past Assemblies were uevoted to the restoration of
Louis riuiippe's laiully. To the ama/.ement of all
parlies the entire cohort of Orleunlsts is slaughtered
in the recent elections. Even thetr preux chevalier,
Thiers, is utterly demolished. He presented bimseir
in no less than six different electoral districts, which
the French law allows, and one would suppose that
in some section of Franco, north or south, cast or
.west, an election would have i>eeu conferred, if not
on the Orleamst, at least ou the great historian and
orator of France. Not a bit of it. ile was beaten
in every place he appeared. This must bo an immensetreat for the Emperor and a great humiliation
for his bitterest antagonist. Doubtless out of some
of the fifty-eight new elections Thiers will slip into
the Assembly, lor the opposition want him and so
will concentrate ou him; but whore are the Orleans
family and their fond aspirations t Echo answers,
nowhere.
Smvud.The legitimist party, since the fall of

Charles X., has never been other than a forlorn
hope, and the death of Uerryer a few months sinco
was an additional blow. There were few shining
lights still left in the last Assembly, but even these
have been ruthlessly extinguished la ihe uew one.
another great treat for the Emperor.

Third, and more remarkable still.The republican
party, which everybody thought must succeed some
day in France, ana which, if it did not follow Napo1leon. would certainly cut short the Orleans rigtme
(it Is hardly credible), is Just as badly damaged
the rest, and many ol its ablest leaders, such as Jules
Favre. Caruot, Maneclc, have all been set aside.
Fourth, and most wonderful phenomenon of all.

The opposition party.in a word, the revolutionistshaverouted theOrieanistsand the legitimists, for all
their chiefs have been elected, and what Is more,
they have elected them in l'aris, Lyons, Marseilles
and Uordeaux.
Everybody is bothered, and every one is asking

what it all means. Home persons contend that it
must be the work of the lower classes, for It cau
hardly be credited, they say, tnat the middle and

paralyze trade and property.

SPAIN.

DlwoTcry of a military t'onnpirncy.A SpaninbPolitician unit Ilia Views.Preparations
tor tivndiug iUore Troop* to Cuba.

Cadiz, May 26,1S69.
The reactionists have shown their hands in Cadiz.

The city on the 12th ana 13th experienced one of the
greatest sensations since the afternoon of the 5th
ot December last. A conspiracy has been discoveredamong the artillery officers. which had for its
object the proclaiming ot Isabella and the chastisementof the Impertinent Gaditanos. This arm of the
military power never gave its hearty adhesion to
the September revolution. It simply bowed to the
blast that swept the Bourbon throne from the Peninsula.When Prim arrived, after the fleet had arrived,the officers told him, in presence of the mi 11tarygovernor and Commodore Topete, that they
wanted to have nothing to do with him, that
they would not take any part in the revolutionuntil the arrival of Marshal Serrano.
When he arrived they accepted the situation, but
their lukcwarmness incensed the people against
them, and that feeling has been intensified on tho
part of tho artillery on account of the great number
of killed and wounded in the December insurrection,
aud it has been heated to fever boat by the couplets,
doggerels, songs and rhymes of ridicule, that every
well dressed aud ragged urchin chants and whistlesfrom morning until late at night. The artillery
is oillccred by the scions of the so called best families,is very aristocratic and scorns republicanism.
There is a great deal of tho old blue blood.ami
.in nrjre.and chivalry of a by-gone age in its ranks.
It knows nothing of the age, is jealous of its privileges,and imagines that the eyes of "the world aud
the rest of mankind" are upon It. Tho only means
to bring it to a proper understanding is to knock It
on the head: and rest assured if the militia ever
have an opportunity they will do so, con mucho
gusto.

Dissatisfaction nas existed in the army since Prim
was appointed .Secretary of War; It has increased by
his gross favoritism, aud the bungling way he carries
on bustuess. The navy is not a whit
more reliable than the artillery. Unaccustomed
to the annual pronnnclamlr>itot on shipboard,
which have wade Spain a byword throughout the
world, it lias no sympathy with Innovations, and 1
verily believe that to-morrow it would shout "Pipa
la Heirw" If there was a fair prospect of It being endorsedby the troops.
The navy officers have never removed tho crown

from their caps and uniform; the infantry did alter
tile battle of Alcolca; the artillery did not. The former
have no sympathy with any kind of government exceptthe monarchical. The inrantry is composed or

