THE NEW ISMS OF THE AGE.

Christianity, Our Social System and Our
Moral and Physical Lives a Failure

and Deception.

The New Platform of Civil, Moral, Politicaland Social Government
and Welfare.

Waterloo. Seneca County, June 13, 1869.
A few mile? outside this curious little town, which

nestles among the hills and lakes that dot this picturesqueregion, and withiu about thirty miles of
Lake Ontario -as the crow flies," stands an old
meeting house, used for many years l>y the Hicksite
Society of friends. It is a large irauie building, just
off the dirt-road running through the town of
Junius, aud is situated upon an eminence within a

fenced area, which encloses also a small whllo-n
Quaker cemetery, comprising, perhaps, any graves.
The house is probably thirty or forty years old, and
its interior arrangement is in accordance with the
rules of construction adopted by the Friends
for their places of meeting. There are doors
on three sides, or, more properly, at tlie front
and both cnd3. A narrow platform, about two fee t

high, with a ratling along the front and a low seat
behind it, occupies the back interior of the meeting
liouse, and a primitive gallery runs arou-fd three of
the walls and is furnished with rude, straight-backed
benches. The house has a front of about fifty feet
und a depth of twenty-five, and may bediviaed Inside
into two compartments by elevating from the floor
and lowering from the ceiling by pulleys a plank
partition, built in sections, which slides in grooves,
and which, when adjusted, as effectually separates
each apartment trom the other as a good panelled
partition built stationary would do. Tins was

used tu former times to separate trie males
und females. Tlie ground tloor also Is supplied with
a number ot wooden benches or a similar pattern to
those in the ga'iery, and the walls are mastered and
whitened >'ot a square luch of painted surface Is
to be seen lu that quaint building, but the galleries,
the floor, the upright posts and beams, the platform,
the benches are almost white, being of plain pine
wood and bearing marks of frequent scrubbing,
which gives the planks the appearance of the msida
of a newly scalded churn or a dairy table. Everythingabout it is plain, ueat, simple. clean, Quakerish
In fact. A large sycatnoro tree stands in front cf
the building, a rich grassy tur!, cut only by a narrow,
dusty waijon track leading to the road, surrounds it,
aud at itj eastern end are situated two large wagon
sheds, beneath which those who attend services
liere shelter tholr horses and vehicles.
A fine rolling country stretches awav on either

hand from this particular scene, and by dint of good
finning yields fair returns of potatoes, corn, wheal,
barley an 1 rye to the agricultural. Some parts of
the territory, however, are rather poor Ui soil, or, as
oue of th« residents of tne locality put it, when interrogatda-ioihe qua ity of the land, "There Is
plenty to do. and little to get." The people as a
class throughout the region are Intelligent, "well to
do" larmers. und. together w;ih the Quakerish proclivitieswhich adhere to them from the existence of
tuo old society among them, and their nearness to
Rochester, the home of the I ox sisters, and the
scene ol marvellous spirit rapping, cpook seeing
an l ghos: invoking exploits, nave ortginateo ana
evolved .some very remarkable religious and psychologicalbeliels aud theories.

of officers to conduct tlie meeting. The committee,composed of men and wotnen. retired to the
lawn in front of the building, and during their
absence Mr. stebblns nail that inasmuch as lie had
nm attended lor several years past he was nut informedas to the pr-wnt precise method of organizingtlio meeunu. Twe present attendance of the
Friends was rather thin; but, if the rule of former
years couel be accepted a- an "men, u sparse openingaudience wos the promise of augmented numbersas the proceeding* progress!. It was In fact
a trait oi all these meetings th:it as they went on the
Interest In ttiein awakened and increased up to the
close. While the committee were m deliberation,
however, he would suggest thai 11 any Friend potentwere "moved'' he or site might, perhaps, profl'ablyaddr us the meuting.

Xtr. Powki.u of New York, shortly arose and
after some brief introductory remarks -aid that the
uim of the friends here was the advocacy and extensionof the simple, unaretending rne«sngc of truth
which this meeting haaalwav* promulgated. Among
the useiul, efficient instruments for reaching me
public nund he had always no: iced this Wat irloo
meeting us a centre of spiritual and moral Influence.
Of course it bad had Its aggressive opponents, but
tne principles bv which It was actuated were the
.lilgiient tidewater marKj»f American civilization, and
Ho lur as the question of aggression was concerned
he did not himself always agree with evervtning he
beard liere. Among the aggressors were at one lime
those who proclaimed the doumiati'ii of chntiel
slavery, but where was battel slavery now' It was
gone, and the same spirit which had overthrown It
Ji;td been heard throughout the world and wui- even
now active in Cuba. He di«i not regard the method
of war for the accomplishment oi such objects as
the best, but it seemed lo be the only axd inevitable
one: tod 111 that great warfare this little primitive
Waterloo meeting piayed a prominent pari, and the
voice which It sent forth was even now ringing in
the land, and the tllteenth amendment to the constitution,wlien adopted, as It would be at no distant
lint', wa destined to work the brightest revolutiotithe world has ever seon and to lift the

