It will be observed that Secretary .Boutweli has

withdrawn from circulation. The fact goes to explainthe activity In money at Uus point, so singular
ai nils season of the year. The stringency has been
attributed to the artificial influences of "bear"
cliques; but the Clearing House returns for a week or
two past show no locking up of ureenbacks, even if
the banks were willing to infringe the law. It is difficultto conceive that money has not been artificially
lightened. The genius which some ol our stock operatorsshow would suggest a w.iy and means of doing
no which would be invisible to the general public.
An impression that Mr. Uoutwell canuot long maintainIds present position, led to a better feeling in
the market for government bonds which moved
counter to the general direction of stocks and gold.
There Is no wish to force him into buying an additionalmillion of bonds, it is simply suggested that
lie muy do so with his present currency balance,
and that he need not be held to the purchase of
two millions a week as a steady policy. The only
alternative is the cessation of oue of his weekly gold
sales, a step which would throw the market again
