The charge
wus proferred by J. R, Wanit, a salesman at Ball,
Buck & CoJs, The man was couveved to the
basement and sssigned o cell by detective Farley,
Who made the arrest,  Later in the evening doorman
Clark found, on repalring to the cell, that s pris-
oner was apourently dead. He burried to the In-
spector's offlce and  reported  the facts, when
Dr. Armstrong. of the Central OMce, was
called and nuunwﬂ the man dead. An
exmnination araon of the deceasea showed
that he had remov his gilk necktie from beneath
