per day, but it varied down through the Intermediatefigures to seven per cent, currency, a few
minutes before three o'clock. The demand
had been entirely supplied by this hour, and
the group gathered in front of the Stock
Exchange, where the money market has become
u fixture, suddenly found themselves all lenders.
l.oaus late in the afternoon were made at six per
cent, and were offered at Ave by half-past three. In

Young replied
that It would be, and they were accordingly taken
ashore at Platen Island and to the house ot Jaines
Arnold. The latter person Untitled that between
eleven and twelve o'clock of the night In question
Young and some other men came to his house and
left some packages, which Arnold said he Supposed
were clothes. The men stayed about an hour or so
and iheu went bacK. In the morning, (hiding out
that the packages contained cigars, he started for
New York to see Captain IJartlctt about it, and
found hlui on li.s vessel, liartlett at llrst seemed
surprised and to know nothing at all about the cigars,
lie thiatiy said that Jim Eggieson would go for
them, iho captain fluid the clears were nil right.

The
lire was drat discovered by Thoinus Martin, the
miller, who said it originated behind the chimney
on the fourth floor of the stores. He called
up the engineer, Henry Ulglow, but the
tlaines had gained so much progress that
tliey found It Impossible to extinguish them. The
alarm was immediately given, but considerable tnne
elapsed before the firemen managed to get streams
OO the burning structure. In the meantiuiu the
breeze which prevailed accelerated the flames, and
they extended from one part of the structure to
the other, threatening a more disastrous conflagrationthan what occurred. Cantain Hart, with the
police boat, soon appeared and put on some poweriulstreams, which helped to check, thu flames. The
uuils were owned by Mr. Abncr (ireenleaf, wno estimateshis loss at from (uo.ooo to ("o.ooo.

Counsel.The Judge's Charge.Acquittal of
the Prisoner.The Itoseudaln and Craft
Murders.

White Plains, June 16,1809.
Pursuant to adjournment from nine o'clock last

night the second day's prooeeuings in the O'Neill
murder case were opened shortly after eight o'clock
this morning. In consequence of the early hour at
which the court opened the attendance of spectators
was rather limited, but towards ten o'clock the
court room became densely filled, and, as on tno
previous day, a large number of ladies was present,
anxiously listening to the summing up of cponscl,
and evincing a deep Interest in the result of trie trial.
Mr. Larkln summed up on behalf of the prisoner,

Charles Sullivan, lie commenced by alluding to the
new law whereby prisoners in criminal cases were

permitted to testify In their own behalf, and commentedon the prudence and wisdom ot that law.
lie said the act in reference to this matter, which
was passed by the Legislature of tbls State last
winter, entltleu the Legislature to everlasting credit,
lie read the law from the Revised Statutes and
contended that it concerned this case, and that Sullivanwas Justified, as a public odloer, in shooting
tlie convict O'Neill in order to recapture him. lie
showed how the officers of Sing Sin# prison
were justified in shooting auy convict who
attempted to run away, and until the Legislaturefurnished (he power to enclose the
prison with a wall that state of things
should exist. As long as the Legislature furnished
the pistols and bullets to the oillcers Of the prison
lor that purpose the oltlcers were entitled to use
them In preventing the escape ol convicts. Let the
jury convict Sullivan and there would be a shout of
Iriunipli raised by the rascals in Sing Sing Prison,
and they would go to work and burn the place in

law interposed m favor of convicted felons and
ust, efllcient and conscientious ofllcers who

faithfully discharged their duties. Tao counsel theu
entered into an elaborate dissection of Hie evidence
lor the prosecution, and cloned after an hour spent
in the delivery ol his speech.

Jl'UliE BAKNAUD'd CtlAUOK.
At twenty niioatea to eleven o'clock Judge Barnardproceeded to cliaiye the Jury. He said:.

ncen put upon trial by the Grand Jury of tins county
charged with the crime of murder. It is beyond alt
doubt that the deceased O'Neill came to his death
from the effects of a pistol shot wound, the pistol
having i>ecn discharged by the prisoner now on
trial. Where Hie is taken the law has provided that
if an excuse is rendered which shall justify the act
it is a crime of some grade. There Is no dispute in
tins case, but that death happened at the hands of
the prisoner at the bar. Therefore the question which
sometimes enters into cases of this kind.uamely,
whether death was occasioned by tna act which the
prisoner Is alleged to have committed.Is removed.
What, then, is the prisoner guilty off The law definesmurder to lie the intention of killing a human
being Horn malice aforethought.from preformed
design, But every killing, with lite actual preformed
desigu of killing is not murder, aud that presents
the Question which th-- prisoner claims exonerates
him from the effect of histact. It Is a statute which
makes certain killing, although dono with a preformeddesigu, justifiable. It makes the killing by
a sheriff, under the Judgment of a court, justifiable.
It makes the killing necessarily committed in retakingfelons who have escaped Justifiable. Now, thon,
you are brought to the first great question which you
are to determine 111 tills case, as to the guilt or
absolute innoc-nce of the prisoner in every respect.
He avers an excuse which, if true, is good in law
and which makes him guiltless of the killing of this
man.that the act was necessarily committed in retakingau escaped felon. You have also to deter-

the Stute l'rliun of this State. lie was In tlio lawful
custody of the peraous who control that prison. lie
hud no right to lit.-* liberty aud he had escaped.

the necessary retaking or that convict f That convictbv judgment of this court stood different lrotn
any other man. lie hud uo right to his liberty,
lie stood without right to personal liberty, and any
t>erson lu the Slate had a right to take him and returnhtm to the prison. It was the duty of the
prisoner to take htm. It was the duty of the
escaped convict to surrender to the person claiming
hint to return him to the prison. Was this aid,
then, necessarily commuted In the taking of tins
escaped convict? If the escaped couvlct had had an
empty pistol In his hand, holding It In a threatening
manuer, then the prisoner would have been Justified
in taking his life, although there was no necessity in
point of fact, liociiusc the otneer of the law is not
bound to look to see whother the pistol
is loaded or not. If the convict stood In an attitude
of defiance ur resistance, not allowing the officer to
take him, it was ihe right of the prisoner to shoot
him, If necessary, to enforce obedience. If a convicthad started ami run It would have been the
right of the prisoner to have shot him to bring bun
down. It Is not a question of self-defence. In a
case of self-defence the law requires that the personwho offers that as an excuxe should flee to the
wall.that Is, he shall (lee until a wall'or other ol>structlonprevents his further flight, and then he
can turu around and shoot bis pursuer. The prihoner'sduty here wu to approach the convict and
not to flee from him, and the convict's
duty was to surrender and not to flee. I say to
you that If the prisoner stood In such an attitudethat the officer, as a prudent man, had a right
to think that It was necessary to Are his pistol, ht la
absolved Irom the consequence of this act. But,
gentlemen, this convict, because he waa a convict,
had, beyond the principles I have stated, all the
rights that any other person has In the community.

to thia officer with open hands and said."(iharicv,
don't ahoot me." ami if that officer shot him, he i#
not protected bv this section of the Statute,
ami ho la utility of something. There are iom« por

to the benefit of the prisoner. Did this convict aurrender,or wan he allot after hia surrender with tn«
