The House of Lords did not adjourn il nearly
four o'clock this morning, owing to the efforts maile
to presa the passage of the Irish Church bill to its
second reading, The proceedings, which were highly
dnteresting and important, attracted a great crowd
of spectators, among whom were the Prince of Wales
and the Duke of Cambridge. The beeches, lobbies,
galleries and every avalluble space were fllled wiih
people, who remained until the fnwl result.

Lora Hatherley wook the foor lmimediately on the
<onclusion of Lord Westbury's speech and warm' y
supported the bill. He said that whatever were the
shortcomings of Mr. Bright and Mr. Gladstone the
want of clearness was certainly not one of them.
Last year both of these gentlemen unfoldea the
policy to be pursued. He regretied the long delay
In an act of justice, and asseried that it was the
Tight of the State to Interfere and regulate property
for religious and charitable porposes, when opposed
to the public good, and when it cound
be better and more usefully appropristed. [e
sald  that the acts of Elizabeth clearly in-
tended the Church to be that of the nation. He drew
a fearful picture of the manner in which the polioy
had been carried out, but be sail it had entirely
falled although seconded by the vishops and clergy.
The attempt to force a hostile Church on a people
Was the root of all evils, Ireland exonerated the
clergy of the present day for complicity In these wcts,
but the odinm attached and descended to them, The
present measure was only one to establish a new
epoch int the religlon of Iveland—Instead of rulning,
10 give the church for the first tune a fatr feld and
<hunce ot mnu!lluun; the people. He strongly de-
fended the § ¥ and =ound policy of the
bill. He agm\hl wll'.h the ldea advanced by sowe, that
1t would be better w devote part of the funds seeruing
to education; but as the nation wus unable to agres
1o Its use inthat way there was no course to be
pursueéd but that specified 1o the bill. The bill was
Tully endorsed by the countrv. In conclusion he ex-
horted the House to a calm consideration of the
great measure, irrespective of puarly feelings, and
expressed his bellef that all wonld unlte in the de-
®ire o seltle tne question ou a fuir and lwpartil
basis.
