The rebels numbered
from soo to l.ooo, white and black. Soon after the

The enemy's loss
was over too men in killed, wounded and prisoners,
h'rom tlie latter I learned all that we required with
reference to our opponent^ and In Vazquez I preparedthe way to a complete rout on their part. We
watted for the enemy in vain; having become completelyterrified, he did not venture to sally from belilndtha walls where he had taken refuge, and
where ho was certainly not sheltered from the rain,
is I had previously ordered the demolishing of the
liuts, which might otherwise have served him.

I learned this morning that a column was coming
from Tunas m aid of their comrades, already a short
instance frcin headquarters. Tho arms of the republichad ou this occasion to reap new glory, if not a

triumph, as the enemy fled in the most shameful
manner, atter a rude attack with macliete in hand,
JlrecteJ by Colonel Varona, and thus the enemy
was pursued until the Cubans had spent tlielr lust
:artridge, not only of their own ami", but likewise
)f those captured from the enemy in the previous
3ght. This remarkable final attack was made by
Colonels Ylllar and Varona.
In the first encounter, notwithstanding that the

Cubans fought open breasted and with admirable
lerentty, It wa& only the aid, Kduardo Montejo, that
lad the glory of being slightly wounded In the leg.

The government of Chile has witnessed with the
liveliest interest the political events which have
lately transpired tn Cuba. From the Intelligences
we have received of these events It seems beyond a
question of doubt that the insurrection undertaken
by those who are proclaiming the independence of
that island acquires daily additional iorce, atul
everything tends to indicate that the struggle of the
Spanish authorities against the Insurgents will be
prolonged and bloody. Eyewitnesses worthy of
credence agree in asserting that this war has assumed
an inhuman character, which civilized people cannotvieW with indiilerencc, the sinfllarity of origin,
of religion, of language which exists between the
Chilean and Cuban people, 110 less than the sentimentsof humanity, would have Induced my governmentto promote the regulation of this war; but the
position of our relations with Spain prevents Chile
exercising her good oillccs to such end.

It is not thus with the people and the government
of the United States. The amicable relations which
It cultivates with Spain, inspires us with confidence
that ;he latter will not be indifferent to the prestige
or the influence or the former and its amicable intervention.The vicinity oven or the scene of the
war offers the North American government a title,
and a motive, too, for endeavoring to Insure the
more humane conduct of the combatants.

I request you then, under such impressions, to
seek an interview with the Minister of foreign
Affairs, and through him to place before the governmentat Washington the desires of Chile of which I
now (alarm you.

I have pleasure tn believing that the American
government will lend to this suggestion of mino a re-
ceptlon so much the more kindly, as you ought not to
forget Hint tlie cause which the insurgent,"a of Cuba

To the Editor of the Herald:.
You .do a manifest injustice to the Greek governmentin the obituary notice published in this morning'sissue, regarding the late Jonas King, a missionaryof the Presbyterian Board, who died in

Athens, Greece, on ttie J.'d of May.
The unfortunate controversy between the Greek

government and Dr. King arose solely from the persistenceof the latter, notwithstanding numerous
warnings to desist from speak leg, in unbecoming
terms against the predomlnAing religion of the
country, irom distributing secretly pamphlet* to the
same etrect among the peasantry, and from practisingopeniy proselytiam. Both these cases are
clearly provided for by the first article of our constitution:.
ARTICLE 1. Tlie predominating religion In Greece i that of

tlx- K«»ttrn Orthodoi Church of Christ. Eeery other religion
Is toiera'.ed. and Its serrices and cereminloa «rr alhiwed iu he

wiUtom «ny bimlrancr or m"lf«l»il(ni unilcr (li« j.rotcctl.jBof the l*w« of the Hingilom. I'ronflytlum »n.l a»y
oth*r in'.erlerence tlie i>r«tlutuluatiuf rtligloa itre furblJden.
For these offences he wa« brought l»ofore the Court

