THe results of thirty-one elections to the Holland

Chamber of Deputies have come to liaud. Of the
successful candidates twenty aro liberals, fourteen
of whom sat in the laet Chamber, and eleven are

conservatives, of whom three aro new members. A
second balloting will be neccssary in Ave electoral
qislricts.
An old man, attired In ecclesiastical costume and

weiring a long white neard, has been seen for the
last few days in the streets of l'arls. It Is Mgr.
Dupond, Bishop of Azoth, in the kingdom of £iam,
who has come to Europe to be present at the GeneralCouncil. This prelate was boru at Arras; he has
resided in Siam for the last thirty years.
The Paris e'atrUi says that several papers^ In enumeratingtho artillery force of l'russla, have declaredthat It consists or 8,000 guns, and that of

France la numerically Inferior. "Without entering
now into any comparison," says the Patvie, "we
may perhaps be allowed to remark that France possessesa total of ft,845 guns, the bulk of which arc
new rifled cannons, or old pieces which have been
altered, and that our artillery enJoyB a very high reputationin Europe.
An analysis of the rolls of the peerage shows that

Bo far from tho "descendants of the Hunnymedc
barons" being numerously represented in the presentBoose of Lords, only three peerages of the thirteenthcentury survive. There aro four peerages of

ENGLAND.

The London Time* on the Ltte French
Elections.

In lsro the Minister or rnbllc Instrpctton published
a colored map, showing the sta;e of elementary edu-
chi ,on m tuo departments, according to trie census
tables or the annual conscription. Taking thlBtmftp
bs a guide to the recent elections, we find that, with
*:arccly an exception, wherever the standard of nationaleducation in highest, the candidates or the
pppomtluu have distanced their official competitors,
Una the bitter parody of ft celebrated phrase, In
wMch A furls contemporary sutns up these educationaland electoral »utlstics.L'Kmvire e'est I'ignotawe-ieonly too well jusniled.
Surely this n not the sort of basis for a dynastyto satisfy a thoughtful and intelligent sovereign.

All the false doctrines of rash and irresponsible
advisers cannot persuade hiui that at this period of
the nineteenth century such a people as the French
Will resign themselves to the tyranny of ignorance.
Besides, in some slight degree this mass of ignoranceis decreasing every year, and as the circle
Of popular intelligence widens, the majority of tlie
fttlsUed shrinks, like tin; feau <te ctwjrin to balKftc'sstory.
To gain, however, a clear view of the trile meaningol thtae results of the second ballot, it Is more

Important to tlx attention upon the electors than
tip»n the elected; upon toe relative numbers of the
majority and tue minority in the constituencies
wnerc official or Independent candidates have been
returned, and upoil the plwses of the population
whfcu that majority ami that minority severally and
distinctly represent. It will be found that
In a considerable portion of the country as
well as the town constituences, the candidate
or the liberal minority has run the official nomineevery hard, and when the moral and material resourcesof the adinluisiraMon against an obnoxious
Intruder in isolated localities are weighed In the
balance, tho mere apparition of any bnt official candidatesseems in most cases almost miraculous. It
Is absurd u> suppose that in electing a candidate or
(jXtreiue opinions the populations of commercial
ftcd industrial cities, and or ail the great centres of
Intel.igcnce and act|vltr, are aiming at the demolitionof existing society, or the violent subversionol the peace and order of the community.What they mean is simply to choose the man

adversary 10 th«S ruling power, and this they do
oiuetluios without much regard to the political capacityol the candidate or their choice. But the
transformation ol the majority in the new CorpH

compliant acclalmers ol every Minister who demands
tlit Ir unquestioning ronfldenoe and assent. one of

