On taking the oath of oillce .yesterday as Regent of

Spain, Marshal Serrano made a spcech, In which he
promised to respect the constitution and liberties of
the country.

BOSTON, June 20, 1869.
The Peadfe Jubilee still hangs Are, and crowds

from abroad still linger to participate in it. It was
couceivcd aud announced yesterday afternoon that
there would be a grand sacreu concert in the
Coliseum this evening, and, notwithstanding
the weather was lowering, aud the tickets of admissionthe eMravagaut sum of two dollars, there was
an audience of fully twenty thousand. The appearanceof the vast multitude, together with the
decorations aud thousands of blazing gas jets, was
milium in uie eiireme, anu suipasscu ill IKI 111 tiers
and dazzling splendor any Sunday evening gathering
ever assembled. The programme or the evening
consisted of the best selections from the live previousconcerts, aud although the chorus and orchestrawere not us large as during the past week, there
was a sufficient number to reader the programme
with mnch power and piccislon. Six hundred
singers and two hundred aud fifty Instrumentalists
were present, aud Madame liosa, Miss I'hUlips,
Miss VVhitten and ole Hull were the soloists.
There was a marked Improvement in some or the
choruses, but tlie "Thanks tie to Uod," from
"Elijah," was again taken too slow. The conductor,
Zerrahn, also nearly ruined the orchestra by quittinghis stand and advaucing into the middle ol the
chorus, ostensibly for the purpose of keeping thein
in time, but really exposing chorus and orchestra
to the danger of an utter collapse. A violinist stood
up in the orchestra and conducted while Mr. Zerrahn
was promenading around the chorus. Messrs. fillmoreand Elchlierg were the other conductors, aud
proved themselves emclent ones. The applause was
enthusiastic aud there were several encores.
There is to follow a series of promenade concerts

in the Coliseum during the present week, aud on
aliout WednesiUy or next week It is contemplated to
give a benefit to Mr. Ollmore, on which
occasion many of the singers and musicians
present at the Jubile have volunteered their
services. There has been no definite arrangement
yet as to what disposition will be made of the
colossal edlllce, but It is likely that It will not tie demolisheduntil the approach of winter. No oitlnal
