All brevet commissions that have
been conferred on oiiioerx since their entry Into the
service, as well as a'l volunteer com missions ever
held by them, are recorded; also the original entry
Into the service, and all subsequent commissions, tiy
promotion or otherwise, in the regular army.

These additional items of Information, furnishing
theoutlineof each officer's military history, extend
the register to 2-J pages, making it t&o largest ever

published.
In the column "appointed from," the initials M. A.

denote that the ofleer is a graduate of West Point.
Tins was the plan in vogue prior to 1854. In the registerfor that year the State of which the officer was

a permanent resident was first given, as the State
from which he was appointed, and all officers not
graduates of the Mi Hilary Academy were indicated
by an asterisk.
The names of two officers who have been absent

from tiielr commands since July. lsas, are published.
One of tae.ii, however, lias recently restgnel.

APPOINTMENTS.

During the year 1868 $>2 appointments were

made, as follows:.One military storekeeper giurtermaster'sDepartment, 14 assistant surgeons
(first lieutenants', one paymaster, :i first and 5 secoudlieutenants of engineers, 1 second lieutenant
of ordnance, 2 post chaplains, 25 second lleuteuauts
of cavalry, 15 of artillery and 25 of infantry. Of
these 54 were West Pointers, 5 were appointed from
the army, 11 from the volunteers and the rest from
civil life; 13 of them were of foreign birth.

TKt KELLY IIOHIC1DZ1 CASE.

Inmiieniioii Before C'oponor Scbirmcr.The
Verdict*

At last the ease of llugh Kelly, whose dead body
has been lying at the Morgue for some days past,
lias been disposed of, at least as far as the authoritiesof this comity are concerned. Kelly was beaten
by some rowdies in the upper part of the city, on
the 2d ult., and partially recovering from the eiTecta
of tiie violence, proceeded Willi his labors. At a

later day Kelly was taken sick and went to
his sister's, In Newark, N. J., where ne grew
worse and died. While the investigation
relative to the cause of his death was pending before
the Coroner of Newark, the body was brought to
this city for burial, accompanied by certificates Irom
the physician who attended him previous to his
death, and also the Coroner before whom the inquisitionhad been commenced. These certificates,
however, did not satisfy Dr. Harris, of the Health
Board, who declined giving a permit lor burial on

them, but demanded a certificate from one of the
New York Coroners. i
Coroner Scliirmer, who was applied to, at first de-

cuneu iu [iinu uie case, ueiieving, ;im ue uiu, uuu uc

had not jurisdiction, inasmuch as the death occurred
in another State, the proper authorities of which had
the matter under investigation. Yesterday mornlng,however, the Coroner, for merely sanitary rea-
sous, made .1 private examination and gave a certificate,t»hlch doubtless was acceptable to Dr. Ilarr.s.

Thomas Kelly, being duly sworu. deposes and
says:.I reside at Fort Washington; I recognize the
body of t tie deceased as that of my brother, Hugh

J., wiiere he died last Thursday; I went to Dr. Harrisfor a permit, but he refused to grant it ami sent
the body to the Morgue; occorapaning the remains,
1 had a certificate from Dr. Ootid, of Newark, N. J.,
who made a post-mortem examination of the body
by order of Coroner Chase, of Newark, N. J., and
also a certificate from Coroner Chase that he had
viewed the body with a jury and had postponed the
inquest till this afternoon, at two o'clock.

Thomas C. Finuell, M. 1>., being duly sworn, deposesand savs:.I have viewed the body ot Hugh

the cause of death.

Mr. Joseph Cushman deposed to having viewed
the body of Kelly and to fully corroborate the testimonyof Dr. Khinell. The evidence at hand being
all in the Coroner delivered the following address to
the Jury:. ,
Gentlemen of tiie Jury.As soon as I ascertainedthat a burial permit had been refused by

Dr. Harris, of the Hoard of Health, 1 concluded
at uine, for sanitary reasons only, to performmy dutv as a coroner and to act in this
matter as well as I could under the circumstances.
Vou have heard the testimony of two regular
physicians, and their evidence compels me to pass
(his case over to you for a verdict in an unsatisfactorycondition; but I hope that the authorities
of New Jersey, who have taken charge of the case in
a legal and proper manner, will be able not only to
ascertain the cause of death, but also to learn the
circumstances under which deceased is *atd to have
been beaten, with the view of bringing the guilty
fames to Justice. With these remarks, gentlemen,
leave the case in your hands.
The following verdict was returned:."That the

deceased came to his death by causes uaknowD to
tbix Jury."' Deceased was ttoenty-fonr years of aire and a nativeof Ireland. The mother and brother of deceased

remains for interment.