The news reported that l)om Augustus, son of bom
Ferdinand aud brother of l)om Louis, King of Portugal,Is about to marry one of Montponsier's daughters,and that If Invited to (111 the Spanish throne
Dorn Augustus would with the greatest pleasure acceptthe honor. To conflrm in a measure this report
there was a paragraph which slated that the Portuguesegoverumont had declared that the telegram
relating to the refusal of Dorn Ferdinand
was an Individual act of Dom Ferdinand himseir.The heads of the great progresista
party instantly went into council. It has not yet
transpired what the council agreed upon. During
tho whole week they havo held secret sessions to
discuss the regency question. Dpon this head they
disagree. A portion or the progresistas desire
Kspartero, another Prim, another Serrano. There
is uu uuuub vuav rnui iuum uuwiu iuo hwuwi

If he could be Induced to accept It; but he prefers
the porttollo of War Minister to the title of regent.
Serrano gays that If the Cortes forces it upon him
he will accept it, otherwine not. wnoever accept*
it, whoever in elevated, will have but a brief period
to enjoy its privileges; for the Cortes do not intend
to take up the subject until the constitution has
been promulgated, which will take place soon arter
the termination of the debates upon it. The promulgationwill lie made with great solemnity, anil
speeches are to be delivered to the several political
factions by their respective chiefs. The project of a
regency will be presented before the Cortes immediatelyafterward, and it Is just possible that they
may vote the king.
On the night of the 23d, as I previously informed

you, the Cortes heid a night session, winch lasted iroui
half-past nine o'clock P. M. to twelve midnight. The
debates upon the project of the constitution were
taken up. Without any discussion whatever upun
them articles 72, 73, 74, 75, 76, 77, 78, relative to the
succession of the crown and the regency, wore
passed. Chapters 0 and 7, containing articles 79 and
M7, inclusive, relating to the Ministry and laws regulatingthe judicial power, securing trial by jury and
the personal responsibility of magistrates and
judges, were also passed without mucn opposition.
The republicans since their defeat upon the governmentquestion have not taken part in any of the discussions,except upon the article relating to the formationor the Spanish Congress. Tney worked
assiduously on this point, and were fortunate enough
to secure thirty-six additional rotes to tlielr own
number of seventy-one, failing onlv of eleven in
obtaining a majority. The republicans voted for
oue house: the monarchists voted for two houses,
the Senate and the Congress of Deputies, aud their
votes numbered lis against 107.

The SiianLub Press on the Seizure of the
Tornado.

The seizure of the British steamer Tornado, off
Madeira, on August 22, 1800, by the Spanish war

frigate Uerona, a full account of which appeared in
the Hkiau> of April XI, 1S07, has given rise to a
renewal of demands by the English government, not
only for the restitution of the vessel, but for Indemnificationto the owners and crew.

Political <'nlin.Opiuioim or the Pro**.Duniuli

Berlin, May 28,1869.
The press Is high and dry on the otherwlso irultfui

topic of peace and war, owing to the present calm
in politics. It labors hard to stir up a breeze, and
does not disdain to revert to what happened nearly
n year ago In order to show that the slightest incidentmay sever the bonds of continental harmony.
It may be recollected that in the l'russian Diet last
summer, when Bismarck pleaded in favor of confiscatingthe llesse and Hanoverian domains, he spoke
of a fortunate accident which alone had prevented
mo breaming out 01 war. it wan a cueap way of rattlingawords, and helped on his argument against exkingGeorge. Cut the press here has now discoveredthat he must have had reference to the Spanlih
revolution and its having acted as a sadden check
to the Kreuch government. In corroboration a not*
has been found which (August 28) was handed by the
French Charge d'AITalres to the Baden government
at Carisruhe, Inquiring Into the state of /Its relations
towards rrussia and the rft'orth German Confederation.It is further averred that Baaen, greatly embarrassedfor an answer, next applied to DerllnM
advice. Whether or not It obtained It is not known,
but the sudden revolution in spurn changed the positionof atrairs and saved Baden a reply to the
French note.
The belief that ere long a bloody war betweeu

France and 1'russia is unavoidable has become more
lirtuly rooted abroad than here. U should not be
overlooked that built nations have gradually progressedin enlightenment, that increased intercourse
and tranic have to a great extent removed old prejudices,ami mat, most <>i all, the people have become
convincod of the foolishness of lighting for the ambitionand bcuetli of dynasties. There are many
here and lu France whose interests He altogether
with tlie army and war, whose hopes of bettering
their condition are based upon a grand national
duel. But there arc also in both countries vast numbersof honest citizens who hilly appreciate the
blesslugs of |»ertce, knowing well that even success
in war inevitably results in misery and thraldom of
the |>eople.
Another attempt to show the probability of war Is

made by the Moscow aatiirt, which views I'russla
as in a desperate position, arising from the growing
dissatisfaction in Its unnexe<l provinces, and from
which to free Itself It may be compelled to declare
war against France. In this event, savs that
journal. I'russla would be forced to otfer
substantial advantages to Ku>sia lu order to
obtain Its sympathy, and that would l>e
the proper moment for Russia to regain
its former Influence among Euroiwan cabinets.
It further argues the necessity of military preparationsso that Kussla may be ready to speait a decisiveword when appealed to, which will most likely
be the case within a year. Her armament ougtit to