standard ol government timber thau the world
lias ever beheld It. And when, in addition
to that, the proposed sixteenth amendment
shall be rautied. and the ballot ikj* thrown open,
her* aud everywhere, to womeu and 10 men, the
whole aspect of our politiotl lU'e would be changed
lor the orijfhter and 'lie better. He remembered the
time when mere wan a smile ot ridicule evoned
when tiio idea ot women voting waa mentioned; but
to-day it was tho earnosl, practical problem of tlie
hour.
At this juncture the committee returned the followingnomination lor oitlcer.-i:.President, O. H.

Stebbios; Vice l're.-ideuW, Mrs. J. C. Howdlsli. of
Waterloo; Mrs. l)r. 1* A. Strowbridge, of Cortland:
Secretaries, Mary Buwdiah and William Harues, of
Waterloo. The nominations were then adoptod
unanimously and tne otllceis took their seata oil the
platform.

It was then aunonnced|tliat|the Buainee Committee
would retire to dralt resolution*, and that in view
of the {MM thar other proininent speaker s were expeoteI by till illWMM trulu the uioriuug would be
devoitid to luioriual discussions, and that alter rue
noon recess the meeting would proceed to the
regular business before it.

Miss Makiktta Bowks, of Clyde. N. Y. a young
luiiy of prepossessing manners and appearance, and
possessing a Hue, sympathetic contralto voice, played
a \oiuiitary ou a laelodeou, ami afterward* san. a
piece ot music of tUe "progressive" ordar with good
effect.

Mr. «ko. w. Tayi-ob, a tall, gentlemanly appearingman and a reputed trance *i>eaker, was then invitedto tay a few words it lie felt so "moved." and
made, m respouse, a brief address. expressing the
opinion 11.at "all ttie elements iu force iu ttie spiritualworld were now combined to eliminate us from
any (Ntt superstitious Which should keep back our
progress aud power." When we wore talking of
universal emancipation ami sullrage we were taking
the ilrst necessary right step towards tlie accomplishmentof the highest attainable object towards
mankind; aud as he thought of these things he could
not but express his ail miration 01 the nues 01 the
souic tliey had jnst heard:.

It In coming up the sleep of time,
Vint our oi l world is growing brighter;

We may not ate us il.wn «ul>iime,
liul II nia!:ea tlie lieurl to feel tha lighter,

Mr. STB'iBtNfi, in the course of some remarks made
by Una when Mr. Taylor lud concluded, «aid that
our sucicty was now ou tne eve of the most complete
and ample nnd nfmwilfT reronnatioii.reiorm
among tlie churches, in politics, iu Hie government,
in the social circle. The ititluence of truth and
justice aud freedom was asserting itself
among humanity, and it must prevail; the
trutu was never permanently vanquished
by wrong; error and superstition and evil
were ever sure to lall before the power of truth and
re., in, as asserted by tho dictates ami aspirations of
the soul alter purity, freedom aud iruth. It was an
error iu the system of Christianity that ihe devil was
made immortal, and theology thereby showed its
lack 01 philosophical principle in a fundamental
point. Tlie devil should have been mortal Instead of
immortal. The good always had and always would
prevail over the bad, aud, U' theology was consistent
in us reasoning, Uod should be longer lived tliau
tlie devil. It was a sigu of tlie progressof humanity in the path of right
aud truth that the late orthodox meetiug at Boston
awakened the inquiry and Attention or a large numberof ctergvmeu to the new relgious society. After
alluding to the gratifying results ol the Karuungtoii
meeting of a year ago. and stating that no one could
foresee the grand resulis which these awakenings
would produce, he referred brieily to the question
of womau suffrage, and said that lie believed thai he
would live to see A'omen exercise the right to use
me oanot.
A recess of one hour was taken, duriug which the

meeting partook o: luacli on the sward in .'rout or
the building. ami wut:h haa been bruugiu in bassets
l»3 the ueighbors, who participated.

A iternoon Proceedings.
About half-past two o'clock the meeting reassembledan i letters were road from Rev. William J.