of Jurors, in Athena, in 1852, awl condemned to leave
the country: Out the aenteuoe has never i»een carried
out, out of deference to tlie Amcncan government
ami people. It is a well known fiutthar Ur. KIntr
continued to reside in Athena unmolested ever
since, with the exception of two visits which he
male u> the United .states for the benefit of hi§
health. I>r. King has never been imprisoned In
Greece.
with regard to the land controversy, the case

stand* thus:.Dr. King had bought a piece of land in
Athens for |l,ooo. According to the approved plan

through a corner of his land, and for this a fair compensationwas offered to him by the municipality of
Athens. -He refused said compensation.first, be
cause lie wanted more money, and then because he
pretended that be wanted to build on it. of course
this could not lie allowed, as It would obstruct a
public thoroughfare. Many yean afterwards he
brough' a heavy ault for damages and accrued
interest against the government, ills claim
wiu powerfully supported by the Franklin Pierce
administration, which ordered the Hon. tieorge P.
Marsh, then United states Minister at Constantinople,
to proceed to Athens ami enforce the claim. Thia
gentleman, as soon as lie arrived in Athena, demandedin very peremptory terms, Orat. the aentencefor exile to I* annulled, and, second, the
whole amount claimed by iir. King to be paid at
onae. The uree* government replied very courteouatvthat It had no power to overthrow a Judiciarysentence (although said sentence waa never
carried oat) of aa independent tribunal, and as for
the land claim It waa ready 141 come to terma and do
Justice to Ur. King. Mr. Marsh left Athena witnout
accomplishing the object of his misalon. Subsequentlythe United stuu *Ajoverntnent aent to Atheua
the Hon. R. II. Pryor, of Virginia, to aettie thia matteramicably. Mr. Pryor laid entirely aalde the Judl*
cial question and confined himself to the laod claim.
The result waa that l>r. King received a draft on the
greek TreMurv for 1^3,000, id gold, for hia claim. I
may m wall Md that ttie cub and landed property
of the late Dr. King in Allien* in eatimated at over
half a million of dra< limaa ($10u,0<w>. Ilia wife, an
accomplished ureek lady from Smyrna, contlnuea to
reiide in Athena and baa aiwaya remained a member
of the Eaatern orthodox Cburcb.

Up the Iludnon.
Among the man; excursion parlies which Icfi

the city yesterday, that which chose the steamboai
Sleepy Hollow for their transit could take a foremostplaco. Hie steamboat Sleepy Hollow was built
to compete with the Hudson River ltailroad in

carrying passengers to and from West roint, Cold
Spring and Newburg, and In order to do this it was
necessary that good accommodations at a moderate
fare should be furnished, and that withal the boat
should bu able to nuke (lie trip in reasonably last
time. Ail these requisites have beeu furnished by
the proprietors of the boat. The boa\ they say, can
accommodate 2,0ju people, and makes the run to
New burgh in alittle over three hours, it is lltted up
in a style affording ease uud comfort
to passengers, arid la at the same time most elegant
in its appointments. So much for the bout, i he
parly which embarked on board yesterday morning
must have numbered fullv l,uoo or 1,200, and was
composed of people, to all appearances, of the highestrespectability. There was none of the "rough"
element on uoard, as the trip is such that lor
that gent It would bu "a long time beiween
drinks" and would call too heavilr on their
ready cash to pay the fare. Those who were present
were mostly family parties intent on enjoying a
quiet, pleasant excursion, or ou the way to make a
call ou some friend In the country. The company,
then, it will be seen, was a choice one. With such a
flue vessel, such a select lot of vovaunirs, and such
beautiful weather as that of yesterday, a trip of a
few hours up the Hudson, breathing the pure air of
Heaven and feasting the eye and the tnlud ou the
beauties of nature which abound along the route and
the happy thoughts which they give rise to could not
be otherwise than delightful. The boat Htarted from