wane. It may be reserved for the wiser

The
story of a tripartite alliance against the United
Htates is one of those cauards whica are very apt to
puzzle even sober people, and to place common
sense at a discount. According to this report
negotiations of some kind »r other ure on loot
for tue union of (ireat Britain, franco and
Spain In a treaty wtucb contemplates the possibilityof war with the American republic. We believethat so far as the responsible statesmen or thtfl
country are concerned these negotiations are a pure
llgiiieui^f the Imagination, and we are inclined to
tmnK that both the Kinperor and the government of
Spain have domestic troubles on their hands which
will Indispose them to embark in bo magnificent an
undertaking as an alliunce, offensive and defensive,
with Kuglaud. The facts with which we are actually
confronted are sutllciently serious without the introductionof an element, ol romance into the question.Thero has already been a great deal too uiucn of
talk for the mental health of either nation, and for
this reason it might be as well tf the threatened de
bate In the House or Commons did not come oil'.
Everybody is satisfied with the statesmanlike explanation01 Lord Clarendon, and for the preueut
the further soluuon of ihe problem may saiely be
left in the wise bands t< which it baa been entrusted.
The nation has confidence in her Majesty's advisers.
Debates in the House of Commons may provoke
furt er misunderstandings.at all events, they can
serve no useful object, and we should be glad if our
legislators would lor a time exercise the wisdom of
silence.

Dreadful Boilrr Explosion nt Bingtey.
The London Time* of the 10th lust, contains the

following heartrending account of a boiler explosion,which was attended with considerabl^ioss
of life:.
A very disastrous boiler exploRion, supposed to

have resulted in the ueath of not fewer than t wentyadults and children, occurred yesterday morning at
the works of Messrs. Town A Son, bobbin turners,
at Kinsley, between Bradford and Keighley. The
workshop of Messrs. Town was situate on the north
bank of the Leeds and Liverpool Caual, and in the
rear of the National School, Park road, the two buildlugsbeing separated by the playground of the school.
The premises of Messrs. Town consisted of a large
workshop about liftcen yards long by tlfteen in
width, and two stories in height, boiler and engine
house and offices. The boiler house stood between
the workshop and offices, and over the latter were
two rooms occupied as a dwelling by Mr. J. Town,
Jr. The explosion occurred about ten o'clock
yesterday morning. The holler was lifted from
its base into the air, and fell a shaneless mass
about forty yarns off. The works and collages
were levelled with the ground, large stones being,buried long distances. Workmen wuo were on the'
building, persons in the cottages and scholars in the
playground or the National School were instantly
overwhelmed and burled beneath the ruins. A great
number of willing hands immediately eugaged m the
task of disinterring those who had been so sum-
uiarily buried in the ruins, and yesterday afternoon
the result was reported as follows:.
Dead..Mr. Town, jr.; two children of Mr. Joseph

Midgley, Park road, manufacturer; a child of Mr.
Timothy Lister, Park road; two children of Mr. Navlor,grocer. Ferrand lane; William Thompson and
William Tindall, workmen of Messrs. Town, and a
child of Mr. Thomas Wright, saddler.
Jujnrerf..Mr. Town, sen., and also Mrs. Town, jr.,

and Henry Town, son of the latter, both or wuom
are not likely to recover. Also three workmen,
viz.:.Joseph Murgatroyd, Hope street, Keighley;
Thomas Smith, Keighlcy, and Sharp Buttertield,
KramcUffe, Hingley.
The dead and injured were removed to the Na-

tionai School, and a number of surgeons iroin the
surrounding district rendered prompt aid to those
who were suffering. Home were removed to their
homes and some to the Bradford Inflrraary. The
search for missing bodies was being prosecuted
yesterday afternoon. The cause of the disaster is
not known.

Madrid, June s, wo.
Tlie Captain General, of tho island of Cuba, In a

communication dated the l'.th of last May, states
that the commamflng general of the forces in the
Eastern Department of the Island of Cuba, Count
¥ttiiimirnu, iiui iuiiiu up wmi iuu rcol'ih several

times and has killed ninety of them, among whom are
the chiefiaus Grau, two brothers of the self-titled GeneralAcostn and two ald-de-camps of Cesnedes, and
has taken possession of arms and warlike
stores. The Commanding General of Cuba
say* that on the 23d of April last, that the
refugee ret*)s were wandering about the
positions called Ramon, which are about
fourteen leagues from that city, beaten and pursued
oy our moveable colpmns; but be determined to at
tack them, wlilch be did, am}, although they were