moment happen to disturb the lnendiy relations
between the two countries. This apprehension

states must sooner or later lead to t.>e. absorption ol
the British provinces in America or their detachment,ironi thu empire, even at tiie risk ol a bloody
and protracted war, wincn would be followed by an

In several conversations 1 ha 1 the honor to have
witn the late Richard Vobden, an ting ago as l«M
aud l«&a, at his house in Westbourne terrace, 1

witn ine, and lience had not hesitated in arriving at

"That," said I, "is another matter. I have answeredyour questions from a personal knowledge of the

l he United States can collect loo.ooAnen at Detroit,
Mid, as they own nearly all the commercial marine
on the lakes, can send them down stream to Toronto
ind Kingston, to meet other lorces sent Iruni
Dswego and Ogdeusburg to co-operate, in as many
liours as it took days in 1*1:2 and lsut, to move 5,ooo;
while another army of equal numbers can meanwhilebe concentrated on Montreal. It is true," I
observed, "such armies would be vvauting In skill and
knowledge of war; hut so would the Canadians, and
as tor the handful of lmtlsii troops scattered along a
thousand miles and more of irontier, they would
simply become prisoners ot war. '1 he Provinces
would be Immediately organized as Independent nationalities,and, whatever might be the result of a
protracted naval warfare, Kngland will thenceforth
cease to own or control the policy of a square mile
of territory on the North American Continent, cast
ol the Kocky Mountains."

Sir John terminated the Interview by saying, "1
differ with you about our ability to deiend Canada,
but hope it may never be necessary."

1 have briefly detailed these conversations with
two distinguished British statesmen because thev
embody two sets of sentiments and suggest_two lines
or policy ror sucn statesmen 10 pursue me events
of the late civil war in the United States have not
diminished the cogency of the argument*! used seventeenyear8 ago in support ol eacn. I think even Hir
John l'aklngton must by this tliue admit that 1 did
not overstate the power of the United States to detachBritish America from the empire wheuwer It
may suit their purpose to pick a quarrel. VVtiou
once detached, nowever much the Americans might
be beaten on the sea. tho I'rovinces would Ins revolutionizedand be placed under the control of a new
clement and a new set of men, who would be supported,morally and phyglcuily, by the whole Americanpeople. No articles of peace could ever restore
them to the merely nominal relationship they at
present hold towards the mother country.
The views embodied In these statements were

formed from Canadian and Kngllsh standpoints.
My more recent experience liere not only COOflTOM
their absolute correctness, but goes further.It establishesa conviction that mo-tt 01 the unfriendly feeling,leaving the "Irish element" out of the question,
wiiich continually "outcrops" ngainsi Kngland in
this country, is the result of jealousy of Mritlsh
power and influence on turn Continent. This leeling
was greativ enhanced by the unfortunate policy oi
the uritmh government during Hie war.

I arrived To Liverpool the day after tho escapc of
the Alabama, and was in Knglmid for nine months,
and as a strictly impartial spectator of events, could
not disguise Irum myself the apparent apathy of the
subordinate authorities 111 respect not only to this
but other ships then notoriously building for the
Confederate service. I then knew that the street of
this policy would sink deep Into the American mind
ami be made the pretext for all the good
haters, of Kngland In America for embroilingthe two countries in war at a
future time unless Kngland should make timely reparation,and I so wrote to friends on this side. The
result ol this policy of the Hritisii uuthonties is now
developing itself m the rejection of the late treaty
by the Senate or the I tilted States. Although there
are a grcut many persons in this country 01 the type
of Senator Chandler, who would like to sec Euxland
humiliated from pure feelings or resentment, I liellevethe main cause of irriiaiion ans'-s from a revivalof the old Jealousy of British power and influence111 Canada. Ho long as the union JacK floats
from the flagstaii's at Quebec, Kingston and oilier
foriiflcatioud of the Dominion, and a lirltish soldier

among a large class ol the American people. They
will reward tn«'»c emblems of foreigu power as a
standing menace to democratic Institutions and Hie
sovereignty of the United Bute* until they are dually
removed from the American continent.
there exiaui bo poalttv* dewre in tMa country, exceptamong uie Fenians, to annex the provinces,

anil If hnglnnd would take the wise and really
statesmanlike step of declaring the Dominion aii
Independent nationality the Coiled states would certainlynever initiate a movement lor Its annexations
Then; can Ih> no douiit that the Canadians would ho
left free to govern tnetnaehree in the way they mink
Deal, and under sucli form of government nullify
may choose to adopt. This country would then
promptly enter into a treaty with the government of
Canada placing the people or the two oouiitries on
terms of reciprocity, If not entire freedom of trjde.
The abrogation of the old treaty was a mow aimed
at England. not Canada, whlen became the sufferer.