Ttie Tapal Jubllen on the 11th ult. passed off here

without any eulat, being conimoinorated only by
a forenoon and afternoon service at the cathedral.
In the Khenish provinces, Westphalia, also in Urealau,Stettin and other towns inhabited by uumerous

Catholics, tlioy honored the day by processions,
high masses, illumiuations and pyrotechnics. Much
took place in Cologne, Dusseidori, Ac., but the town
of Ulberfeld had to renouuce the intended procession,it being lulilblted by the pollco force, which
was no doubt appreheuslve of riotous conduct oa
the part of the non-Catholic*. The good Elberfold
folks had appealed to the district government,
and even to King William, for a removal of the
police taboo, but it was sustained for their own
ben ell t, and they had to content themselves with
dinners, concerts and an illumination. At the concertthey performed tableaux virants, and as an evidenceof bad taste they glorified In oue ol these
the Tapal victory at Montana, of French Chassepot
renown. This political demonstration in a town
with many Protestant in habitants speaks lavoi ably
for the foresight of the police; though, on the other
hand, such an interference with communal aiTaira
would seem rather unwarrantable. How such power,
vested in the royal pollce-and government Is entitledto supply all cities and towns numbering
over 60,000 inhabitants with that institution.operatesalso Injuriously can be seen in the Ilerllu communalbudget, which Is constantly upset, and laboringat present under a heavy deficit, owing to the
imperative demands of Improvements, nuchas layingopen new streets, widening the old, expropriatinghouses, Ac., and which, being once made by mo
police, are lnvartaWy continued by the Minister of
the Interior.
The finances of the city, which a few years ago

wore In the most healthy condition, yielding a considerableannual surplus, now require not only a
loan but an income tax, which will bo levied, lor the
first time, on July 1 of the current year, and Is looked
upon with much greater aversion than the existing
taxes on estates, house rents and trades, as well as
the city octroi. This must not be understood as If
no income tax has heretoiore existed, for aiich has
always been levied by government, but never by the
city. Tte greater portion of the octroi, which yields
a heavy ajni^nt and is collected at the city gates by
goteraMefft revenue officers, falls to the troasury of
the State, In consideration rt WUlCU pll Incomes of
citizens amounting to less than $1,006 are exemptfrom that tax. But the new city lneomc tax will be
collected on all Incomes, however large orsmail, and
for that purpose »oo volunteer assessors are now at
work prying into the private affairs of small traders,
mechanics and laborers with arfincome of less than
1,000 thalers, while those of a higher category are
simply oopied from the government roll.

In connection with this I may mcution the subjectof exempting the military from paying communaltaxes, which, being the law in Prussia, it Is
proposed In the Reichstag to oxtend It all over the
confederation. At rue iieau or mo commuieo 01
twcuty-oue appointed to report upon tUo bin is

Particulars of the New Slump Tax.
The Chancellor of the North German Confederationhas just laid before the Federal Council a bill

relative to a stamp on receipts, being the eighth of
his financial measures. The tax on a sum of Are
thalers will be six pfennings, and on ten tlialers and
upwards one grosohen. Tnls impost is an imitation
of the penny stamp on receipts or two pounds and
over established in England since 1*63. From the
point of view of Prussian legislation the reform is of
great importance, as, by the law of the 2^1 March.
1H22, receipts requlrod a stamp oqual to one and
Iralf per cent of the sum paid. The new tax Is
pccted to produce a sum of 1,000,000 thalers, or
1,000,000 thaicra at most.

A Prussian Criticism on tbe Kmperor of Austria'sLate Speech.

Ing remarks on the speech from the throne delivered
by tho Kmperor of Austria at the closing of the
Keichsrath:.

Mis Is right to nfllrm,
from the point of view of her own interests,
the necessity for tranquillity. Prussia snd France
have also recognized that universal nerd. A Htate
Is honored by such an admission, which, moreover,
facilitates the pacific task of the others, and the desiredobject will be the more surely obtained If care
Is taken everywhere to abstain from unfriendly acta
and insinuation* of a nature to spread uneasiness.
In any the Kmperor Francis Joseph, at Pesth,
as at Vienna, has given a valuable pledge which will
certainly be received with favor throughout the Austro-lluugarianmonarchy.