Union and Alfred H. Love, of Philadelphia, expressingtheir regret at not being present, and
assuring the triunds of tiiu lively interest tliev felt
in the cause of progress, lu the letter of Mr. Love
some allusion was ma le to the efforts of the various
Christian churches to secure "what the ministers
call the recognition ot Uod in the constitution of
ine United Mates."
Mr. Steiibins expressed ttie opinion in regard to

the matter that there was '*aboot as much likelihoodor inserting the clause in the constitution,
which these gentlemen wish, as there was of buildinga railroad to the moon. Just as likely."
Oiiari.es D. B. Mills, of Syracuse, next addressed

the meeting and said there is at the present time
scarcely any ecclesiastical establishment ui which
tii -re are nut existing some schisms and differences
of opinion. There is a ureal ueal of idolatry in the
( hurt h. The Old and New Schools of Presbyterians
bare professe I recently a reunion and propose to do
their work together, but he thought the government
of that Church had not vitality enough in It to do
anything. This was simply a stroke of policy that
had brought them to unite. It pleased liltn, however.to nnd in all these ecclesiastical organizations
young men whose souls were becoming too big for
their bodies under their systum, and ail
tiiese things only augured a grand and
glorious future for the areat Church of Progresswiiich was destined to found a religionBrighter anJ more powerful than the Christianity of
the sixteenth century. It would be, indeed, a
Church as broad as humanity and as lree as the
light and uir. These instances of disruption and revolutionm the Protestant Church were th'i Baptist's
cry in the wilderness.

Mr. jAtkbbin.s again spoke at some length in referenceto the inconsistencies ol the clergymen anJ In
advocacy of the principles of spiritualism, concludingby suggesting tliat if any of the friends were
moved' lo sav something they stiouid do so. dt-jr

were here sure to t>e welcomed, whetlier strangers
or not, and, whatever their views, they were
earnestly inviteJ to express thein, even though In
antagonism to all tliat had been said. This was a
lree platform, free to atl who chose to use it for the
expression of his or her honest. earuest views, withoutrc;er»»nce to what those views nnvht i»e.
Fheh lioi fiLAs- took the opportunity of expr-**abit of his uiind. and said that be did not know

what w is meant by tbia ta'.k of getting moved."
lie thought that if a man wnned to say anyttll'igor
had anything to say h- would s.iv it wittiotu being
moved" by anybody or hii> tiling. It was a lree,

voluntary act, the tiupui-'e of nis own mind. Men
were net er heard of as being "moved" to take dinner,or being -moved" to u > out and hoe potatoes.
There waa no po*er In the universe which compelledus to do anrtlitn? or could control us.no
power of any sjrt higncr than our own soul's convictions.

Mr. JowEtx. on behalf of the Committee, then
oHered the toliowmg resolution*:.

All the omen*
and portents that have foretold the great epochs that
have marked signal steps ui (he growth and auvanco
ol the race are essentially present to-day, and with
an added emphasis.

Christianity came, proclaimed and prepared by
horuiil* und limnmliiic :ihW> nnoirlu<is in
the wilderness, announcing the advent of ti tie>%kingdom.The world seemed rlpencil and stood
walnut for its coming. Creeian thougl* and
culture, quickened by fresh contact with
the gorgeous Kast, its wealth of meditation,
luslgtit aud repose. tiad takeu on new life and inspiration;there was intense mental activity all
abroad, the old forms aud beliefs had become eil'ete
and a jugg.e, revolting to the worshipper. There
was a wave of lusptratioa upon the world, deep soullongingami prophecy tor a larger, higher liie.
Jesus was toe dlrth of his century, the Cuikl of the
Age, while also Sou or Ueaveu, aud the finest
ripeness of Jewish thought and love. Ho had parentageru anlng baok not only to Jerusalem but also to
Alexandria and Athens.

IHE CASE OF THLODOKE ALLEH.

The Kxniuiuation Yesterday.
The cx&niinatlou in the case o( Theodore Allen,

more familiarly known an The. Allen, proprietor of
the notorious St. Bernard Uotel, at the corner of
ITince and Mercer streets, was continued before
Justice Led with, at the Jeflerson Market I'ollce
Court. There were not as many of the prisoner's
friends present as at the former examinations, owingto the fact that man; of them have mane their
exit to Boston for the purpose of attending the
Peace Jubilee to be held there to-day, as we understandseveral of them had very important engage
monts theroof a peculiar nature. The prisoner is
charged by Robert P. Towuley, of No. as Exchange
place, in the employ of i'inkerton's Detective
Agency, with rescuing a prlsouer from him on the
27th of March last at the cornor of Broadway and
Priuce streets, named William Forrester, an escapedconvict from the penitentiary at Joliet, III.,
wao was in Ills custody, and who had been sentencedto the above prison for a term of thirteen
years on a charge o( burglary committed in that
State. Mr. Charles M. l>e Costa appeared for the
prosecution and w. F. Howe for the defence.
Tho only witness examiued was David L. Price, a