strongly intrenched, they dispersed after tho first
shots, leaving In the power or our troops a self-titled
colonel and commander and other prisoners. This
feat, although It has not afforded ail the material
advantages desirable, yet has had great moral influence,causing the surrender of U>o rebels and maltingthe others understand they will always be pursuadby our soldiers. General Pclaez writes from
Hanta Clara, on the 4th of last month, that tho
cavalry colonel or militia ol Guinea attacked
the rebels near sigtianaca, killing ten and taking
possession or arms and horses. The communications
received from the Department of the Centra does

Duice has a more eunniniibrain than Caballero tie Kodas. but the latter is
by tar the best soldier. Kodas is supremely proud
and cruel. His large, vitreous eyes, could not be
kindled oy the light of mercy. His very face,
though lieavx at mc tirat glance, stamps luin as a
uiau who could execute extrcmest measures
without remorse. His Hps, though not thin,
are always drawn closely together, and Ills
chin is exceedingly protrusive; Impertinently bo.
lie hat* a very nxed look, and when he
meets a man in the street he always endeavors
to stare him out of countenance. The soldiers
and people call hnn the "Butcher," on account of
his cruelties in 1464, and last year at Maengos and
Cadiz. He rather likes the name than otherwise,
and the oftener he hears it the more protrusive his
chin gets and more vitreous Ins eyes appear. You
win probably hear something from him when he has
arrived at Cuba.

I llnd a long and clever letter from Washington,
evidently written by an American and calculated to
afford the most unalloyed gratiiication to all who,
like myself.and their name is legion.bear a sincereand friendly feeling to your country and wish
lor the closest possible intimacy with your nation.
It is a remarkable fact that, however high party
spirit may run, and however bitter parties may be on
each other with rcspcct to most questions of internaliw well as foreign policy, this is the one point on

which most hostile opinions meet. The righteousnessana expediency of a last friendship with the
United States Is a thing too universal!;
acsnowledged to admit or any great amount of
iilscnsslon. It is not often you hear any doubts on
the subject, and very rare Indeed to hear it
discussed in a downright sceptical or even hostile
iplrit. perhaps in no Instance does the national
loand political sense,more clearly manifest Itself,
rhe general good feeling Is at present at its height
in the expectation or the new American Minister,
Lhan whom no person could have been selected more

agreeable to the government and to the public. If
it is Indeed true, as the Moscow Gazette Washington
:orrespondent says, that there is^a notion among
the American public that the Alaska Territory has
jeen ceded to the States only as a special act of

TURKEY.

Important Work* on the Danube.
The works directed by the European cgmmisBlon

of the Danube are being carried on actively under
the surveillauce of the delegates. According to the
mirfji uuwuuai eouveuiiun uio uhiimi <ji umi nvci

lrum isacktcina m Bulgaria to the sea are lo remain
free from all constructions, servitude or obligations
whatever. From that branch 1,200 cuoic fathoms of
gravel ami stones have already l>eeu dredged, and
there la reason to believe that tne complaints of the
European commission will lead to the re-establislimentof the navigation on that part ol the
river and place thai material at Uie disposal of
the engineers. The works are besides at present
in a satisfactory state; the St. lieorge's channel Is
now maintained at the same level; the cutting
through the M delta.so called from its form, appears
likely to be terminated In a few months, and the
greatest activity prevails in the port of Sulina. The
system lor conveying the earth ashore, employed
when the canal from the port of Amsterdam to the
North Sea was being constructed, has been adopted
here with great success, and the dredgiug machines
arc ablo to dispense with the use of lighters. The
result will be a considerable saving of expense in
cutting through the delta. The navigation Is besidesvery considerable, as between the 1st of Januaryof this year and the idth of May not less than
878 vessels entered the Danube; as ldl were
remaining at the end of last year, the total
Bomber in the rlvor was 1,089, The departures were
much less numerous, and consisted only of 4i7 vesselsof over ^0 tons, and twelve ol smaller burden
Consequently S90 were still left. When that result is
compared with the returns previous to the work of
the commission, the iniluence of that undertaking
on thestato of the commercial and maritime aii'airs
in those waters will be seen, the increased security
offered to vessels having developed the transit In a
largo measure. To mention only the port of Sulina,
there arc at present lying ihcre sixty-three vessels,
ol wtiicn twenty are English, sixteen Italian, eight
Turkish, eight, Austrian, and several French, Norwegian,Meokleinburger, Kouman and Greek."