Il tne feeble hold still maintained by England on
the North American provinces is. therefore, a stumblingblock between the iwo nations why
not remove II and make all America nn ally
Instead o! an enemy . of Engiawi ? suppose
the case reversed, and the United States held
Scotland, In land, and the small islands along tho
coast as provinces, and England possessed the
power to expel the foreigner. What would be the
reelings and lion or Englishmen on the subject of
such occupationr Furthermore, why should Englandcllug so tenaciously to what after all is the
greatest source of weakness to her empire ? Why
should she .|. -ire 10 make Canada the base of operation*In a war growing out of imperial Interests and
against the ouly other great, nation speaking the
same language, and which has inherited and is on-
ut-iiv»rmK in improve ami worn om nwi ami institulionssimilar to her own? Why not eatabllati
another Anglo-Saxon nation or empire, and let the
three endeavor to solve the great problem of free
government, and by example induce the rest ot the
world to adopt aud maintain like tree Institutions?
The declaration of Ooldwin Mtnth and other cminentKnglishmen that Kngland Is even now preparedto concede independence to the Canadians If

thejr desire it, If founded In fact, cannot i>e accepted

may mill require more moral courage than can be
lound In any living statesman to grapple with such
questions in the manner pointed out by commoa
sense and the logic ol passing events. Such a step,
however, would be regarded by future generations
as a masterly act of statesmanship, and its immediateeffect would be to "checkmate" all the plotter#
in both countries against the peaceful relations
which ought now and ever to subsist. 1

commerce, t»y means of swarms of privateers.)
Therefore let no vaunting Englishman rest his hopes'
of humiliating this couutry ou such a line of argu-i
meuL This country, in less than lour years of civil'
war, rose to the rank or a lirst class military rower. 1
in iwo years of war with Engluud, at a quarter ot
tue cost of the great civil war, she would become a'
rtrst class naval power. Hut higher considerations
than the probable result ol a military and naval con^
test between two great nations should govern the
policy of modern statesineu. The reasons in l'avorjof an early establishment of the Dominion of Canada
into an independent iiauouaiity do not necessarily
apply to auy other liritish colony, it Is the peculiar
geographical position of that country in respect id
the United Htat.cs and the fact that even liritish '
statesmen have long treated it as a question ouly or
time when that event will ensue that renders Its
early or immediate accomplishment an object of
parumouut importance to ah ihe tens of mil.ions or
people directly interested. !when this standing cause of irritation shall be for«
ever removed the three great Anglo-Saxon nations-*'
England, the United biates and Cauuda.will tm
bound by every motive of interest to cultivate the
most friendly sentiments towards each other. Althoughours la a republic and yours a limited
monarchy, there are so many similarities 111 the two
systems and in the minor details of admlmsiratiou
as to leave no rational grounds for difference of
opinion ou international relations. Americans of
education and capacity to judge aright, wiule they
claim that their lorm of government is the best for
America, are free to admit that the liritish system is
the b#St adapted to England.
Under the admirable training and the liberal and

enlightened policy of England towards her colon lea
during the last thirty years the transition of the
Dominion of Canada lrom a colonial to a national
state of existence would be nearly Imperceptible,
iler national Interests are now,as they ever must be to.
the end of time, more nearly allied with this country
than with England; and while her trade would not
111 consequence of the change be lessened with the
latter, it would be very much Increased with tha
former. The temptation to enuirge on this importantsubject is very great, but 1 shall add ouiy ftleVi
words more. < ,

I would not weaken my arguments and suggest
tions by haviug you tliiuk lor a moment that tho;concession of independence to Canada should ba
considered as a satisiaction tor the claims set up b#
the United States lor damages to American couk
iuerce from the Alabama and other British built
ships. The two questions are totally distinct, except,
so lar as they are common causes of irritation on ihS,
public mind ol tuis couutry.

THE GEOiLVS A*l> THE PIBLIC SCHOOLS.

Call for n Central Organization of Geruian»-«
Ward Or«[unlzatloiin.