carman, residing at No. 316 West Twenty-first
street, ror tne prosecution, who testitled as follows:.!am a truckman in the employ of Ball, Black
& Co. and others; I saw the disturbance on the cornerif i'riiice and Merccr streets, between Allen and
Towuley; Towuley had hold of FortWter and aski'd
lor help while he could put handcuifs on him; I saw
Allen come up, take hold ot Towuley and Forrester
and separate tliem; Forrester ran towards the St.
Bernard Hotel; Towuley had a death grip on Forrester;I have seen persons die under the same
grip: don't remember who they were, where tliey
died or when it occurred. (Here the witness began
giving a very mterestlug account ol what the death
grip was, which was objected to by the counsel lor
the prwecution, when the counsel on the other side
stated that, from the contradictory manner in which
the witness was testifying It was about time he
choked otf.) I was lirst spoken to in rcierencc
to the case about three weeks ago, at the
f.nrnor nf Prlnr.» >UrPf»r. anrt Hrniulunv hir ilu>

complainant, when I llrst became aciprauited witii
tiim; tills was the tirst time 1 ever spoke to him; it
was a short time after the occurrence happened;
don't know whether it was two mouths ago or not;
it mightjhavejbeou; Townluy introduced himself at
the corner, where I watt attending to mv business;
don't recollect whether 1 hail a coutouornot; was
aware he llrst asiced me if 1 was Mr. i'rice; 1 informed
him 1 was; he then asked me if I witnessed the occurrencebetween Allen and himself; I informed hun
I did; he then asked me what I knew about it; don't
remember whether he made memorandum; he asked
me where I lived; I did not make any appointment
to meet or seo hiin;iwo talked a short time, when he
left; I next saw mm when he subpa-nued me, about
fifteen days ago, on the corner of Prince street and
Broadway; don't know whether i was alone: 1
read the subpnua to come to this court; don't know
the day; I saw policemen just after the ail'rav occurred,but did not go with them to Allen's; Allen
went into nis place after the occurrence; 1 stood on
the opposite side of the street; I told the engineer
employed at Hall, Black A Co.'s the same afternoon
there hud been a muss around the corner between
Allen and a mail 1 dl l not know; told miu that an
escaped convict from Michigan had escaped from
tne man who had a muss with Alien; Towniey was a
stranger to me; before Alieu came heard 'i'ownley
say, '-For (iod's sake, let some person take hold of
the man," so that lie could fK the handcuffson him, as he was an escaped convict from
milium| iiuic-i do»r iui. inuif ci im. i iuni;rt<Jii, liui

any of Townley's friends; Alien wan on tlie left hand

About two yearn ago the Ubkald called (tie attentionof the authorities to the horrible condition In
wUiclt the sunken lot on Tenth aveuue, between
Fifty-third aud Klfty-fourth atreeu, was at the time,
a huge receptacle for dead cats, (loirs, goats and all
kinds of carrion and lllth. 1 He miasmatic eiUuvia
from the putrefying carcasses and from the accumulatednilli aud garbage infected the atmosphere of
the whole neighborhood aud created and spread
disease. The inhabitants of that portion of the city
aiso applied to the police aud health authorities at
the tuue, and it seemed, for a while, as If something
would be done to abate that pestiferous nuisance.
But what was done nas made matters not
only not better, but far worse to-day
than tliey were two years ago. Garbage