GERMANY.

Trade in the Zollverrln.
In the year ISM the state of trade In the whole territoryof the Zollverein contrasted favorably with

1807, and this was more particularly the case with regardto Berlin. In the past year, indeed, confidence
had not quite returned, but there was a marked improvementIn most branches of business. The trade
in rye and wheal did not attain its usual dimensions,but on the other hand flour, barley and oats
were aold in increased. quantities. The spirit
trade was unusually brisk, the consumption
and exportation surpassing those of 1.S67 by
4,000,000 of quarts and being 7,000,000 more
than in I860. In spirits of wine a good bushiest)
was also done. The consumption of tlesh meat in
Berlin exceeded that of the orecedlug year by six
and a half per cent, and a greater quantity of grocerieswas used, especially in the second half of the
year. The consumption of Berlin beer and other
kinds was remarkable. Tnere were in tills citv
forty-seven breweries at work, besides several new
ones in course of erection. In wines of the Zollverein
ihere was likewise an increased consumption, as
well as tn imported bottled wines. Ttie coal trade
was very active. Of English coals 200,000 centners
more tHan in Uie previous year were consumed, in
consequence, no doubt, of the nigh prices of Upper
Sileslan coals during the past year, arising partly
from a very brisk exportation to Austria and partly
from Increased activity In the Sllesian iron trade.
Business was more lively In iron and metals. Iu the
first six months of the year there were large transactionsin rapeseeu oil in consequence or extensive
speculation in this article in farts and Hamburg.
The use of petroleum in lamps has increased about
flftv per cent, and the trade In linseed oil, palm oil
and other commodities of that class exceeded that of
1887. The wool business alone showed a falling off,
and prices still continue to sink, in consequence oi
importations from abroad.

A. W. Powell, his wtfe and children and two missionariesare reported to have been murdered by

the natives in Abyssinia.
General Ilanmann will command the autumn

manteuvrcs of the Bavarian army at the camp of
Schwelnfurth. which arc to commence about Septemberl. The troops are expected to number about
18,000.
An unusual flow of emigration from Norway and

Sweden has passed through various British ports
during this year, mostly en route for the United
States. The number that has passed via Lclth and
Glasgow since the middle of March averages 350 per
week. The cause is a partial failure of the crops in
those two countries during the last two seasons.
The Duchess de Rlarlo-Sforza, having made a depositof $12,000 In excess of the turn for which the

late M. Berryer's estate at Angerville, France, was
sold, will probably become the definite purchaser.
The total price will then be 170,000.
At I'esth, the Captain of the city has summoned

the Mayor before the Court on account of the uncleanlystate of the streets and alleys.
A serious riot took piace recently at I.aihach, betweena procession of gymnasts and the peasautry.

Several persons were killed and wounded before the
military could restore tranquillity.

communication, dated the 7th Mav, Mr. ivoit. the
English Consul at Alexandria, writes to Mr. Macoree'sbrother, giving a short account of the progressof the party previous to the massacre. In
this he states that Mr. Maorree ha<l taken Mr.
Powell to a rather danaeroue part of the
country, and it would have be<m better If Uiey
had gone In another direction, where the
party would have been aafer, the chiefs being
more frleniy, and whero equally as good aport In
lion hunting might be obtained, then the oonsul
admlta that Information haa lust been received of the
cruel murder of Mr. Powell, Mrfl. Powell, their child,
and Mr. Maccree, by the natives. Two Swlaa missionariesare said to have brought the newa to the
Ilrltlsh authorities, and preparations were lo progressto start an expedition up the country In order,
if possible, to obtain further particulars. This letter
adds that unless prompt retaliation follows the
brutual massiters the natives will taae courage, and
Itwiilmot iw safe for any Englishman to visit the
country.