A number of the loreuiost citizens of New York, ot
German nativity, have Issued a call to all the Germans,without the distinction of party or of anjt
other cause, to llrmly organize by wards, and appointfrom each ward a delegation of live, who
Bhall form a central organization, for the purpose of'
agitating and influencing the elev ation and Improve*
ment ol our public schools as educational Institutes^
and also to guard and promote the Interests of Uer«|
man-Americans In relation to these schools, by,
which is probably meant the introduction of thrf
German language as an object of teaching in all
classes and schools and not in the higher^
grades only. They say In thla call that
however pralsewor'.hy it was that school
societies and private teachers had founded
In this city a number of German-English
schools and academies, ttiey oenQetted but a com par-.
atlvely small number, the great. majority being dependenton the public schools, in many States an«t
inuuctpalltles of the Union, especially In the West/
this matter has been agitated and the just request
or the ccrmnu citizens lu regard to it were cordially
acceded by the authorities. One-fourth of the pop-'
ulatlon of this city is of Oerihan origin, and as a*
this time, by the organization of a new Hoard of.
School Commissioners, the opportunity is offered for.
thorough and searching reforms in the entire pub-'
lie school system they request speedy action, so
that both the ward and the central organizations
may be fully perfected and ready for effective wortf
by the beginning ol next July. It la but proper to
say, In this connection, that this movement had
already found warm supporters as long ago as last
winter. The Twentieth ward is fully organized, and
was the first to form a "German-American Citizens*, '
Society," of which Mr. Edward schllcbttng in president,having tills very objCct iu view. The Ninth ward
was also organized some weeks ago, under iho
leadership oi Mr. Hermann Schroefer, The Fourteenth,Seventeenthand Nineteenth wards will shortly
have meetings, while the preliminary steps for such aa'
organization have already been had In the Twentysecondward, where a meeting will be held next
Saturday evening, at I'nger's Hall, Broadway an<t
Forty-ninth street. This movement, it should m]well understood, Is not partisan nor sectarian. Menj
of all political snades and of the very opposite
religious views, and those also of no religious vlewv
whatever, are uniting to furtner It. And an appeal
has also been made to the women of (ierinan birth,'
the mothers of the children to bo taught In the pub*
lie schools, to give all tin- aid they can to the pro-' jposed agitatiirn, and this appeal, judging from presentappcarauces, will l>e well responded to.

MYSTERIOUS AND FATAL PO.SO.YNG.
Suspicions Against n I'byairinn.Ante-.Worien

Mtntemrnt.
A somewhat mysterious ease of poisoning was

brought to the attention ol Coroner Kcenau on Sat*
unlay evening last, at which time he was called to
Hellevne Hospital to take the ante-mortem statement
of James Strnppe, a youug man, twenty-two years
of age, born In Ireland.
From the statement made to Coroner Keenan \ f

Strappe It appears that he lived at 418 Seventh avenue.Having been sick for some time past Strappo
on Saturday afternoon consulted with f)r. Desira
Ainand, of 14.' lileccker street. After listening to s
statement of the ease, I)f. Amnnd prepared a vial
of mcdK'iue for his patient, who forthwith took it
dose of it and went home. Later In the
day strappe called uponfranother physician.
111 Thirty-second street, for met I Idue to relieve him
from a terrible pain ami burning sensation 1T1 tils
stomach. Another prescription was made out for
Htrappe, who ha<i 11 tilled at the drug store, corner
of Thirty-second street and .Seventh avenue. After
taking ilie medicine ordered i>y the Thirty-second
street physician sirupi>e became very sick
at the stomach and vomited freely in or
near the drng store. Hetng unable to
go home, Strappo, by advice of the druggist, was
conveyed lo Bellevue Hospital, apparently in a dangerouscondition, when it wits divined iitKhlv necessaryto call in the Coroner. Previous to his arrival,
however, a porfon of the matter emitted from tho
stomach of the patient was uualv/.ed and found to
contain quantities of "Sheels" gr'-en, an activopoison. Tlie statement of Strappei revealed
the above facts, ami when Coroner Keenan left:
the hospital the attending physician considered tjio
sufferer ont of danger. Some hours subsequently, k

however, Strappe was seised with convulsions, and,
growing worse, died at half-pant two o'clock fetter
day morning.
The case will l>e thoroughly Investigated to-ds? beforeCoroner Keenan. when the mystery possibly

may be saiifnctorily explained. In the meanumo
Coroner Keenan lias Issued a warrant for the arrest
of l>r. Aniand, and placed It In the hands of Captaia
Jourdan, of the Sixth precinct, for execution.