the city iuto the lot, Increasing ita horrid outflow of
pesiilent air. The natural outlet of the accumulatingstagnant and llltliy water was obstructed, and
thus the otrensiveness of the nuisance Increased.
The dumping or these carts was stopped once or
twice by orders lrom the police, but quickly resumed,and has since gone on uninterruptedly,
lining noarly eiglu-teuths of the whole lot, extendingover half of the block, with such repulsive matter,from wluoh, on any warm day, an unbearable
stench arises. Water still accumulates there, aud,
as 11 it were done by a refined system of cruelty t»
the inhabitants of l-'llty-l'ourttf street, a sort of open
ennui was left through nearly the centre of turn
lliili, which carries the black, murky fluid,
impregnated with odors such as no subterraueaunewer c-.uld excel, over the sidewalk
iuto Fifty-iourth street and down that street aud lis
side gutters and into the cellars or the bouses, una
01 tue residents or that street but a short time ago
made com plaint of it to the Sanitary 1'olice, where
he was referred to the Superintendent or Ihe SanitaryDepartment. Here he explaiued the condition
of the place and slated, in addition uud as au aggravatingfact, that uo garbage cart had passed through
the block on Fifty-iourth street, from Teuth to Lieveilill avenues, lor the last two years. YY'heu the reporterot the H ukali) visited aud examined the place
yesterday he louud that neither this statemeui nor
any ot the mauy complaints made were exaggerated.Hut the complainant referred to above was
simply told tuat the Board of Health were Just then
''consulting" with ihe cfotou iioard uoout this very
matter, and "something'' would be done as soon as
possible. Thus the contusion of our municipal governmentshows Itself again. Willie one "board"
wastes tune by "consulting" another "board" nothingis doue, and through the incitlcleucy of these
circumlocution "boards" the people are made to
sufler.

Still there was a change. While the two "boards"
were "consulting," and undoubtedly with proper
gravity, dignity uud earuestuess, matters have
grown froui bad to worse; lor even in tins case a
worse condition was yet possible. For about turee
years a contractor is building a sewer from the
North river up Flfty-llftli street to Eleventh avenue
aud along that avenue to Fiity-lourth street, in
winch street it is to be continued to Tenth aveuue.
Weeks ago he readied tue corner of Filiy-rourtta
street and Eleventh avenue uud began to dig up
some hundred feet or thereabouts to tue east. Doing
this he blocked up the sired entirely by the daius of
earth he threw up, aud not pools, perfect lakes of
the ilHIiy water coining from mounds oi decomposed
garbage anu other vegetable aud animal uiattur on
tue \acani lot on Tenth avenue, wore formed, renderingthe whole neighborhood one immense hotbed
of infections and contagious diseases. Our reporter
visited several houses and found the cellars lined to
the depth of lrom three to lour feel with black,
murky water, emitting a stench delying description,
ah coming lrom the street, owing to tue negligence
of tue proper authorities, one of these homes thus
articled is a four story brick double tenement house,
Imviug lour families on each floor, where nardiy a
day passes that the services of a physician are not
required. In fact, taking tue uumtier ot persons
residing here, U is safe to say that this is the uu-
healthiest spot in toe city, lor the rate 01 disease to
the number of population is nowueru greater. niter
a lain like thai of jesteruay morning a vi w ol Hut
street la actually fearful. The black oifensive sedimentirom I tic Uliliy canal is washed intu and deposited011 Its sarlace: the street is toru into deep
ruiii, where the carcasses of cats, auJ other
repulsive annual laaiter are caught and left, and
towards the iicail of the Hewer there forma a lat'e of
that sickening stuif, in which but tae oiner Jay a
child wan nearly drowned while trying to cross irom
oue side of the street to the oilier.
And work on this sewer is delayed, if not stopped.

.some of the owners ol dwellings lit tins street, duelingit Impossible to obtain repress by their remonstrancesto tliu or tliat "board." concluded to make
up a purse, a > ort of stimulating present to the contractor,ol to Induce him to hasten with the
work.

of No. 050 paid ten dollars, and several others gave
twenty dollars toward that object, that the contractorthus privately stimulated may proceed a little
faster; an.I one house owner (OTOIMd to pay Uun
il(M extra If ho snouid succeed in passing west
or his house with the sewet by July. vVhy is thmf
is the stipulated contract prico lu-iulllcieut, or is it
intended that the property holders may kci out
of patience and become williug to add privatelyto the amount of taxes assessed upon
tliein lor the building of the sewer 1 The people
In iho neighborhood are at least very mucii
incensed at tue way m which they are treated ami
even maltreated, and they aro excusable if thejr
charceali manner or sins and maipiuttces upou
those irom whom they snould t>e entitled to proiecttouand redress. They charge, among other tiling*,
tliat certain oillcers oi the llcalth Hoard linv;' been
levying a private tax upon them; tiiai ad along It
lias been willingly paid In the hope that the horrid
complication of nuisances would quickly and finally
be abated. And ali in vain. Tney are now mod
of Itaud wnl, tlay say, no longer staud It.

It Is time mat the "consulting" or the "Health
Hoard'' with the "C'rotou Hoard" should cease, aui
that energetic measures be taken tu hand at. once la
cure tins sore spot, for with the approacning not
lays tue scorching sun umy here breed <linea.se to
overrun, like an epidemic, tue whole city an bring
liaease and death to thousands or households.