BurTum, author of "Six Months in the Gold
Mlues," Ac., Ac. New York: Harper A Brothers.
Mr. William a. nudum, a brother of the late Mr.

Edward tiouid Buffum, has presented in this volume
a Judicious selection from a mass of letters, sketches,
studies, Ac., left b* the distinguished journalist,
whose untimely death in Paris a few months ago
spread grief throughout a widely extended circle of
friends. The preface givea a brief biographical
sketch of the author, whose Individual cast of mind,
as well an hie varied experience as a traveller and his
long training as a journalist, eminently qualified him
to produce just such a book as tnis, a book- at once
entertaining and instructive. The Harpers have
published it not only in their best style, but at a
most opportune moment. The demand for summer
reading is now at its height. The thousands of
fashionable tourists who are leaving this port for a

trip to Europe will find Mr. buffum's "Sights and
Sensations in France, Germany and Switzerland" a

delightful and serviceable travelling companion.
At the same time the thousands who are to spend
the summer at home, either in town, In the country
or on the sea shore, may, by the help of this little
book, and by "malting believe hard," enjoy many of
the pleasures of foreign travel while tuey escape all
Its annoyances.
The very titles of the twenty-two chapters which

compose this work revive the most interesting associationsin the minds of all Americans who have
been abroad. To enumerate them may best indicate
the range of topics selected by the editor:.The
Hubbies of Champagne; Trenle e> Quarante at Hornbourg;a Tramp in the Uernese Oberland; The Mont
Cents Tunnel; The Qnartier Latin; What the ParisiansEat; The Hospitals of Paris; The Clverie de
Lllas; The Foundling Hospital of Paris; A Chamber
of Horrors; The "Speciality <le Pumpkin Pie" (lime.
Busijue); What and How Much the Parisians Url.uk;
A Flying Trip In the Country; Parisian Theatres;
Distinguished Negroes; Learned Institutions and
Lectures; "Down Among the Head Men" (The Catacombs);The Chiffoniers of Paris; Visit to the Chapel
of the Tuilenes; The Cemetery of Pere la Chaise;
Religious Freedom in France; Kouen and Its RomanticReminiscences. Here is certainly an attractivevariety.
A striking merit of these pages is derived from the

fact that they do not record the hasty, confused and
often erroneous impressions of a traveller who has
just landed In Europe. On the contrary, they are
the fruit of close, careful observations during a prolongedtransatlantic residence. No more accurate,
condensed and complete account of the champagne
district ^an be given than that In the^flrsc chapter,
or of the gambling at Humbourg, in the second, or of
the Mont Cenis tunnel, In the fourth; and so we

might go on specifying almost all the other
chapters. The author's "healthy love of seeing:"and his quick and broad sympathies
with Dature, and particularly with human
nature, are revealed alike in the Bernese Oberlaud,
in the Alps and in Paris. His vein of tenderness is
disclosed in the touching simplicity with which he
tells the story of "My Neighbor, Little Agla6, the
Flower Maker." Throughout the work he exhibits
the tact of the practised journalist, who must learn
to write about precisely what tne reader is interestedto know, lie does not hesitate to give
information whicn some writers too readily take
for granted is already familiar to everybody.
Moreover, he alwats gives his own impressions
instead of retailing those of others at second hand.
Many books of European travel can be interesting
only to their compilers, and should not have been
printed even "lor private circulation." But Mr.
BulTum'a volume bears no resemblance to such
books. It will doubless be more heartily welcomed
by the public than any similar work which has appearedsince the publication of the late Mr. Sanderson's"American in Paris." M. Jules Janin thought
so hurhiy of that clever book as to take the trouble
to offer it to the Continental public in a complete
French disguise.
